Heretofore they have
been disappointed in this respect. Ma-

ny of the nominations have proved to

The party managers have been
to blame for this. The f.armers have

borne with them until patience has_

ceased to be a virtje. Look how out
legislators have done. As to any be~

efit the farmers have derived from leg-

islation in this State since the war, it

would have been better that there had

been no legislation at all. The direct

expense, the enormous State debt, an
the evils from bad legislation, woul

all have been avoided.

Now,

the farmers with the assitance of others

who are favorable to their interests,

propose to make the nominations, and

have some service rendered to them.

This is what is caled by certain par:

ties, breaking up the Democratic par-

ty. The farmers should see to it, that

hereafter the right kind of men are

nominated and elected, especially rep-

resentatives and senators; so that good

and necessary laws will be enacted, and

bad ones repealed. The last session of

the general assembly was mainly spent
in the service of John A. Morris and

the lottery; the farmers should see to

it, that such a thing never occurs again.

The farmnners paid the expenses of that

body, but the service was rendered to

their enemy, the lottery. Let the farm-

ers put their shoulders to the wheel,
all in a body; letthem come forward at

the next election, all in solid phalanx,

and overwhelm the real enemies of the

Democratic party-the lottery with its

owners, Morris, Pinchback, Herwig,
Baldwin, and the lesser lights who

serve them. Then we may reasonably

expect to have good laws, good govern-

mnient and a reduction of expenses; and

To
supply the deficiency in our local his-
tory the Gulf Publishing Company
ha'ie in process of compilation a work
on a series of parishes of South West
Louisiana, of which St. Landry is one.
Besides a comprehensive history of each
of the parishes, there will be given a
chapter on the resources of each parish,
and also biographical and business
sketches of citizens of the parishes em-
braced. The work will be bound in
leather with gilt edges, and will be a
valuable one for the country.

except those that inculcate the dec-
trine now preached by its advocates,
that it is a blessing. The lottery and

lottery money will control everything.

The school board, school teachers, and

school children will all have to worship

the lottery. Louisiana will then be a

"hissing and a by-word" among the

States. Do the people of Louisiana

desire this _?7and vhat will the schbor
fund proportion of the proposed lot-

tery bribe amount to; per capita of the
e'4able school children? A statistick
al-estimate makes it about one dollar
and two or four cents for each pupil
per annum. What a small mess of

pottage for the father of a family to

sell his vote for.
