by reason of incorreet, illegible, or ¢
ficlent address, insufficient postage, inse-
cure inclosing, whereby matter mailed be-
comes peperated from the envelope er
wrapper, or the failure 1o be called for or
delivered to the person addressed. This
18 & daily average of over twenty thousand
piecea.

Of these the greater portion either are
not called for st the post office to which
they are directed, or, In case of free=-
delivery offices, the addresses cannot be
found, potwithstanding every known
means is Tesorted to on the part of the
poatal officials to effect delivery.

Matter sent to the Dend Letter Office,
which esnnot be delivered to the person
sddressed, is required to be opened in its
treatment for the purpose of return to the
gender, and if the name and address of the
gender be not khown or cannot be ascer-
tained from the contents, and it contains
no valusble inclosure, it must be de-
stroyed,

Latters opened and found to contain any
inclosure of obvious value are entered up-
on' proper records, and, of sueh, those
which do not disclose sufficlent information
to enahle them to be returned are filed,
pubject to reclamation upon p appli-
eation and identification.

Letters which contain no inclosure of
obvious value are not recorded.

Packages and parcels are recorded, and
whers they do not disclose the name and
address of the owner are filed; if not
oalled for or claimed within two years they
are disposed of at public auction and the
proceeds covered into the United Btates
Treasury.

A large propotion of the pack and
puuala%:nu to the Dead Letter Office fail
to be restored to the ownera because of the
absence on the wrappers or inclosures of
anything to indicate ownership thereof.

Information as to the character and
nature of the matter thus received at the
Dead Letter Office, and the conditions and
influences which occasion its failure to
reach the persons to whom the senders
designed it to go may be of interest, and
the mere statement of it carry with it sug-
gestions which may serve the public in its
exercise of postal egrivilegaa. .

Of the unclaimed and undelivered mail
matter received at the Dead Letter Oifice
during the past fizcal year, four hundred
and fifty-one thousand were letters mis-
directed, or only partially addressed—that
is, not addressed to m post office, or, ad-
bressed tc & post office without the State
belng given, or, addressed to & post office
pot in the Htate named, eto., ete.—while
tweaty-four thousand were entirely blank,
bearing no address whatever. Among the
iatter were frequently found the cor-
respondence of business men, of which &
large portion contained inclosures of
money, drafts, checks, etc.

Ninty-eight thousand were letters to
domestic addresses '‘held for postage,”
together with letters, efc., addressed io
Canada and Mexico, matter to these coun-
tries being unmailable except upon full pre-
payment of postage.

One hundred and sixty-five thousand
wers letters mainly addressed to persons
in care of hotels. The guests to whom
the letters belonged having departed with-
out lesying their addresses, or forwardin
