SOMETHING IN REGARD To THE EFFECTIVE
WORK m AN ALAMEDA COURTY 8CHOOL.
An all engrossing topic in this section
this fsllis fruit peats, their natura and
extermination. Owing te the importance
of the subjeet and its direct bearing upon
the leading industry of this section, there
was & general feeling of satiefaction
Among our ple when it was decreed
that entomology should hereafier ba one
of the regnlar topics for study in the
1z of Alameda county. P. M, PFisher,
o devoted county superintendent of
Is, prepared for this purpose & pmall
work on the subject, which is now used
8s & text-book in the schools, a purpose
which it serves admirably. Here in Cen-
treville there exists a peculiar need for
some sush work in our school, owing to
the fact of our large foreign population.
In our schools fully 95 per cent of the
pupils hear no English spoken at howe.
Their parents are Portugoese, thrifty and
industrious, but, ot spesking our lan-
they naturally enongh take no hor-
r.ic:lft:ual journals and come very little in
contact with onr best informed orchard-
ists. As a consequence, it Is in the or-
charda of this class that the frnit pests
most do flourish without hindrance or ap-
plication of the best known remedies for
their extermination,
The presence of these infested orchards
in the nudst of sn orchard section is a con-
stant to all. . Therefors, when the
requirement was made that entomology
ghould be taught in our publis schools,
the local school board determined that it
ghould be effectively done ; that the child-
ren should be made thoronghly to nnder-
stand the need of proceeding energetically
against ‘the fruit pests, and instructed to
tell their parents at home what they them-
selves were taught at schoal npon the sub-
ject. An apter illustration of the practi-
cal workings of that safeghard of our
government, the public school, it would
be difficult to find.

For use in the achonl the trustees ‘hmﬂ;
provided & powerful microseope and suit-
able apparatas, and fortunately for the
complete snocear of the project, the prin-
cipal, Prof, Leslie A. Jordon, an sefficient
teacher and an old newspaper man in this
Btate, has proved an enthusisstic condju-
tor in the work.

Under Mr. Jordan's instruciion the

A little observation
will enable the orchardist to gauge pro-
portions to a nleety. [If the effect iz fatal
to the insect it will be shown in twenty-
four hours by a shriveling of the ecale
and darkening of the color.

After considerable experimentation Mr.
Barry settled upon the following variation
of formula No. 1 as the most efficacions
and generally appiicable: 3 pound caus-
tic soda, } pound eansiic potach, 4 pallons
water.

These remedies are effective on all
scales on all deecidions trees. For ever-
greens; however, they are too severs, de-
stroying the leaves. Whale oil remedies
should be used for them.

From his own experience Mr. Barry
evolves the following rules:
1. Don't spare wash or lIsbor. The
