A RICH GEORGIA NEGRO.

How Geaeroasly He Trested the P•mily
of His Old Master.

"I see that Elbert Head, a negro o,
Americus, Ga., has offered five thousand
dollars for the location of a state negro
educational institution in that town,"
said a southern man to a St. Louis re-
.porter. "I know Elbert Head, and the
story of his life, together with that of
Another negro of the same town, Jim
Ellis by name, gives the lie to the oft-
repeated tales of the terrible treatment
of slaves by their masters. Had such
been the case Head and Ellis would
never have taken part in the stories I
am about to tell. They live almost in
the shadow of Andersonville prison.
Elbert Head is now about sixty-five
years old. He is a tall, very dark ne-
gro, with an air of keen shrewdness
He has no children. He was the
slave of Dr. Head, of Stewart county,
Ga. Of course he had a sla'-
wife. He was shrewd and intellige /
and saved whatever money might ha*
been given him. In 1856 he rented hixr
self and wife from Dr. Head and wen
to Americus, where he opened a lane
dry. He did well, and saved enougt
money to have bought his and his wife'
freedom, but he did not care todo sc
After his freedom was declared by th:
events of the war and he could buy
land he invested his savings in different
wnys. Early in 1870 he bought a big
tract of land in Americus, known as
McCoy hill. Upon this he began
gradually erecting negro cabins, until
now there are hundreds of them there.
It is here he made his fortune. He is
probably worth one hundred and fifty
thousand dollars, for he pays taxes onover one hundred thousand dollars, and
is the third richest negro in the state.After his wife's death he adopted sever-
al girls, educated them as .school-teach-
ers, and gave them a start in life.

"Now, while Elbert Head was steadi-
ly advancing in the way of wealth, his
former master, like in many southern
families, was steadily going backward.
The war had ruined him in every way.
The neighbors could not assist him for
they were bowed down in misfortune
4ually as great. But Elbert had
watched the course of events. Secret-
ly at first he gave aid to his old master,

tnd finally furnished his entire support,
released the old plantation from debt,
lent his 'young master,' as he calls
rim, to eastern medical colleges and
)rovided for him. Then old Dr. Head
lied. The boy came back a physician,
nd Elbert announced that his fortune
could go to his master's son, outside of
uch a sum as he might set aside for the

ducation of the negroes."-Chicarc

-Lemon Pie.-One smooth, juicy
lemon; grate the rind and squeeze out
the juice, straining it on the rind; one
cupful of sugar, a piece of butter the
size of an egg, in a bowl; one good
sized cupful of boiling water in a pan
on the stove. Moisten a tablespoonful
of cornstarch, and stir it into the water;
when it boils, pour it over the sugar
and butter, and stir in the rind and
juice. When a little cool, add the
beaten yolks of two eggs. Butter -a
deep plate, and cover all over with
cracker dust (very fine crumbs). This
is the crust; pour in the mixture and
bake. Then frost with the two whites
and brown.-Boston Budret I

INTESTINAL INACTIVITY.

The Common Cause of an Inactive State of
the Stomach and Bowels.

There are so many different causes
of an inactive state of the bowels that
there can be no universal panacea.
Sometimes the trouble is in the stom-
ach which is irritated from fermenta-
tion. Sometimes it is due to a prolap-
sus of the stomach and bowels from
irritation of the lumbar ganglia. Some-
times due to lack of mucous secretion
and sometimes to want of a proper
amount of bile, or to an irritation of
the sympath'etic nerve centers which
control the walls of the intestines.
This last is a very obstinate form of
the disease. Among women prolapsus
of the stomach and bowels is brought
about by wearing heavy dragging
skirts attached to tight bands, and
among men by wearing either a 1hlt or
having the pantaloons too tight. I
knew a man who wore a heavy sword
belt for twenty-five years until he had
induced a very bad prolapsus. Some-
times the inactivity is in the lower por-
tion of the bowels. There are certain
laxative medicines which have a partic-
ular influence upon the lower bowels,
such as podophyllin, aloes and leptan-
drin. Cayenne pepper has the same ef-
fect also. Its little hot particles
chewed with the food are impossible of
digestion and are a souree of irritation
the whole length of the intestinal
tract, finally being deposited in the
lower bowels. Normal sensibility is
thus destroyed through the use of stim-
ulating condiments. At first they serve
as whips and stings, but by and by
nature takes away sensibility.-Dr. J.
