the convention. This imitation of Repub-
lican methods in reconstruction times was
openly advocated, and only defeated by
the timidity of some of their adherents.
T'hey foresaw that the honest and patriotic
Demaocrats of this State would not tolerate
g0 high-handed a usurpation.

These recaleitrants refused to vote for its
adoption because they plainly saw that
no 8 to 7 commission, no Wells returning
bonrd could dare to exercise its functions
on & Democratie convention.
