TRYING TO BRIBE A STATE.

From New York World.
‘There is to be a State election in Louis-
igna next April, and the chief isene in the
canvaes that will soon be under way is the
canstitutional amendment which provides
for a renewal of the charter of the Louis:
iana Lottery Lom}mny for a period’ of
twenty-five years,
see the people of a proud commonwealih
dividing upon the question whether they
will give an infamouns and pernicions
gambling eoncern the sanction of a con-
tract with the State.for mutual lpmﬁt.
Public sentiment in Lonisiana is already
sadly debauched by the operations of the
lottéry in New Orleans since 1868, but if
the naked [pw)i»omtmn were presented of
refewing the charter of the company
law or by constitutional amendment there
is no doubt that it would be defeated.
The company has aoqmred much infiluence
and would not scruple ‘to use eorrupt
means to affect the action of the Leglsla—
tnre and of the voters, but it would not
cpe to prevail but for the enormous bribe
which it offers to the State itself in the
contract which the people are asked to
ratify.
The lottery was one of the infamous
.ereations of the “reconstruction” govern-
‘ment of Lounisiana in 1868, and the new
constitution, adopted in 1879, decreed that
all such instifutions should cease to exist
after the expiration of its charter in 1893,
Ag the time of itz doom drew near, the
company zet to work, not merely to fﬂ rid
of the prohibition, but to secure in the
constitution an actusl contract with the
State for s new lease of life. and it offered
to pay into the publie treasury the annual
sum of $1,250,000 for twenfyfive years.
Tuv make this huge bribe more enticin
the purposes for which the revenue shou
be used are specified.  To the people who
live in the dread of ‘the overflows of the
Missisgippi, the prospect is held ot of an
annual ex}g)ndntu‘re of §350,000 for levees.
Another $150,000 is to go to the support of
public schools, $150,000 for the support of
{}ublm charities, $50,000%or pensions to
‘onfederate veterans, $100,000 for improv-
ing the drainage of the city of New Or-
leans, and $230,000 is to be turned over to
the general fund of the State. Here is an
appeal to sordid sentiment craftily: de-
signed to secure support from all clasees
of citizens who desire the benefit of the
expenditure of these sums without having
to contribute d:rectl¥ to them by taxation,
and this is the chie rrhance of the -lot-
tery urmpan{) for obtainin p{mﬁ. for its
scheme. ody can de end he lottery
iteelf as an institution, or deny the injury
that is done by its o eration, and all argu-
ments for the constitutional amendment
are based npon, the public benefits to he
derived from its corruption fund.
This puts the State of Louisiana in a
humiliating position, which, should make
i, if it yields to the vile enticement, the
georn of all civilized people, It has of
late taken pnde m its growm? prosperity
and ita hopeful prospee t is-amply
ahle to pmude {rom the resources of its
}Jeople eontributed by honorable taxation,
or the support of its: schools, its ¢harita-
ble msutunona. its public works and iis
general administration, and ‘the character
and gelf-respect of ite people would be
fostered by a reliance upon their publie
spirit and patriotism for the mainienance
of all ;iublu: interesta. And vet theorgans
of public opinion are stooping to the grove-
ling pretense that the State can not clan’[y.1
on its government without accepling ai
from a gambling concern that draws its
revenues from the weakness and viclous
cupidity of the ople. This would be
ciently degrading if the lotiery -were
regarded as an agency for drawing money
by such vile means from the people of the
State who were to enjm the supposed
benefit, but the lowest depth of depraved
moral sense iz reached when it is argued
that by this infamous device the Btate of
Lonistana will pe able to draw a large
ople of
the rest of the country by pandering to
the gambling spmt and lplaymg upon the
‘hdpes of the poor, th norant, and - the
reckl shroughout. the land.. Nothi
could be more shameless than the avow
involved in these arglumcnts, and yet they
are used by nearl 1 the new gapem.,nb
the State, by public men of both parties,
and by citizens who deem' themselves res-
pectable.
The contest against the luttew is carried
on - chiefly - by “the Anti-lottery . League,
which has been foced to establish a news-
paper of its own in New Orleans in order
to reach the paolivla with 1ta appeals and
arguments, so thoroughly has the press
been subsidized by the corrupting eoncern.
There is hope of arraying the great mase
af respectable and thinking peuple against
the insidious evil that manaces th, %Rtate,
but there is a lar%e ignorant and venal
elernent in the ‘bo politic upon which
the lottery company mll work with all its.
Wer. e sentiment of the country at
a gervls undoubtedly streng against the
ot and all*ita~worke;“ bt it is to be
feared that it can not exert any great in-
finence upon the action' of ‘the {»eople of
Louisigne i this madter.
