to make a written quarterly report, setting
forth'the condition of all public roads and
bridges in his ward,; and all improvements
that he deems should be made, and the
names of all persons prosecuted for violat-
ing road ordinance, and the amount of fine
collected, which amount must accompany
the report.

POWERS OF ROAD SUPERVISORS.

Each road supervisor shall in their res-
pective wards have the power to appoint
or remove all road overseers .to assign all
road hands to the road. whereon they are
to work; to call out and work all road
hands; to sue and enfoSce all road ordi-
nances; to direct the manner of working
all roads and building all bridges; to ap-
point a- deputy or deputies to whom he
may delegate all or any part of his author-
ity and power; to aetas ex-officio chairman
of all committees on bridges or public
roads, etc. The supervisors. as above con-
stituted, shall be subject for neglect of
their duty, to a fine of ten dollars for each
offence, to be imposed by the Police Jury,
without appeal by the said supervisor to
the courts.

The Police Jury shall have the power to
remove any road supervisor for cause, by a
two-thirds vote, after granting said super-
visor a full hearing; and they shall have
the right in such cases to appoint a road
supervisor in place of the one removed, and
in this case the supervisor so appointed
shall not be bound to be a member of the
Police Jury.

Each road supervisor shall give a bond
signed by at least two good and solvent
securities in the sum of $300, to the satis-
faction of the Police Jury, for the faithful
performance of his duties.

He should also be sworn and commis-
sioned as a supervisor of roads in the same
manner as required by law for members of
the Police Jury.

All actions in the forfeiture of bonds of
road supervisors shall be brought oexclu-
sively before the Police Jury.

Be it further ordained that all laws or
parts of laws in conflict with this ordinance
be and the same are hereby repealed.

' Mr Lafleur moved to amend the above
brdinance by inserting $150 as the maxi-
mum compensation, instead of $300. Mo-
tion was lost. Voting in favor of Mr La-
fleur's amendment, Lafleur and Clopton;
against, Dupre, Bergeron, Courtney, Fon-
tenot, McGee, Buller and Guidry. The
amendment having been lost, Mr lIcGee's
resolution came to a vote as offered by him,
and was carried. Voting yes, Dupre, Ber-
geron, Courtney) Fontenot, McGee, Buller
and Guidry; voting no, Lafleur and Clop-
ton.
