-vises the taxing of vehicles at so much per
wheel. This would hardly be feasible, if
just. Some who have only one vehicle,
make more use of the public roads than
othere who have several; still the latter
•would have to pay more tax, not because
t-hey made more use of the roads, but be-
cause they had incurred the greater ex-
pense of owning more vehicles. A person
residing oIn Acadia, near the St. Landry
line, whse traveling is mostly done in the
latter parish, would pay no vehicle tax at
all, and probably mapke more use of the
roads than some who did, The constitu-
tion says: "Taxation shatli be equal and
uniform, and all property sihall b taxed
in proportion to its value."It is plain,
therefore, that a vehicle tax would be un-
constitutional, for two reasons: 1st, as ve-
hieies are assessed and taxed with other
property, the special tax on each vehicle
would not be uequal and uniform;" 2d,
such a tax would not be !ia proportion to
value."

To tbe student of history, these state-

snents wil be accepted as truisms; to those
'ho are not a students of history, I can
but recommend 11w study of the subject
"Slavery," in any 1goo cyciopedia, as the
the shortest metuod of ~o.ng themselves.
It must sUfflce for the iRustrMaion of the
poaition here taken, that from the or•%an-
iation of the drat society for the abohtioni

of the slave trade in London in 1787, the
year that our constitntai was framed, and
eleven years after The Deelar~tion of In-
dependence, that a regular gradation of
Parliamentary enactments, and Orders in
counell obtained in England, at I.ntervals
of fromi one to thirteen years, finall~' cul-
mninating in the abolition of slavery in all
the British dominions in 1833, just five
years before the orga~zlation of the first
abolition club in Boston that:to be follow-
iea ten years later by the ahbohion Ef slave-

ry by France; and that followed by the
emancipation of Russian serfs by Alexand-
er II in 1855 or '5G. In this connection it
must not be lost sight of thatmost of Latin
American Republics abolished slavery with
the achievement of their independence.

In my former paper, I referred inferen-
tially to the fact that the Republican party
did not have a majority of the people in
its ranks. but that the disorganization of
the opposing forces, contributed to ena
it to assume the helm of State. I did not
mean that, but for that disorganization of
opposing forces it would not have finally
succeeded. On the contrary, the Republih-
can party like the Democratic, had a posi-
tive mission in the world, add sooner or
later must have accomplished that mission
despite all possible opposition. Why? Be-
cause the work of Democratic teachinghad
been so perfect; the inalienable rights of
man had become so thoroughly ingrained
in the whole mass of our free white popu-
lation, that chCttle slavery had to go.

Just here, I hope I may be pardoned, for

becoming the greatest advocate of pluto-
cratic power, and the most monstrous en-
slaver of freemen that has ever cursed the
earth !

The Republican party then was the out-
growth of the trend of thought in a group
of nations, and that trend of thought was
directly in line with and necessary to hu-
man progress; and it had a positive mis-
sion. But when the ballot was placed in
the hands of the emancipated slave, its
positive mission was ended. Neither that
"Just God who presides over the destinies
of nations," nor the requirements of human
progress, had any further use for it; and I
though it has been suffered to prolong its
existence to scourge us-for our own good?
-yet its hour has struck, and there will be
no turning of the dial backward to add to
its years as an instrument for good.

I have said that the Democratic party was
the concretion of progressive thought and I
the necessity of the times, at its birth; and I
that it had a positive mission in the dis- I
semination and perpetuation of the person-
al liberty principles of The Declaration of
Independence, in the land of its birth, and I
among other peoples. I have shown how
well that work has been done. I have also
shown that the Republican party had the
same characteristics of birth, and being the
offspring of the Democracy, was in fact j
subrugated to a part of the legitimate du- I
ties of the mother party. Why was this? I

It was because the Democratic party had
refused to go any further; had refused to
carry its work to its legitimate and logical
end; and the destiny and development of I
the human race, towards a perfect political
and social condition necessitated the em- t
ployment of another agent to carry forward e
the work, by removing this obstacle to its c
further progress, chattle slavery.

But while, with the ballot in the hands c

At length the father ask-
ed him if he had selected a profession or
calling. The student replied that our so-
cial managements were sadly out of har-
mony with the natural order of the univere
and that he had decided to devote his life:
to the righting of the wrongs that were
every where apparent. The father beck-
oned him to the library, and pointing to a
painting of Jesus Christ nailed to the
cross, explained: "Behold the fate of a re-
former! Such has been the fate of all
those who at any time stepped forth from
the ranks of men' and, beckoned the race
to a higher morality and mentality-who
have pointed them to a higher and nobler
ideal.'

Yes, but that fact has never deterred one
genuine reformer from facing his. destiny.
For when an idea gains a lodgement in a
man's brains, it gives him no rest. It
drives him,onward to do and to dare. IHis
own will loses its power: he is dominated
by the one controlling thought, What is
accounted pain by others, is joy to him,
and no joy can equal the conciousness of
kindling a flame on earth which shall go
on increasing in brightness through the
slowly uncoiling aeons of endless duration.
For life cannotbe measured by the numb-
er of days one is permitted to inhabit his
house of clay" In one supreme moment
he realises the perfection of the soul that
is in him, and that moment is an eternity.

It makas the soul'sick to hear the petty,
pointless disputes about the relative im-
portance of the different callings. The
farmer asseverates with much earnestness
that his calling is the very foundation of
civilization. And so it is. But the found-
ation is not the house. The foundations
are useless without the walls and roof.
The merchant says the farmer couldn't
produce if he didn't advance the supplies.
The banker says the merchant could not
advance if he was not sustaiied the
bank. Neither of these ever inquires
whence comes all the wealth there is if not
from human toil.

The doctor charges for a few calls all a
family can make in a year. When remon-
strated with, he tells of the years of study
and great sums of mouey expended in ac-
quiring the necessary knowledge and skill.
But what were other people doing in the
meantime? Deep down in the bowels of
the earth, where no ray of sunshine ever
penetrates, some were bringing forth coal
and iron. Some were being tossed about
by angry billows, often clinging to reeling
masts over frothy seas to rig or reef a sail.
Some toiled all the day long in front of
glowing furnaces. Others were imprisoned
in dusty factories, while the farmer trudged
wearily behind his plow or through the
snow and slush.

Who can tell which is of the most impor-
tance to the hnman organism, the heart,
the lungs or the liver? All we know is
that each is necessary, and that the organ-
ism will break down if any extra strain is
put upon any one of the organs for a con-
siderable space of time. And so will soci-
ety dissolve like a mist if all restrictions
to the free interchange of the products of
labor are not speedily removed after symp-
toms of disease have become manifest.

Many thousands are out of employment
to-day. Thousands have starved. While
we who hold the plow handle; toil through
the long hours and feel that our toil is
perennially hopeless. For toil as we will,
scrimp as we will, our debts grow ever
larger. Our little ones are growing up in
rags, and, worse that, ignorance. And vet
we read of balls among the great folks that
cost $50,000 and more. The daily papers
parade these stories before us. These same
papers contain long homilies teaching
farmers how to save and to live like under
fed dogs. Ward Macallister prints a table
of what it costs a gentleman to live. The
grand total is $1&3,000 per annum. The sole
business of Ward and his 400, is,as the late
G. L. Macrady expressed it, to follow each
other about tqwn like 400 uncommonly
stupid sheep. Whein civilisationi throws
up a carbuncle like Ward, it cannot long
survive.

The hand writing on the wall is getting
legible indeed when your brdinary mer-
chant can read It. One remarked the other
day that cotton put upon the market woul
barely bring 5 cents; yetcotton goods Were
selling for as much as when cotton-brought
10 cents. Dry hides cannot be sold for 2
cents, yet leather 'and shoes are higher
than when hides brought 13 cents; and so
on. And yet you cannot get a merchant
to read a page on social economy. Thrust
i~ nder his nose,beg him and implore h1im
to pause anti think, gnl ble has no time.
