THE FARMER AND THE TARIFF.

Under "Protection" the Lion's Share
Goes to the Manufacturer; Under

the Tariff of 1846 It Went to the
Farmer.

Taken as a whole the United States
hlas grown in wealth at an unexpected
rate. So far, so good. That is just as
we should expect. And under low tar-
iff it was the agricultural interests that
not merely profited most by the in-
crease in wealth, but prospered at a
rate that distanced all others. Under
high tariffs our crops have been as good,
our growth in wealth not so great pro-
portionately, to be sure, but still enor-
mous in the aggregate and rapid in
rate; but this time it is not the farmer
that gets the lion's share. His industry
is more productive than ever, but not
to him. He is taxed to subsidize the
manufacturers. And thus is inaugurat-
ed a new sort of partnership-the farm-
er produces the most of the wealth and
the manufacturer gets most of it. The.
farmer need not be shocked at this.
He ought not to be surprised. That is
just what the tariff is for. There is
no malice about it. That manufact-
urers simply want all they can get.
They don't care where it comes from.

The nearest estimate that can be
made of the value of the agricultural
wealth of this country is based upon
the valuation of farms, farm animals,
farm implements and machinery. The
ownership of the land, its improve-
ments, the ownership of all the stock
upon the farm, the ownership of all the
tools and machinery necessary to run
it, constitute the farmer's capital. In
1850 the farmers of this country owned
$3,967,343,580 of property. In 1860--
mark this--they had increased their
aggregate wealth from the sum named
to nearly eight billions, or, to be more
exact, $7,980,493,072, a little more than
doubling the original capital in ten
years and showing by calculation a net
increase of about 101 per cent. In
1870 they had increased from $7,980,-
493,072 to $11,124,958,747; not quite
40 per cent. In 1880 they increased
from $11,124,958 747 to $12,104,201,-
538, or only about 9 per cent. Between
1850 and 1860 we had the lowest tariff
and the lowest rate of tax collections
that we have had in this country for
the past seventy years. Between 1870
and 1880 we have had the highest we
ever had. Between 1850 and 1860 the
farmers of the country more than
doubled their wealth, and between 1870
and 1880 they accumulated but 9 per
cent increase.

In 1880, after more than ten years
of profound peace and unexampled
prosperity, ten years of the largest ac-
cumulations of wealth that New Eng-
land has ever seen, the wealth of her
agriculturists fell off from $707,000,000
to $671,000,000, a loss of over $36,000,-
000; while the same figures demon-
strate the fact that the largest relative
or per centage gain in agricultural
wealth was during the low tariff period
between 1850 and 1860.

GIVE US ALL BOUNTIES.

We Give the Monopolists Their Full
Share of Them.

The injustice of the sugar bounty
provision of the McKinley law, in its
outrageous discrimination against all
other classes of workers in the sole in-
terest of the sugar prodticers and their
customers, the sugar trust, is well il-
lustrated by Congressman Scott in his
speech in the house of representatives :

"In one fieid a man raises corn.
Across the lane another has a sugar
plantation. Though the sugar grower
may be rich and the corn raiser poor,
the latter is taxed to pay money as a
bounty to the former. Corn may rot
in the field or be burned as fuel because
the foreign market is short and the
home market glutted. The price for
sugar may secure a handsome profit,
yet the McKinley law gives the sugar
producer 1 3-4 and 2 cents out of the
treasury as a bounty.

"Why not give 5 cents a bushel as a
bounty on corn or 25 cents a bushel on
wheat? By doing this these great in-
dustries would not languish as they
have in the past. There is as much
right to do this as to give 2 cents a
pound as a donation to the sugar pro-
ducer.

"It would be proper also to give each
wage-earner 25 cents per day for every
day he is employed. It would help to
neutralize the burdens on him in the
increased price he must pay for food
and clothes by the iniquitous tariff
taxes. There is no right nor justice in
the whole thing, and the law giving a
bounty on sugar should be repealed."

Meanwhile the sugar trust is reaping
a profit of $2.031-8 on every barrel of
sugar they sell. Their net yearly profits,
estimated in a minimum yearly pro-
duction of 12,000,000 barrels, are $25,-
503,000. This is 73.08 per cent on the
actual valuation of their property.

Superintendents and Public Roads.
VWAs•i•Ni0ox, LA., Aug. 18, 1892.

Mr. Editor-"Our Poliee Jury met last
week and resolved itself into a 'Committee
of the Whole' on the 'State of the Union,'
and particularly the Public Roads."
After mature deliberation, of course, they

I decided that the "best" and only available
"plan" was tb pay themselves three hun-
dred dollars each per ward per year, as
"Superintendents." This makes the very
neat Jlittle sum of $2400 per year: $90•00 in-
to their pockets, during their 4 years term,
to "superintend" road overseers-who get
no pay for their services-and force them
to make the road hands-who get no pay
for their work-do their "duty.'
Verily, have our Parish Solons already

reached the acme of American statesman-
ship of to-day; "let us look out for our
own pockets!"

Let us see what this sum of $9600 would
do. It would buy
0) Mules, at $160 each ................ $1800
R3 oad machines, $160 each,.......... 480

t; Steel plows, $15 each, ................ 90
H; Scrapers, $5 each,.............. 30
i30 Sets harness, $5 each............... . 1.50
3 Wagons, $50 each,................. 150

$5700
Three complete road working outfits, and

leave $3000 for operating expenses, which
"operating expenses," bear in mind, would
only be feed for teams and blacksmith work
on plows and machines: since the above
mentioned expenditure of $9600 does not
contemplate the "release" of any one from
road duty, but "rattler" a closer attendance
thereto.

Certainly, no sane man, unblinded either
by prejudice or the desire to be on some
p41l, but will admit that these three
ro~a tF orking outfits would in the four
years accomplish more than the eight
"paid" superintendents of "unpaid" labor.

This thing of "Superintendents" is but
working in a circle, anywvay: twenty vears
ago we had a road superintendent, and the
oftice was abolished-for what reason? not
that the roads were "perfect," but because
the otiice was like the Indian's gun, "it cost
more than it come to." A very few years
ago, it was again tried, and again abolished.
And here we are to have another trial of
the same old twice-abolished system, only
eight fold: a waste of valuable time and
valuable money, both .-

Lafayette pays for road work; St. Mary
pays for road work; and now comes Aca-
dia, a parish yet in Knickerbockers, the
child of St. Landry, and proposes to levy a
special tax of 2/ mills for road improve-
ment.

They have recognized that for "nothing"
you get "nothing;" and here we are at-
tempting to get "something" for "nothing,"
and are going to pay like the deuce for the
"experiment," besides. Certainly, the peo-
ple of this parish are long-suffering, and as
patient as Balaam's steed!

Anything more unjust than our present
road system is hart'l imaginable; and it
is certainly impossible to point out a more
perfect failure thafinit has demonstrated it-
self to be.

The non-owners of property, and the
very little fellows, compose by far the bulk
of the road hands: what does the holder of
thousands and thousands of acres contrib-
ute to keep up the public roads? not a day's
work and not a cent of money! and the
non-resident owners? precisely the seiamne
amount! and the gentlemen "over fifty,"
whose old bones should be transported ov-
er smooth highways to avoid shaking? a
like sum! and the doctor, who wears his
soul-case out for the insignificant "trifle"
of fifty cents a mile? not a cent! and the
liveryman, who has hundreds of dollars
worth of teams and vehicles on the road
every day? not subject to road duty!

Where is the justice of such a law?
All workers'of land pay rent therefor;

then they are to work pu blic roads-that is,
increase the value of the property they are
renting-free ;and what is the logical result?
increased rent, of course, as property easi-
ly reached by good roads is much more
valuable than thatsituatedin "inaccessible
wilds, as are many sections of our parish
to-day.

Is there any justice in such a system?
The people themselves are -heartily tired
of it, and are ready to adoptianore modern
methods; all they want is thlt a chance be
given them to do so. To prove this it is
only necessary to give them an opportu-
nity to vote on the question. They will levy,
and -willingly, any kind of an equal bear-
ing tax. Of course they do not propose
that the tax be so imposed as to bear en-
tirely on them, as does the road work now;
but adjust it amongst all non-resident
property owners and users of public roads.

A vehicle tax of fifty cents per wheel
would be acceptable and collectable. This,
with a three mill road tax on the property
of non-residents, would give from fifteen
to twenty thousand dollars per year; and
this amount, properly expended for three
years. would give us practically turn-pikes,
and the money would still remain in the
parish, and principally in the hands of the
laborers besides.

A vehicle tax would be nearly equal bear-
ing, since the man without wheels has un-
questionably less use for roads than one
who has half-a-dozen vehicles going all
the time.

The tax paid to-day to "keep" "bad"
roads in "bad" order, amounts to many
times the above mentioned sum, but since
it is an "indirect" tax, it is not so looked
upon.

If on the present roads, a wagon and
team can haul 500 feet of lqmber at $2.50
per thousand, and on good roads, the same
wagon and team can haul a thousand feet,
then the owner is actually paying a tax of
$1.25 per "load" to our bad roads.

All who have studied the question, agree
that the life of a vehicle on good roads is
twice whatit is on bad ones: if a buggy
worth $100 lasts five years now, and on good
roads lasts ten years, then the owner is pay-
ing a yearly tax of $10 on that buggy, and
to northern manufacturers, too, mind you.

The same calculation is applicable to
wagons, harness and teams.

The indirect tax that the parish of St
Landry is paying to "keep" her present bad
roads, is one of the most potent factors in
causing the present "'hard times" cry, heard
so much on all sides, materially aided and
abetted by that other relic of the dark ages,
"field fences." of which hereafter.

And absolutely nothing is being done;
for the appointing of superintendents is
$2400 a8Ear less than nothiug, as is proved
by the following: Section 25 of the Road
(irdinance, adopted 15th April, 1l80, reads
as follows: Bie it ordained, etc., That mem-
bers of the Police Jury are hereby consti-
tuted Inspectors of the public roads in their
respective wards, and shall, should they
deem it proper to do so, direct the over-
seers of public roads in their respective
wards as to the manner of working said
roads, and shall have supervisory direction
over the construction of all bridges in their
respective wards.

(Here is the "nothing;" their pay now is
the $2400 "less" than nothing.)
Well, well, well; here we have it! the

Jury adopts an ordinance defining their
own duties, and then fails to comply with
it, as there was no pay attached! !"Vhat do
they do now? Attach pay. Let them fol-
low out the same line of reasoning, and
pay the overseers, and pay the road hands
and the problem is at once solved.

They publicly admit that they have less
patriotism than the "common clay," and
must be paid for doing what they expect
the "common clay" to do for nothing.

If money can be found to pay Superin-
tendents, money can be found to pay la-
borers. Jxo. H. Huses.L
