HAND OF THE MURDERER

THE ASSASSIN IS BETRAYED BY
HIS THUMB.

The Singnlar Fingers of Armnande Phil-

ippe--Its Clhracteristics Self-('on-

demnnatory---'flh Handr
of Deeming.

I~as the :nurtierer a d stinetv'e
hand? askl< the Ft. James Gazette.
M. Desbarollcs, :; French savant, who
made the haind Ih;i study, nas emth!at-
ic on that point. The murderer, he
wca, convincted, is known by the

thumb, and to tits thumb he gives
the name of Ihe poeie en bills.
ltebar,,!ies r-cma!k- that the laces of
murderer. may not necessarily be re-

pulsiv". but that, the hands are a!-
ways hideous --- self-condemnatory.

EIvid.nc e on the latter eharacteristiic
is but scanty. and rests upon the in-
vestigations of the French chiroma.nc-
ists, but as to hle former, it is a fact
that some of the most brutal murders
on record have been perpetrated by
men who e countenances habitually
wore a mild expression.
Williams, the murderer of the

Marrs, it is said, had a singularly
soft voie. A girl wio knew him.
giving evidence at his trial, was asked
by the riso!>ner whether she would be
afraid if hoe awoke from her sleep
and found him standing by her- bed-
cide. ' ot if I heard r"one v-oi'- and
knew it was uyeu. Mr. VWiliam. '" was
her reply. Mr. Scott chaplain of the
pr ison in which Deeming was cxe-
'ented. says the murderer was a pleas-
ant man to speak to until crossed, aad
the man2' intluence over women cer-
tainly supports this statement.

NLome of the medical authorities who
examincd Deeming's hands declare
his broad thumb indicated the born
murderer. But the drawing which
has been published is not that of the
peouce n bille. The true ponce en
billo, or bald-headed Athumb. as it
might ba termed in English. gives to
the first phalange a round bulbous
appearance. It is short and the nail
is 0o at,b'revriated as to suggest that it
has been gnawed. It is embedded in
the fcsh, which rises on either side
and exte~eds beyond it. In the dran-
in', of Dreming's thunlb the bulbous
saelling is carried below the phalange
and the Mail is level with the tip. but
iitae difttorences may be due to the
in..ecurarno observation of the artist.

Ites'bat otls examined the hand of
Tinuy ni wu:erers. and iin all he found
tb, pucc en bille. I'e also discov-
cered other signs. The fingers of
Arlpande t

PhilippIe, who committed an
atrocious imurdler. were bent toward
the left side, and the lines of tlhe
palms were of a deep red. a-s though
they had been diplpedt in blood. The
fingers, cspecialiy the second and
third. were spatulous at the tips, and
the nails, short and ugly, were buried
in the flesh. loemaire, who murdered
his father and three other persons.
had crooked, spatuious fingers, and
the pouce en bile, but on one hand
only. I)urnolnard. a wholesale mur-
derer of the first rank, had a hand
remnarkable for its thickness and
length of palm in proportion to the
fingrers.

The line of the heal--the
center line exte-ndig across the pan i
-- was violent:y cut by the line of life,
t:rining up)ward from the wrist.
"'iiroman(cy interprets this to foretell

i violent dOat'h. DJeabarolies noticed
it for the first time on the hand of
Iemaire, and eightl days afterward
saw it on the hand of I)umollard. The
fingers of the latter were uneven and
knotty at thl nail phalanges. 'J'he
hand of D)mollard indicates inflexi-
hle will, avarice and absence of moral
feelings.

Troppinann. another wholesale mur-
daner, had nothing particular about.
t1' shale of his hands. Indeed, they
were almost elegant; hut then. as M.
)Desbarolles remarks, he was not born

precisely for crime. Ntili. the palmv as deficient in markings beyond the
three principal lines, and he had the
fatal sign of the scaffold. Tropp-
mann's hand was also distinguished
by an abnormai development of
tlh- Maont of M:rs --- in other
words, a thickening of the outside
e(lge of the hand.

Dacenai e. another notorious male-
factor, had large, spatuloun fingers, a
palm with the line head cut in two.
short nails and the thumb abhsoloccly
en bilec. Serreau and Brouillard,
who murdered4 a woman in the Rue
Clichy. had hands of a similar ipat-
torn. Muller, the murderer of Ir:
Briggs .assessed the pouce en ,ilie,
tho fingers very crooked and the ab-
sence of lines in the palm. lie also
ha-d the ominous scaffold mark in the
seve:en.ne of the line of the head.
The hand of Multis., the Stepney
murderds, was soft and the lingers
crcokedL He had the pouce en bille,
'ut rather longer than usual.
To sum up. the signs of the murderer's

Mand are: Firstly, the pouce en bille.
Secondly, and only less important, the
CIhickness of the Mount of Mars at the
e.ge of the hand. from which flows
the blood direct to the brain at the
siightest motion and causes the man
it 'see red." Thirdly, the scaffold
rlgn. Fourthly, the presence only in

the palm of the three principle lines
occasionally reduced to two. and al-
most always reduced to a bright scar-
let. Fifth. croaked fingers with spatu-
lots tips the nails small and uneven.

QUEER HABITS OF WILD GEESE.

They Sometimes 7-uitd -Nests in Trees--
Eggs Stand Rough Usagc.

Wild geoee. under' ertain conditions
iwhen caughtl become quite domestic.
In Mecker C(olo.. according to the
Denver 1i:'s, ther'e are three' owned
at the Meeker hotel which have been[
there nearly five years. They were'
,caught when ycang. and for awhile[
after being grown their wings were

kept clipped. Afterward no attention
was paid to them, and they were left
to lake care of themselve-, but they
have nev er attempted to leave, though
they ramble about thl' town unre
strained.
The supposition usually prevail"

that wild geese build their cnsts m
the long grass and bushes fringing
isolated streams and lakes, wherl
they usually congregate to rear their
}yung. Such, however, is not the
case, for their nests are often found
in the tops of trees. Quite a resort
for wild geese is found at the head
waters of the Yampa river, and a year
ago two boys living near Steamboat
Springs, found a nest in the top of a
,cottonwood tree.

The eoose was sitting on the nest,
and the two boys shot her off and then
!limbed up to ,inspect the .est. It.

contained quite a number of eggs,
and the next thing discussed was how
to get them to the ground. First they
tried dropping them. the bey on the
iround holding his hat, but after
breaking two that plan was aban-
doned, and then the boy up in the tree
thought of a novel plan that worked.j
to perfection. ' He took of his boots
and socks. and. placing the latter in-
side h:s boots for asoftlining, care-
fully placed the eggs within. then
fastened his boots to the waistband of
his trousers by loosening his suspend-i
ers upon either side and passing the
ends through the linger straps of the
boots and again buttoning them to
the waistband. Thus arranged he
successfully descended the tree.
The eggs, it seems, are next to in-

destructible, and will stand plenty of
rough usage. In the present case the
boys were on horseback, and rode
around all afternoon with the eggs
strapped in a coat on tihe saddle. They
were placed that night in a pan until
the morning following and then it oc-
curred to one of the boys to nl.ce
them under a hen, which wais done.
Seven of the eggs hatched, and the
goslings grew to be full grown geese.
They would go to the river every day
a, nd return to the accustomed roo-t
every night, regularly, and wdit
around for their breakfast befo'e go.
inn- to the river again in the morning.

' rtudents in natural history arc
much inte;ested in the recent discov-
cry in Neow Zealand of an extens vy
tleposit of the remains of the g garn-
tic extinct bird called the moas.
The discovery was made in plowing

through a slUght depression in a field.
states the Youonh's ('ompan on, where
a' hog. conta n ng several spring:_s,
had evidently once ex'stedi. Hlere
buried in a deposit of pest. at (Ceplths
of three or four feet. the skeletons of
'80; or i00 moas were found, packed
and intertwined together in a remark-

It waus evi'ient that these great
birds, wh'ch were much larger than
the modeun ostr ch. varying n he:ght
from ten to fourteen feet, had perished
there b: wholesale.

An enormous quantity of smooth
quartz pebbles, wh'ch they had ear-
r:1ed in thc'r crops. was found w>lh
the skeletons. There were also found
the remains of the extinct spec'es of
other large birds.

Yarious explanat:ons have been
suggested to account for the dcstrutc-
t on of such an army of powerful
bIids. One theory is that they were
overwhelmed by a great storm, and
than that the'r remains were heaped
together by the combined act oi of
wind and water. Whia renders the
ques 'on st It morel puzzling:s the fact
that coilections- of moas skeletons,
miniled with those of other r ant
birde, have been found in s milar st-
nations elsewhere in New Zealand.

Students of geology are aware that
evidence 's sometimes fotiad in the
rocks of the sudden destruct on of
great numbers of an mals that form-
erly existed on the earth, and the re-
semblance of such to this of the New
Zealand moas is nteresting.

COOLNESS OF AILORS.

Evea tn Moments of Collision They Take

It QOaetly.
One of the passengers of the Mare-

chal Canrobert tells how the vessel
was run down by the Hoche. His ac-
count does not show where the fault
is, for the passengers saw nothing un-
til the moment of the accident. Opin-
ions are much divided on the subject,
but the general feeling is that the cap-
tain of the Matechal Canrobert was
very imprudent in trying, with a ves-
sel making twelve knots, to pass in
front of ten men-of-war, eovering a
large space and making seventeen or
eighteen knots.

What seems to have excited the ad-
miration of all was the presence of
mind and activity shown by the aesp
tain and crew of each vessel in the ter-
rible situation which lasted nearly six-
teen minutes before the Marechal Caq-
robert sank.

The captain of the Hoche had grap-
pled the Marechal Canrobert, and his
sailors, rushing on board, seized the
passengers and hurried them on the
deck of the gunboat. Not till they felt
that the steamer was going down did
the sailors hurry back to the Hoche.
The captain of the Marechal Canrobert
was the last to leave his ship. But for
the coolness of the captains and crews
there must have been great loss of
life.

IN CENTRAL PARK.

A Linden Tree of Pecultar Form, the ]e•
sult of a Struggle for Life.

The determined and successful ef-
forts that have been made to save fine
trees in Central park, New York, at
points were they are especially needed
have resulted in the production of
many vegetable curiosities. One of
the most interesting of these is a
linden in the northern part of the
park. The tree stands on what ap-
pears to be an artificial mound, at the
junction of a footpath with that por-
tion of the drive directly below the
Block house. The perils of youth
had evidently threatened at various
times to destroy the tree, for the trunk
gives evidence of an early cleft. But
the tree was of sturdy constitution,
and three great limbs sprang from the
injured trunk, while a dozen or more
small ones clustered about the three
great branches. The result is a trunk
fourteen 9r fifteen inches in diameter
at the ground, only fifteen or twenty
Inches long, afid swelling at the forks
to fully two feet in diameter. Mean-
while the great roots clutch the mound
on which the tree stands as with the
grip of a great hand. Outwardly the
tree is a perfect cone of dense foliage,
and it seems a thorough type of
vegetable health.

WOMEN AS TELEO RAPHERS.

.They save Not Been SuccessTul In Hand-
ling Press Reports.

In the work of receiving and sending
messages women do equally as good
work as men. They may not be capa-
ble of such phenomenal bursts of speed
as the male telegraphei, but at the
same time extraordinary speed is not
so much an element of success or ne-
cessity as accuracy and the ability to
maintain a fair average rate. They
perform really creditable work, and a
great point in their favor is their re-
liability. As yet women have not been
sdccessful in the handling of press re-
ports. Day and night the Associated
Press and the Unitcd Press send many
thousands of words to the newspapers
in all parts of the country, and the
wires are almost exclusively in charge
of men. The immense amount of mat-
ter to be handled necessitates a very
high rate of speed, forty-eight words a
minute being maintained for hours at
a stretch. A woman's strength is
hardly equal to suchatask. Since the
introduction of typewriters into tele-
graph offices women have taken kindly
to the machines, and in their use have
become proficient, The typewriter
,'educes the labor very materially.
