Editor Cririon.—Firmly believing
that allservantsof the public Should he
able at any and all times to show to
thie people any actions concerning their
official dutics, and in answer to many
inguiries as to the removal by the
Governor of Mr. E. M. Boagni, as a
member of the paolice jury of St. Lan-
dry, I beg leave the give the following
facts: ;

After my appointment to the asses-
sorship - I appeared before the police
jury and made a statement that 1he
following communication will explain :

On motion of Dr Clopton, the following
eommunication roin the assessor was read
and ordered spread on the minuies:

To the President and members of the Io-
lice Jury of 8t. Landry: ;

Gentlemen.—When I made my first ap-
pearance before your Hon, body, I asked
vonu for a schedule of assessment for two
reasons: one was because you had te sit
on my work as a board of reviewers, and
the ofher because I recognized that each
Police Juror knew more of the value of

roperty in his ward than [ did, T know
ull well, and so stated, that your Hon.
bedy had no right to direct the Assessor
in'making his assessment, but I took the
above eourse in order to equalize assess-
ments by and with the aid of each member
of the Police Jury, Your on. body com-
mended my action to a man, and cansed
to be written a schedule, which T directed
my deputies to carry out, at the same time
telling them to use their judgments in
cases of gullies, washouts, and landsnot fit
for cultivation, pastnrage or wood. After
about half, of the assesement was taken,
and when petitions from the 7th and &th
wavds came in, vour Hon. President de-
elared thoge petitions out of order, and no
one appealed from his decision, and as he
stated that your Hon. body had no right
to instruet the assessor, and that althongh
vou had given me a schedule, it was unaf-
ficial. I then took it that your Iion. body
wished to impress on the public mind that
the assessor was wholly responsible forthe
increase in eome portions of the parieh,
and in order to_give the people a chance
to be heard, I instructed my deputiez to
cut in those wards to the schedule used
lasf year. The other wards did not pefi-
tion, therefore 1 concluded they must
either be satisfied or preferred to go before
you as a board of reviewers. %

Now I know it is the settled policy of
this administration to reduee taxation, 4nd
I therefore suggest to your Hon, body that
you first find out the needs of the parish
economically administered, and cut gpwn
your per centum one, two or three mills
on the dollar, put what you can stand, and
wou will find that the State government
will do the same. Ttespeetiully,

That Hon, Body gladly gave me the
schedule asked for, and the president
(E. M. Boagni) being the oldest mem-
ber, and having had muech more ex-
perience than his colleagues, had a
great deal more to do in fixing that
schedule than any one else, and in an
interview with me Mr. Boagni
urged an increased assessment in order
to pay the parish debt, and to have
the per centum reduced at as early a
date as possible. 'The president (Mr.
E. M. Boagni) also was one of the
principalzs in making up the budget

or the year 1893, which placed the
amouni to run the parish at forty
thousand dollars. Tor some cause the
police jury could not agree.and the
people’s money was continually being
wasted in efforts to manufaciure poli-
ties instead of legislating for the bene-
fit of the parish, as any sensible man
can readily understand by perusing the
proceedings of the police jury.

The Governor had seen fit to remove
two of the police jurors, and Mr. E, M.
Boagni did all he counld to place in
contempt the prerogative of the Gow-
ernor, by aiding the gentlemen re-
moved #n retaining their setas by in-
janction,

When the police jury meat as a board
of reviewers on the 24th of July, one
of the first motions pffered by Mr.
Boagni was that the askessment of %the
parish should be placed at two million
dollars, which would bring, at sixteen
mills on the dollar, thirtv-two thou-
sand dollars, and taking off 5% for col-
lection, would leave thirty thousand
four hundred dollars, eleven thousand
four hundred dollars of which would
have to go to the State, leaving tihe
magnificent sum of nineteen thousand
dollars, together with the money ecol-
lected for license, to pay a budget that
calls for forty thousand dollars !

When that motion was voted down,
he then submitted a schedule which
he stated would nearly cot the assess-
ment 659%, a copy of which can be
procured in his own handwriting, An
understanding was finally reached, and
the board proceeded to make a hori-
zontal cut, when 1 protested, stating
that the figures adopted would run
the parish in debt many thousand dol-
lars per annum. The cutting proceed-
ed, however, and T sfated to the jury
that T would retire to my desk and
write the Governor a full history of
the proceedings of the jury, and told
them that what they were doing was
in direct conflict with the law, which
they could ascertain by refering to the
3%h Annual, page 530, that they met
as a board of reviewers for the purpose
of equalizing, and had no power to eut
with a ruthless hand,

Now, it is obvious to any falr minded
man that if the parish does not leyvy
an assessment sufficient to pay her ob-
ligations, that some capitalist could

| buy up her paper, bring suit against

Lier,and eompel the police jury to levy
a special tax to pay the indebtedness
with the interest thereon from the
day judgment was obtained.

That action. coupled with the pro-
position to find some one to take the
position of elerk of police jury for the
sim of one hundred and fifty dollars,
and the treasurership for nothing, and
furnish a bond of forty-five thousand
dollars for it, produced in my mind a
fixed opinion that there was a bug of
conziderable size under the chip. Too
much pretended patriotism in this for
me,

I wrote to the Governor, in sub-
stance, what T have here written, as it
was my official duty to do,and I am
responsible to him, the people of this
parish, and te whom it may concern,
