THE ST. LANDRY CLARION COMPANY, LIM.
STATE OF LOUISIANA,

PARISH OF ST. LANDRY.
Be it known, that on this 9th day of Octo-

ber, 189S, and of the Independence of the
United States of America, the One Hundred
and Eighteenth, before me, a Notary Public
in and for said State and Parish, duly com-
missioned and sworn, personally came and
appeared the several persons whose names
are hereafter subscribed, who declared : that
availing themselves of the provisions of the
laws of this State relative to the formation
of corporations, they do by these presents j
covenant, agree, and bind themselves as
well as such other persons as may hereafter
become associated with them, to form and
constitute a corporation, and body politic
in law, for the objects and purposes, and
under the agreements and stipulations fol-
lowing, to-wit:

ARTICLE FIRST.
The name and style of this corporation

shall be THE ST. LAND1RY CLARION C:.,
LIMITED, and under that name shall have
full power and authority to have and enjoy
corporate existence and succession for the
term of ninety-nine years from and after
the date hereof, and during its corporate
existence It shall have power to contract,
to sue and to be sued; to make and use a
corporate seal, and the same to break or al-
ter at pleasure; to hold, receive, lease, let,
purchase, sell and convey, as well as to
mortgage and hypothecate property, realand personal and mixed; to borrow and
lend money, and to give and receive securi-
ties therefor; to name and appoint suchmanagers, agents, directors, overseers asthe Interest and convenience of the Coim-
pany may require; to make and establish
such by-laws, rules and regulations of the
'-lairs of said corporation as may be ne-caisary and proper, and the same to alteroramend at pleasure.

ARTICLE SECOND.
The domlcie of said Corporation shall be iin the Town of Opelousas, Parish of St. Lan- aI

dry, and all citations and legal processes
shall be served upon the President of said
Corporation, or in case of his absence, uponthe Secretary thereof.

ARTICLE THIRD. t
The objects and purposes for which this

Corporation is established are declared tohe: to print and publish in the Town of Opelousas, a Newspaper, and to carry on a
Newspaper and Job Printing business, andby the sale of such Newspapers, and thlepublication of such other matter, to dis- r
seminate news and Informnation: and forsuch purposes to purchase or establish a a
Newspaper.

ARTICLE FOURTI. e
The Capital Stock of this corporation is ghereby fixed at TEN RIIOUSANDI DOLLARS, t

divided into, and represented by, One o
Thousand Shares at Ten Dollars each. Saidstock shall be paid for as follows: Fifty
per cent of the stock subscribed shall be
paid In cash, and the balance in monthlyinstallments of ten (10) per cent of the stocksubscribed. This Corporation shall be
authorized to begin business as soon as tilesum of Five Hundred ($500.00) Dollars is
pald in on the stock subscribed.

ARTICLE FIFTH.
Transfers shall be valid only when on thebooks of this Company, subject to such con-ditions as the Board of Directors may pres-

cribe, and provided specially, that no
stockholder shall sell or transfer his stockuntil he shall have given to the President
of the Company the option of purchasing
for the Corporation at its par value; thestockholder desirous of disposing of hisstock shall give the President written no-tice of his intention to do so, and thereafterfor ten days from the serving of such noticethe President shall have then right to pur-
chase the said stock at its par value for theCompany. This provision of the Chartershall be printed across the face of all Cer-
tificates of Stock.

ARTICLE SIXTH.
Alll corporate powers of said Companyshall be vested in, and be exercised by a

Board of Directors composed of SevenStockholders of said Company residents of
the Parish of St. Landry, to be elected an-
nually on the second Monday of October allsuch elections shall be by ballot, and shall
be held at the office of the Company, underthe superintendence of three Commission-
ers to be appointed by the Board of Direct-ors. Ten days prior notice of such electionshall be given by publication in one of thenewspapers published in Opelousas, andthe Directors then elected shall serve andcontinue in office until their successors
shall have been elected. Each Stockholder
shall be entitled to cast either in person, orby proxy, one vote for each Share of Stock
held by him, and the majority of votes cast
at such election shall elect the Board ofDirectors for the ensuing year. If at any
time there shall be a failure to elect Direc-tors, as above provided, such failure shall
not dissolve the Corporation, but the thenexisting Board of Directors shall continue inoffice: and as soon as may be thereafter an-other election shall be held, whereof ten
days prior notice shall be given by publica-tion .in a newspaper published in Opelou-sas. Any vacancy occurring in the Boardof Directors from any cause whatever may
be filled by the remaining Directors. Five(5) Directors shall constitute a Quorum forthe transaction of business.

ARTICLE SEVENTH.
The following named persons shall con-

stitute the first Board of Directors, viz:
Robert Chachere, T. S. Fontenot, E. B. Du-buisson, J. J. Thompson, A. J. Bercier andThomas H. Lewis, and they shall hold office
until the first Monday of October, 1894, oruntil their successors are elected and in-stalled.

The Board of Directors shall at their firstmeeting, elect one of their members as
President, one as Vice-President, and they
shall appoint a Treasurer, and a Secretary,or one person to fill both of those offices,
such persons shall not necessarily be mem- t
bers of the Board of Directors, but they t
shall give a Bond in favor of the Company c
for a sufficient amount to secure the faith-
ful performance of their duties. The Di- srectors may appoint a General Manager, 11
who may or may not be a member of the
Board of Directors, and should the Boardso determine, they shall have power to Igive said General Manager full and absolute
control, without any interference what-
ever, of the policy and conduct of the

newspaper, the selection of Its employees,
I and the conduct of its business. The Di-
rectors shall have power to contract with1 said General Manager for a period of three
(3) years, or not to exceed that length of
time, and to fix his salary in money or in
stock as they may determine to be for the
best interest of the Company.

A RTICLE EIGHTH.
d Whenever this Corporation shall be dis-ic solved, either by limitation or otherwise,

. Its affairs shall be liquidated by three com-
d missioners to be appointed by the stockhol-s ders from among their numbers, at a gen-

t eral meeting to be called for such purpose,e after thirty days prior notice by publication
i in a newspaper published in Opelousas, and, with the assent of a majority in amount of

8 capital stock of said corporation; said com-
r missioners shall continue in office until the
d affairs of said corporation shall have been

c fully liquidated, and in case of the death
d or resignation of one or more of said com-
missloners, the survivor, or survivors, shall
continue to act.

ARTICLE NINTH.a This Act of Incorporation may be changed,
altered, or amended, or said Company may

edissolve with the assent of a majority inamount of the capital stock at a generale meeting of the stockholders, called for the
r purpose, after thirty days prior notice of

publisihed in Opelousas.
The capital stock of said corporation maybe increased, as occasion may require, by

complying with the requirements of an Act
of the Legislature O1 this State entitledS'An Act to provide for the manner in

,Iwhich corporations may increase their
Capital Stock, and to carry into effect Arti-cle 239 of tile Constitution of the State, ap-
proved June 2Yrd, 1992.'

ARTICLE TENTH.
No stockholder shall ever be held liable or

responsible for the contracts or faults of
said corporation in ally further sum than
the amount of the unpaid balance due the
Corporation on shares held by hilm, nor
shall any mere informality In organizationhave the effect of rendering this Charter
null, or exposing any stockholder to any
further liability beyond tile amounlts of theunpaid balance on the stock held by him.

ARTICLE ELEVENTH.
No stock shall be hereafter sold except on

the approval of the Board of Directors.
ARTICLE TWELFTH.

In case of neglect or failure of the Presi-
dent or Hoard of Dfrectors to call an elec-
tion for Directors as provided in this Char-
ter, any five stockholders shall have theright, by publication in one of the news-
papers published in Opelousas, to call such
an election by giving ten days' notice.
