The Gencral Business of the Country
Visibly Affected by the Provalling
Btrikes and the Movements of the Un-
empinyed—There Is, However, a Slight
Inpravement Noticeable Jwith Continued
Decrease In the Liabilitles of Falllng
Firms—The Week's Failures, Ete.

New Yomrg, April 28.—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade, jssued bs-
day, says:

When ficcoulits of great strikes and labor
disturbances ctowd all newspapers, it is idle
to lonk for much improvement in buginess,
The bituminous coal mincrs quit work last
Saturday in larger numbers than was expected,
and the coke workers at onee renewed, with
greater voanimity, the struggle recently uo-
4uccessfol. While these greal bodles of men,
besides the thousands who were on strike
in the bullding trades. in  sllk, woelen
and cotton mills, in Alabama iron works, and
on western railroads, are refusing to work,
there are tller thousands marching to Wash-
ington, who elaim that they seak work in vais,
and the government mast give reliel. Both
classes are engaged in waking business worse,
because It was bad already. That svery wook
of idleness for 50 many men must appraciably
lessen Lhe aggregate power to porchass prol
uets of labor s evident, Buat in stile of all im-
ment £Lill appears .

£1,200.000 gold goes out this week, at present
aecounts, and there are no indleations of fm-
portant forelzn operations during the week in
American securities, Considerable exchange
is being drawn on sccount of Americansabout
to vislt BEuropa, as usual at this season.

The decrease of Habflities of firms falling
still continues, and the aggregate reported for
the third week in April was only $2.702 482, ana
for the thres weeks of April 88 088 585 of which
§2,810,1%4 were of manufacturing, and $3.841.005
of trading concerns. The failures have been
equally divided as to sactions, the east having
ihe larger number, with labilities of 2,277,900,
Lhe sonth §2.572.000 and the west &2 138.000.

The failures this week have been 180 in the
United Stales, againgt 21€ last year, for the
first time in many months showing a decrease:
and in Canada 26, against 22 last year. Tho
izt includes none of great importance.

The Bituminons ;}mk Miners' Strike at
the End of Its First Wesk—Fresideat
McBride Issues a Bulletin—The Miners
Ehowing a Determined Front All Along
the Line and Confident of the Tltimate
Euccess of Their Canse.

. Corvmmts, 0., April #5.—President
MeBride, of the United Mine War}.:er‘s,-
bas issued the following bulletin of
the strike situation at the close of the
first week, addressed to the striking
iminers and intended for their informa-
tion:

“In our address to the mine workers
of the country, ealling for a suspen-
sion of labor, we instrueted you o pay
no attention to newspaper reports.

We feel that having given that advice |

it devolves upon us to issue Tiiletins
at short intervals to keep you posted
as to the conditions in different parts
of the country.

“When the convention named the
date of suspension, we informed the
delegates that it would be slmost im-
Fmsible ts have all in line by the 2ist;
it we were willing to strdin every
nerve to malke the shut-‘down complete
wherever the organization econtroled
the affairs of the miners. We have
been more successful than we ever an-
ticipated: : :

“Peiinsylvanid—The dnanimity oi
the minefs of this state astonished the
entire country. In Clearfield, Centre,
Tioga, Jefferson, Westmoreland, Fay-
ette, Washington, Allegheny, Euatler
and Mereer, there is scareely a miner
at work. indeed the whol® bituminous
district is idle to a mun; there is
not & murmur of discontent to
be found anywhere, and some have
been offered the price, but they re-
fused to aceept it, keeping in mind the
resolution of the convention that all
must setile, or none. Pennsylvania
ieads the fizht with 55,000 men in line,
and every man solid. The great strike
in the coke regions of that state, where
Gver 10,000 men are obt fight-
ing fut justice, makes the suspended
miners of Pennsylvania 65,000,

“Maryland—The minefs of Maty:
land have ndt joined in the movement.
Brother Wilson is in that field, and we
hope ere long to prevail upon them to
come inte line,

“West Virginia— About one-half the
miners of this state suspended, the
Kanawhu, New River and mines aronnd
Wheeling being practically idle.

“Alabama—The miners of Alabama
are out against a redoction. They
struck on the 14th. There is every in~
dication thai the strike will be a long
and bitter one.

“Indiana—The minors of the bitu-
minous distriet of Indiana are solid and
the possibnlities are that the block coal
ﬂen will have joined the movement by

“Dinois—Hraidwood, Coal City, La-
Salle, Spring Valley, Gardner, Oglesby,
Streator, Springfield and tle mines
around Peoria are all idle in the north
and center.

Budden Death of Ben Armsirong, the St
Louils Sporting Writer.

St. Lovis, April 28.—Ben Armstrong,
the well-known bascball writer on the
Sporting News, dropped dead of heart
disease at 8:0 o'clock this morning on
the ecorner of Sixth and Locust streets.
He was carried into an adjacent drug
store and medical aid summioned, but
it was too late, The sudden summons
came as the result of a slight shock
caused by a horseman riding elose to
where he was standing on the side-
wall after having just alighted from a
car.

Ben Armstrong wasa man about 45
rears of age, and was a well-known
character in St Lounis. He was born
in Canada, but came to this city many
years ago. For o long time Ben was
employed in the capacity of head wait-
er in the Lindell and afterwards in the
Laclede hotel. He was a most notori-
ous baseball ecrank and in these posi-
tions become personally aecquainted
with all the leading players in the
country.

A little over two years ago he joined
the staff of the Sporting News as a
baseball writer and also became the
correspondent for many sporting jour
nals all over the country.
