CEMETERY ORDINANCE.
Be it ordained by the Town Council

of the town of Opelousas:
1st. That whoever shall go on, or about,

the Opelousas Protestant Cemetery, and
interfere with its Sexton while engaged
as such, in supervising, or, performing
other duties of his office, or shall intrude
upon, or, use insulting, obscene, or
abusive language or epithets to any
member or members of his family, shall
be considered guilty of a misdemeanor,
and on conviction thereof before the
Mayor of the town, or before any Jus-
tice-of-the-Peace acting in his place, be
fined in a sum not less than five dollars,
or in default of paying said fine to be
condemned to five days' imprisonment
in the parish jail, or to work on the pub-
lic streets of Opelousas five days, as the
Mayor or Justice-of-the-Peace may de-
termine.

2. Be it ordained, that climbing
over the wire fence inclosing said cem-
etery is hereby denounced as a misde-
meanor, punishable by a like fine, im-
prisonment or labor as prescribed in
section one of this series.

3. It shall also constitute a misdemea-
nor for any one to mischievously pluck
flowers, etc, from around and about the
graves and tombs of the dead, unless it
be those who placed them there. Any
person so offending shall be condemned
to a fine of two dollars, or two days of
imprisonment, or labor on the streets of
Opelousas for two days.

4 Be it ordained, That whoever shall
be found guilty by the Mayor of open-
ing tombs, or in any manner disturbing
or disfiguring a tomb, shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon trial
and conviction thereof shall be fined
ten dollars, and in default of paying it,
shall be imprisoned ten days, or con-
demned to work ten days on the streets
of Opelousas.

5. Be it ordained, That driving over
the graves of the cemetery, or outside
the spaces designed and marked out for
the passage of vehicles of any kind with-
in the cemetery, shall be deemed a mis-
demeanor, and upon conviction thereof
shall pay a fine of five dollars.

WHY ARE MEN HAPPY.
A man worth fifty millions of dollars says

he was far happier when he had'nt a dollar
than he is now. Thus we find that the in-
dividual who does not know when he is well
off belongs to no particular class; and If
this man were to lose his fortune to the last
dollar he would doubtless be so much more
unhappy, that he would take his last and
only life. Perhaps the only perfectly happy
man is the one who is dead; and he is hap-
py, itf we knew anything about it, because
he is hushed to silence and cannot argue
the question with himself.

LONGFELLOW'S HOUSE, CAMBRIDGE.
One of the most interesting sights of this

classic town is the home of the poet, Long-
fellow. It is a spacious oldfashioned "Col-
onial" mansion, painted in yellow and
white, and situated on a grassy terrace.
On the right and left of this pathway lead-
ing to it are lilac bushes which fill they sum-
mer air with perfume, while a graceful el a
cast on the lawn beneath a tremulous
mosaic of light and shade. The room in the
right hand lower corner of this fine old
structure was the poet's study. From its
windows there is a pleasant view of the
Charles River (The silent river of his verses)
together with the undulating hills of Brook-
line and Brighton. This study contained
many interesting memorials of literary
men, which Longfellow highly prized.
Such were the inkstand of Coleridge, the
waste basket used by Tom Moore, and the
chair given to the poet by the children of
Cambridge, Longfellowbought this house in
1837 and here, "beneath the elm-trees nod-
ding crest" he wrote all his poems from 1837
to 1845, including his sacred "Psalm of Life"
which was composed in 18 Here too he
wrote "Hyperion" and her in his darken-
ed study, when suffering froi trouble with
his eyes, he traced out in pencil the lines of
"Evangeline" which next day would be
copied and read to him for his corrections.
This home of Lonfellow has an interesting
history. It was built in 1759 by Col. John
Vassal who abandoned it when lie left for
England on the eve of the Revolution. As it
was confiscated to the State, Washington
took it for his headquarters when he came
to Cambridge to assume command of the
American Army. Here almost all distin-
guished visitors of America have been en-
tertained. Within this house in 1861 the
poet's wife met with the terrible accidentwhich caused her death, and here twenty
years later Longfellow himself passed away
from earth esteemed and beloved by the
whole English speaking world.

THE MOUNTAIN ON THE HOLY CROSS.
Solemn and awful in Its isolation froth the

lower world there rises in the heart of the
Rocky Mountains a weird and most impres-
sive peak upon which manya•n eye has look-
ed With superstitious reverence. For there
in Crystal clearness, and visible for many
miles away, Nature has traced the form of a
gigantic cross. Two monstrous fissures inthe mountain side so intersect each other at
right angles as to produce this beautiful
henomenon. It is invariably radiant with
he dawn hours before the morning mist has

left the valleys, and long after the shades of
evening have fallen on the low hills, with-
out stretched arms that mighty cross seems
giving to the sleepy world its benediction,
The mountain of the Holy cross is not so
high as some of its companions yet it has an
altitude of 14,000 ft. and its extraordinary
appearance makes it unique among the
mountains of the world. Moreover its as-
cent is exceedingly difficult and dangerous.
But how sublime the prospect when ascent
is made! How few Americans as yet realize
what scenery- is here outspread for their
enjoyment! In Colorado alone there is a
magnificent mountain chain embracing an
area of hundreds of square miles, and
abounding in wonderful canons, valleys,
lakes and rivers, above which towers snow-
clad summits rivaling and even surpassing
the most famous monarchs of the Alps.

To Equalize Assessments.

Baton Bouge Advocate.
Assessor Swords, of St. Landry, has

drawn up a bill, the object of which is
to equalize the assessment of lands
throughout the State. The bill provides
that the lands in this State be classified
into twelve subdivisions as laid down in
Lockett's topographical survey; that
the State be divideS into five districts,
the assessors of the parishes composing
each district to constitute a board of
equalizers, whose duty it shall be to
meet at a given place on the first Mon-
day of February of each year, and to es-
tablish the valuation of land throughout
their respective districts. The bill fur-
ther provides that the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor, the Auditor, the Attorney Gener-
al and the Speaker of the House of
Representatives shall constitute a State
Board of Equalization, whose duty it
shall be to meet at the Capital on the
third Monday in February of each year
to revise the findings of the distrid
boards. The bill alsoprovides a penalty
for refusing to give in one's assessment
whep called upon by the assessor for that
purpose. We have not had time to give
the measure a thorough examination
and can not therefore pass as intelli-

gently upon its merits as we should like
do. The inequality of the assessments

in ILouiiana is a great and crying evil,
and as far as we have seen this measure
comes nearer furnishing a practical cor-
rection of the evil than any proposition
we have yet seen advanced. It seems to
us that if Mr. Swords' proposition should
go a little further so as to extend to the
district boards the right to establish
maximum and minimum values on
horses, mules, cattle, certain classes of
machinery and other movable property
such as can be fairly aiproximated, it
would be an advantage. The State
Board could then be empowered toact as
an equalising board to adjustdifferences
of value among the same classes of prop-
erty in the several districts.

There can be no doubt that the present
method of review by tLe police juries is
an inequitable provision, and while it
may establish equality of assessment
within the several parishes, there is no
provison made for establishing unifor-
mity of valuation all over the State. All
thelands in a given parish may be as-
sessed at a uniform valuation, but simi-
lar lands in the adjoining parish may he
assessed fifty per cent. lower or a hun-
dred per cent. higher and there is no
remedy under the law. The law should
be changed in this respect, and Mr.
Swords' proposition, while it may be de-
fective in some particulars, deserves the
thoughtful consideration af the General
Assembly as being the best proposition
yet made, so far as we have seen.
