DUN'S TRADE REVIEW.

h Effect of the Previailig Strikes Upon
Business Less Damanging Than Was Ex-
pected--Whest Again Breaks the Low-
Pri.m iecord-The Wool Sales--Receipts
hTd Exports of Cereals-The Outgo of
Gold, Etc.

NEW YORK, June 2.--R. G. Dnn &
Co.'s n ekly review of trade issued to-
tdBy says:

It is a sign of cheering it9lbrt that in finished
business, reprPset••d by clearings and railway
tonage ,tie has been less decrease since the
ftrk-• began than might have been expected.

But in business the orders for which start the
wheels, to result in tonnage and payment
weeks or months later, there seems to be an
actual decrease. Not only are new orders few
and small in most departments, but cancella-
tions of orders previously given are increas-
ingly numerous. This is in part the effect of
the uncertainties which the strikes producO,
but it extends also to numeroUs industries
which proposed changes of duty might affect
Meanwhile the exports of gold rapidly deplete
treasury reserves while idle money gathers
bere in unusual amount for thb season. al-
though crop prosr-'ct continue on the whole
most favo~mi r.

T.'ice have been strong hopes this week that
the great miners" strike would He tr~ifmnated
by compromise. But t,• hiurt to enlist gov-
ernors as arbittl;ors has proven fruitless, and
the conerrence at Springfield. Ill.. has ad-
id'rned without any good result. Executive

proclarnmttions in several states are issued to
check co:tinued interruptions of traffic and
acts of violence, and concerted efforts of opera-
tors will now ie made to start their mines
with Si ke hands.

'though a large number of works are idle. the
demand for products is not what might be ex-
pected. either in volume or hi urgencey. The
output of iron nd S1eel has been suddenly and
sharplyv i••tced, but the reduced supply seemsb-jout as suflicient for the demand as it was a
month ago, except in Bessemer. Sales of
small lots of Bessemer pig at places as distant
as West Troy and Duluth for transportation to
the Carnegie works near Pittsburgh disclose
how completely stocks are exhausted, and
sales for delivery in July and Atugust at $11
to $11.15-a price $1.ji higher than pre-
vailed i few Weeks ago-indicate the
belief that ihe termination of the strike
Wil1 liot soon bring back the old prices

B3ut for most products, notwithstanding the
interruption, the demand is unexpectedly nar-
row, and buyers feel that the present advance
is but temporary.

Shipments of boots and shoes for the week
and for the past four weeks are a little larger
than a year ago. and there are orders for some
staple products to warrant wot:k •"or some time
to come. but tan.y artortibs are discharging
cutters, or otherWise reducing hands, because
their orders do not justify hope of running
much longer.

Concessions in cotton goods have not im-
proved the market nor prevented accumula-
tions. In woolens the dress goods mills have
fair orders, but little new business now, and in
men's goods it is held that fully half the ma-
chinery is unemployed, while cancellations are
numerous, without effort to place new orders.
Sales of wool at the three chief markets have
been 3.584.000 pounds for the week. against
2,766000 last year, about 6,000,000 per week be-
ing required from these markets Sdr a full suip-
ply. New fine territory and Texas wool has
sold at 8 to 9 cents, and 30 to 32 cents cleaned
appears to be about the ruling price; but at
Boston demoralization makes prices nominal.

Again, the lowest price ever recorded has
been made for cash wheat, 563 cents at New
York, against 75 cents a year ago, while the
average in May. 1892, was 90 cents, and in April,
1891, $1.181. Western receipts are naturally
small, 1.358,864 bushels for the week, against
2,019,599 last year; but Atlantic exports were
only 807,800 bushels, against 2,241,010 last year.
Corn is stronger, with exports about half
as large as a year ago, and the un-
favorable outlook for ores results in higher
prices. Pork products are weak, with contin-
uing large receipts. Cotton has varied little,
though receipts from plantations have fallen
off, for stocks in sight are very large; a new 1
crop. for which prospects are decidly good, is
drawing near, and the demand for goods is un-
certain.

The ottgo of gold continues, and is now be-
lieved to be due in part to the preparation for 1
gold resumption in Austria.

The number of failures reported last week is
183 in the United States against 238 last year,
and in Canada 27, against 21 last year. Only i
two failures, both banking, are for $100,000 or
more.

AFTER THE FLOOD.

Latest Intelligence front the Iniindated
Town of Puebla, Col.

PUEBLO, Col., June 2.-The flood has
partly subsided, the water having fallen
fifteen feet. A few streets are passa-
ble for teams. The low ground is still
under water, and it will be over a week
before the water can be pumped out.
The Fountain river has fallen two feet
since 7 o'clock yesterday morning, but
as the approaches to the bridges are
washed away, it is impossible to reach
the east side. At 11:30 the coroner
went to a point three miles below town,
where two bodies are.

The list of missing reported so
far numbers thirty-two, seventeen
of whom have been accounted for.
There are three bodies in the morgue,
and the coroner has been notified of
four more.

The body of the Chinaman, Hop Kee,
has not yet been recovered from the
cellar of his laundry. Mary Johnson
and one child, colored, are reported
drowned in the hole back of the
castle, corner Front street and Santa
Fe avenue.

A man and boy were caught by the
flood by the board of trade building
and washed beyond the sidewalk. Two
men on horseback were passing at the
time, one threw a lasso and caught the
boy. He is deaf and dumb. His name
could not be learned. His companion
went down in fifteen feet of water.
Jose Ganos, an Italian, is reported lost.

Mrs. Williams, the first woman re-
ported missing, has not yet been found.
A man was seen clinging to the roof of
a house which was floating down the
Fountain river last night. The house
struck the bank, and the man was
thrown off. The body has not yet
been recovered. J. Vanderee and W.
Burch, already reported missing, have
not yet been found. Judge Burns re-
ports his son Henry missing since 7
o'clock Wednesday night.

It is believed that no bodies can be
recovered until the sinkholes have been
pumped out. and that the current of
the river carried several bodies far down
the stream.

Correspodents Likely to Be Indicted.
WASIIINOTON, June 2.-In regard to

the certification to him by the vice-
president of the two newspaper corre-
spondents-Shriver, of the New York
Mail and Express, and Edwards, of the
Philadelphia Press-for presentation
to the grand jury, District Attorney
Birney says:

"All that will be necessary will be to
lay the facts before the grand jury and
have them testified to by the clerk or a
member of the committee, and it will
then remain for the jury to decide
whether or not to return an indict-
ment."

"The statute under which the corre-
spondents will be presented provides a
penalty of a "fine not more than $1,000
nor less than $100, and imprisonment in
a common jail for not less than one
month nor more than twelve months."

IhIE HORRORS OF WAR.

A Thousand Deputy Sheriffs to be Enliste•f
to Put Down the Miners on Bull dill, and
a Desperate Conflict Between the Oppos-ing Foftes Promised-Two Appeals to the
Governor of Indirna for Troops.
DENVEr,. Col., June 1.-A thousand

deputy sheriffs wtill nbe llisted by Sat-
lrdCa ntight to put down the greatly
fortified army of miners on Bull Hill
Regardless of the fact that Gov. Waite,
as mediator, is unable to get out of the
eight-mile canyon by reason of the
washouts, preparations are steadily
going on for what promises to be a des-
perate conflict between the sheriffs
forces and the striking miners.

The Raven (old 'Mining Co. took
their case up to the United States court
of appeals yesterday and telegrarm•
have been sent lhi Juitde Ib ewe_- in Si:
):Jouis io issue a temporary writ of in-
junction pending the arguments in the
case. A deputy marshal has been sent
to Cripple ('reek to serve upon Presi-
cdent Calderwood, of the minerst union.
a citation to appear before the court of
appeals.

The opinion prevails here that the
miners have now gone so far that noth-
ing will cause them to lay down their
arms but the presence of the federal
troops or the surrender of the mine
owners to all the conditions asked and
immunity from punishmenlt for all par-
ticipants in the outrages perpetrated
there during this trouble.

Reports are coming in that silver
miners are flocking into the camp from
all over the state to aid the striking
miners in their fight. Deputies are
waiting in Colorado Springs, Pueblo
and Canyon City for orders, while the
camp at Divide maintains a warlike at-
titude. Ammunition and a Gatling
gun from Chicago are in transit to as-
sist the sheriff's forces.

An Appeal to the Governor for Military
Support.

WASiINsT'ON, Ind., June A:-A mob
of 1;000 striking miners from the mining
damps of Davies county. has gathered
lit Cannelburg, nine miles east of this
city, on the Baltimore & Ohio South-
western road, determined to prevent
the transportation of coal through this
state from the Kentucky fields to the
markets north of here or from local
mines to points outside of the state.

Early yesterday morning a freight
train reached Cannelbuitg hearing
twenty-six loaded coal cars. A crowd
bf 300 miners who had been awaiting
the arrival of the train obstructed the
track aiid compelled the trainmen to
sidetrack the coal. A few hours later
freight train No. 51 arrived with six
loaded coal cars, and those, too, were
placed on the siding by command of
the strikers.

The railroad agent telegraphed to
Supt. McMahon, who, with Sheriff
Leming and twenty deputies, pro-
ceeded to Cannelburg on a special train
from here. The miners laughed at this
small body of men and denied the au-
thority of the sheriff to order the re-
lease of any of the cars except two,
which were consigned to the company's
shops at this place. They offered to
let these go. Sheriff Leming returned
to Washington and secured an injunc-
tion from the court restraining the
miners from interfering with the prop-
erty of the railroad company. When
he got to Cannelburg with the order of
the coui-t the miners received him sulb
lenly and refused to allow him to read
it, advising hini to return to Washirig-
ton.

The sheriff reminded the leaders of
the governoi-'s proclamation, issued a
few days ago. arid told them that if
they persisted in their refusal to permit
the railroad company to run its trains
he would call on the militia to enforce
his authority. This had no effect upon
the strikei-s, and the sheriff with his
deputies withdrew.

During the afternoon news of the
morning's events was spread through-
out the mining districts of Davies
county, and the strikers began to
pour into C'annelburg from all di-
rections. Last evening it was esti-
mated that their force numbered 1,000
men. The miners are orderly and say
they will attempt no violence, but will
prevent the railroad company from
carrying any coal through here as long
is it is within their power to do so.

Sheriff Leming telegraphed Gov..Mat-
thews last evening, advising him of the
state of affairs at Cannelburg, and his
inability to restore order there, and
asking that the militia be called out to
support him.

PRESIDENT M'BRIDE

Says the Strikers Must Obey the Law or
Lose the Fight.

CoLtnMBs-s, 0., June 2.-Inunediately
upon his return here yesterday Presi-
dent John McBride, of the United Mine
Workers, issued a call for a meeting
here next Tuesday of the miners' na-
tional executive committee and the
district presidents. lie said the situa-
tion is unchanged, and the meeting
was called only to determine the' bes
policy now to be pursued.

The superintendent of the Norfolk &
Western railroad called upon President
McBride yesterday afternoon and stated
that he had reliable information to the
effect that the miners were about to
destroy property of that road in order
to stop the shipment of West Virginia
coal over it. President McBride as-
sured him that nothing of the kind
should be done if he could prevent it,
and he at once telegraphed the local
presicents at Coalton and Wellston,
0., advising them of the report and
urging them to prevent any such ac-
tion.

"Stop this kind of work," said he, "or
*e art' defeated."

Desperate Condition of the Poor and Un.
employed of Cleveland.

CLEVELAND. 0.. June 1.-An aged
German couple. Mr. and Mrs. A. Burg-
erman. were found yesterday in a
starving condition. Everything sala-
ble about the house had been disposed
of. and there was nothing to eat but a
small piece of bread and a few pota-
toes. The wife was very ill. The
Bethel authorities report the destitu-
tion and misery about the city worse
than in the midst of winter. Relief
committees have been disbanded and
the question of caring for the destitute
is a serious one.

Crushed to Death in a Poultry Car.
PARIs, Mo., June 2.-Two killed,

eight box cars mashed to splinters and
the destruction of a quantity of mer-
chandise is the record on the Missouri,
Kansas & Texas railroad at this place
to-day.

The cars left the rails and rolled orer
an embankment and trestle-work
across the roadway, a distance of about
to feet.

The men killed were T. J. Conaty and
Steve Craig. of Moberly. The former
leaves a wife and child.

The men were sleeping in a poultry
oar, taking advantage of a free ride.

THE SUGAR INQUIRY.

All the Members of the Finance CommI•6bt
Examined-All Enter Categorical Deaials
of the Statements Made in the Letters of
Correspondent Edwards-The Secretary
of the Treasury Also Denies.

WAs•tSIINcTo, Jilhe 1.-The commite
tee conducting the sugar trust ifiquii
yesterday completed the examinatiow
of all the members of the finance com-
mittee, those heard being Senator Mc-
Pherson, Harris and Mills. Each of
these gentlemen denied categorically
the statements made in the letter of
Mr. Edwards, to the effect that the sec-
retary of the treasury had appeared
before the committee and stated that
the Sugar trust had made large con-
tributiols to the campaign committee
and must be taken care of ini the ar-
rangemeit of the duty on sugar, •fid
also that he prepafed a schedule giving
high rates to this aiticle aid demanded
that it be adopted, Later in th• itftef:
hoon Mr. Carlisle himself appeared and
made a similar statement. Mr. Carlisid
told the committee that he had drawn
a proposed schedule for the committee
while he was at one of the meetings of
the democratic members, but that it
was not adopted. In doing this he said
he acted in an advisory capacity, and
gave the committee facts and data such
its they asked foir, and which, as the
secretary of the treasury, they W-ould
naturally expect to receive from him.

To-morrow the committee will have
before it Mr. Jothn Dewitt Wainer, a
member of the house of representatives
from New York. It has also issued a
summons for Mr. Gaston, the Pennsyl-
vania wire manufacturer, who is said
to have overheard the conversation al-
leged to have taken place in a room at
the Arlington hotel between Sugar
trust magnates and certain senators
regarding the duty that should be put
upon sugar.

Yesterday afternoon the vice-presi-
dent sent by special messenger to the
district attorney his certification of the
report of the committee in regard to
the refusal of the witnesses Shriver
and Edwards. It reads:

UNITED STATES SENATE,
WASHINGTON, D. C. May 31, 1894.

I, Adlai E. Stevenson, vice-president of the
United States, and president of the senate, in
pursuance of the statute in such case made and
provided, hereby certify to the United States
district attorney for the di rict of Columbia
that Elisha J. Edwards and *ohri 9: Shrivei'
each having been summoned as a witness by3
the authority of the senate to give testimony
upon the matters under inquiry, by and
under that certain resolution of the
senate, adopted May 17; A. D., 1894,
appointing a special omititte to
investigate certain matters stated in said red-
dlution, and having appeared before the com-
mittee appointed by said resolution, did sev
erally refuse to answer sundry questions per-
tinent to the question under inquiry, as mani-
festly appears by the report of said committee,
and by its proceedings, a copy of which ii
hereto attached.

In witness whereof, I have hereunto set my
hand and caused the seal of the senate to be
affixed, this 31st day of May, A. D. 1894.

THE ARMOR FRAUDS INQUIRY.

Prof. Alger, of the Burean of Ordnance,
on the Witness Stand.

WASaxIOTON, June 1.-The investi.
gation into the alleged armor frauds
was continued yesterday. Prof. Alger,
of the bureau of ordnance, testified as
to the part he hiid takefn ii the inves-
tigation ordered by Secretafy Heitbert,
He reviewed generally the work of the
board-practically the same matters
covered by the testimony of Cspt.
Sampson, also a member of the board.

Replying to a question by Mr. Dolli-
ver he said that it was imposeible to
say from a phy-sical test what a piatd
would do under a ballistic test. H.
was of the opinion that the tests tiad'
by the investigating board had abso-
lutely established the charges made.

The second charge made was that the
frauds extended over a longer period
of time and wered nore extensive than
at first supposed. He was satisfied
from the tests made by the board that
this was true. They probably existed
from the beginning of the manufacture
of plates by the Carnegie Co.

Prof. Alger expressed the opinion
that there were probably plates among
those accepted that would not pass the
ballistic test. He reached this conclu-
sioii from the careless manner in whichi
the plates were made, and from the re-
treatment of plates selected for bal-
listic test. lie could not specify any
defective plate. He was asked a iturit-
ber of questions as to what led the
president to reduce the penalties rec-
ommpended to be levied on the Car-
negies by the investigating board, but
was unable to answer these questions.

THE CRUISER COLUMBIA

T6 be Immediately Dry Docked and a
Court-Martial to be Ordered.

WASHIINGTON, June 1.-Officials at the
navy department were treated to a sen-
sation about the new cruiser Columbia,
when the Selfridge inspection board
handed in its report of her condi-
tion and performance on the re-
cent official trial trip. The ac-
tion of Acting Secretary McAdoo,
yesterday morning, in ordering the
vessel immediately into the dry dock
at League island shows that the au-
thorities are going to lose no time in-
vestigating the extent to which the
vessel's hull has been damaged. It is
understood that upon the result of the
examination ordered by Mr. McAdoo a
naval court-martial will be ordered to
fix the responsibility for no less an of-
fense than that of running the mag-
nificent racer aground and smashing a
dent in her side below the water line.

An Act of Vandalism.
SOFIA, June 1.-An enormous gath-

ering of students and others invaded
Sofia park, yesterday morning, and de-
stroyed the bust of ex-Premier Stam-
buloff, which occupied a prominent
place in the restaurant therein. This
work of vandalism was accompanied
by a tremendous uproar. The city is
greatly excited, and riotous demonstra-
tions are frequent. The police who
were placed at tyhe disposal of M. Stam-
buloff Wednesday evening made a de-
mand that the troops withdraw from
the vicinity of the palace. The troops
now occupy the whole city.

Crop Condition.

CrINcrNATI, June 1.-The Cincinnati
Price Current has the following: The
week has been usually cool, with the
frost point reported two or three
nights, delaying vegetation, though
apparently doing little damage to
crops. Winter wheat has suffered little
drawback, the central states maintain-
ing a promising condition. The snow
twelve days ago in central Kentuckyleft but little harm, save in very P

restricted areas. The corn crop issomewhat retarded, but the outlook is
favorable. The condition of oats is
deficient in romnsa.
