Railway union.  This was the decisior
reached by the national convention of
the order at the executive session yes
terday afternoon.

Represchtutives o
the strikeds madé an appeal for imme
diate aetion and after considerable de
bate a committee consisting of €. A

wait at onee upon the executive off
cials of the Pullman company and re-
quest an immediate adjustment of tHe
questions in dispiite.

The committee proceeded to the gen-
cral offices of the Pullman eompany on
Michigan avenue and was nshered into
the presence of Vice-President Wickes.
The chairman of the delegation ex-
pressed o desire to meet George M.
Pullinan, who had arrived in Chicage
early in the morning after an absence
in New York of several weeks,
but the reply was returned that the
vice-president was prepared to lsten te
the delegation. Chairman Timlin ther
stated that the Ameriean Railwag
nnion desired to make o formal, but re
spectful request for a settlement of the
existing tfotibles at Pullman, sithe:
oy arbitration of by ardy othel methoc
ihat might suggést itself bo the comi
pany, and which wonld be acceptable
to all parties coneerned.

Mr. Wickes responded tliat the cont
pany had already timé and again out:
lined its position, and added that it
would not receive or treat with any
committee claiming to represent the
American Railway union. Thereupor
Chairman Timlin in an emphatic man.

How the News of Its Passage hy the
House of Ropresentative was Received
in Chicago.

WisyipEe, Man., June 23.—Arch-
bishop Tache died at 6:30 a. m., sur-
rounded by several members of his
elergy who have been in constant at-
tendance at the bedside of the dying
prelate. Thursday he rallied somewhat,
and a gradual inercase in his strength
was noticed by the attending physi-
cians during the afternoon and evening.
Late Thursday night a United Press
reporter was informed that the chances
of his pgrace’s restoration to health
were at that honr more favorable than
at any time since his illness became
serions. However, a relapse oecurred
early in the morning, death resulting
at the time stated,
 The death of his grace will have an
important effect on the Catholic ehurch
in the Canadinn northwest, as but few
men have been soloved by his people.
He was the principal fignre in the
great edueational struggle for separnte
schools,

Archbishop Tache was born in Quebee
province July 23, 1823, and came to
Manitoba as a priest in 1845, He
reached St. Boniface after a tiresome
Journey of sixty-two days on October
12 following. Five years after he was
nominated coadjutor to Bishop Prov-
incher, with right of succession; on
HSeptember 22, 1871, Bishop Tache was
appointed archbishop and metropolitan
of the newly-created ecclesiastical
provice of St. Boniface. His life and
labors are so entwined with the history
and the progress of this country that
it is impossible to separate them. With
regard to the Red River trouble a great
deal has been said and written against
Archbishop Tache. SufHice to say that
those who would know the part taken
by Bishop™ Tache in the troubles give
him praise for doing his utmost to keep
peace among the people.

THOMAS M. BAYNE'S WILL.

Disposition of the Estate of the Buicide
Ex-Congressman.

WasniNToN, June 23.—The will of
the late Thomas M. Bayne has been
filed for probate. The dorument is
dated July 4, 1891. Tt bequeaths his
watch and chain to  his nephew,
Thomas Bayne Himmick; to his
pamesake, Thomas Bayne Marshall,
$1,000, and to Thomas Bayne Kaufman
and Thomas Bayne Roberis, $100 each.
All the residue of the estate is left to
the widow, Mrs. Ellen Bayne, and to
her heirs and assignees forever. Mrs
Bayne is named as execntrix.
