AN ORDINANU•O.
Providing better police regulations for the

town of Opelosas and repealing all
otherordinhnces in conflict therewith.

Be it ordained by the Board of Police of
the town of Opelousas:

1st. That it shall not belawful and is here-
by expressly prohibited for any person or
persons, in any street or public place, or at
any public assembly, or in any store, shop
orplace of public resort, or elsewhere in
the town of Opelousas, to fight, except for
the purpose of self-defense or use loud,
profane obscene, abusive, boisterous or vio-
lent language, or to behave in an immodest,
indecent, or obscene manner, or to make an
Immodest or indecentexposure of their per-
sons, or to act in a disorderly manner or to
interrupt or annoy any person or to disturb
the peace and quiet of the citizens of said
town and all such persons so offendng and
acting In violation of this ordinance shall
forfelt and pay a fine of not less than $2.50
nor more than $10.00 with all costs, and in
default of the payment of such fine and
tosts as may be imsoaed by the Board of
