The Thompson faction that has
been wearing the mask of Demo-
cracy for a long time past hasfinal-
ly thrown off all disguises and en-
tered into a dicker with the Popu-
lists for the district offices and a
portion of the parish offices. A
meeting took place at Washington
on last Monday, evidently by pre-
vious agreement, though no pub-
lished announcement of the fact
was made, and the agreement in
question was then effected.

After a session prolonged into
the night and much heated dis-
cussion developing a wide differ-
ence of opinion upon certain can-
didates, an agreement was finally
reached and the following partial
ticket agreed upon:

For District Attorney--R. Lee
Garland.

For Clerk District Court-Alfred

For Sheriff-H. H. Deshotels.
No other nominations were made

but it is said that the choice of one
senator from this parish and two
members of the house was given
the Populists, it being presumed
that the Populists of Acadia will
name the other senator. By the
terms of the agreement it is said
the Populists are to have a half in-
terest in the clerk's office, which it
is supposed will go to Joseph L.
Pontenot as a reward for his sup-
port of Pavy. The Populists are
to have the sheriff's office with all
its patronage, notwithstanding the
feeact as rumor has it that C. M.
Thompson had captured a major-
ity of the Populist committee in
his own support for the office of
sheriff, he got left in the deal as
finally effected. A minority of the
Populists committee bitterly op-
posed him and threatened to bolt
and burst up the conference if he
were recognized at all in the agree-
ment and the only possible solu-
tion of the matter was to side-
track him entirely, and thus was
performed the play of Hamlet with
the part of Hamlet left out.

Of course as part of the dicker
the candidates of the Poplists for
thes Legislative fa9s are to be
supported by the hompeon fac-
tion. It is said that Ralphael
Boudreau and our old friend Pat
Donahy have been slated for the
House and Maj. M. U. Wilson for
the Senate, an arrangement which
it is said does not suit the latter
by half as much as would the
sheriffalty for which the Major is
credited with having a longing de-
sire. Well, as an outlsider we will

renture to suggest that he has
)een badly treated by his Populist
'riends; H. H. Deshotels has only
)een a Populist a few months and
:hat he should be given such a
Aich sugar coated plum and almost
igainst his protest, too, in prefer-
ence to the Major, who for years
past has given his time, talents,
money, and eloquence without
stint to whoop up the Populist
cause in this parish, we must say
gives him just cause to complain
of his party. To be thus over-
slaughed by a raw recuit when the
the first chance is offered of leaping
substantial reward is certainly an-
other instance of the ingratitude of
political parties.

But let us inquire for a moment
in what sort of a position the De-
mocratic beneficiaries of this dicker

will place themselves. Messrs.
Sam Haas, J. H. Parker, Ozeme

Fontenot, Alfred Pavy and Diomel
Durio are members of the Demo-

cratic parish committee. Do they
intend to continue to hold to their
membership in that committee
after going in this deal with ene-
mies of their party? Will Mr.
Pavy, who has heretofore been a
good Democrat, go back upon his
party record and all his previous
professions of loyalty to it and in
return for~'opulist votes give his
support to Populist candidates for
the Senate and House? It is
claimed that H. E. Estorge, the
chairman of the Democratic com-
mittee, is to be retained in his pres-
ent position in the clerk's office in
case of Pavy's election. Is he too
in this dicker with the enemies of
the Democracy to break down the
party organization of which he
himself is the official head? Will
Judge Perrault go back upon his
Democratic record and upon the
Durio Lake white primary resolu-
tions in which he personally took
an active part and forfeit all claim
now and hereafter to Democratic
recognition and promotion? We
can hardly believe that he will
commit such an act of suicidal
folly when he coolly considers this
matter.

These are not our questions alone
but they are what are recurring to
the mind of the whole public, and
that public has the right to a plain
and explicit answer from the indi-
viduals who are asking for suffrages
for these important offices.

"THE CLARION AND THE POST'S

DEMOCRA C Y."

When we suggested to the Wash-
ington Post that it come out and
battle for the cause of Democracy
in that town, where a Populist
paper has recently been establish-
ed, and where the success of the
party might be in danger, we did
so in no spirit of malice. We
thought the Post was a Democraticjournal, and did not for a minute

dream that the mere mention of
the name would give it the deli-
rium tremens. But it seems we
touched it on a raw spot, as the
Post came at us last week in true
bull-and-red-flag style, throwing
at our head everything it had in
stock, InClunlrug the constitution
of the Unilted States, firing itself
up to such a pitch as to become
almost as "amoosing" as Artemus
Ward's "amoosing and moral"
Kangaroo.

For instance:
"But would simply say to the Clarion

that if her Democracy could not be
criticized any more than ours she would
be able to at least say she had a clean
record."

What the Post means by this
insinuation we do not know, and
would ask it to be more specific in
its charges. The present editor
has had editorial charge of the
Clarion only since July 1st, 1895,
but has been connected with it in
other capacities very near since its
birth, and it is news to uo that the
paper has ever done anything to
render ihes "past record" unclean.
Its course has always been consist-
eut and honorable, and its"record,"
as far as we know, is exceptionally
"clean." The Post made a charge
it cannot prove, and we challenge
it to prove it. Come out with the
"documents."

Proceedeth the Post:
"Not many summers back the Cla-

rion, or some of its editors, combined
with the Farmers' Alliance, whisk •*rs
then nothing else than the Populist. of
to-day."

This is so absolutely absurd that
we cannot help believing that the
writer knew it was false when he
penned it, and just put it there to
have something to say.

FEBR UAR Y PlVIMAR Y POST-
PONED.

The revolutionary and undemo-
cratic action of the Thompson-
Clark wing of the Democracy in
calling for a rump "convention" at
Crowley, and their subsequent ac-
tion, made it necessary for the reg-
ular District Committee to postpone
the primary election ordered for
February 1st for the selection of
Demoeratic nominees for senator-
1.1 and district officers, and to urge
the State Central Committee to
intervene and enforce discipline.

The following resolutions adop-.
ted by the Eleventh Judicial and
Twelfth Senatorial Democratic
Executive Committee at its meet-
ing at Rayne last Monday are self-
planatory:

Whereas, a body claiming to be a
Democratic convention and to represent
the Democracy of the eleventh judicial
and twelfth senatorial district, assem-
bled at Crowley on the 18th instant upon
the call of H. E. Estorge. of St. Landry,
and R. C. Webb, of Acadia parishes, thus
ignoring this committee and the call
madeby it for a white Democratic pri-
mary election to take place on the first
day of February, to nominate two Sena-
tors and the judicial officers of the dis-
triet; and,

Whereas, said unauthorized and ille-
gal body, though called together under
bhe pretext of making district nomina-

tions for the Democratic party, made no
nominations, but. assumed to direct the
Democrats-of the district to remit the
matter of making these nominations to
the whole people, regardless of party;
and in so far as said body has power to
do so, disorganizing and disbanding the
party in this district; and

Whereas, said revolutionary and un-
democratic proceedings will endanger
the election of two Senators and four
members of the House from this district
by the Democrats, and will furthermore
disrupt the party organization of the
district unless prevented by some effec-
tual remedy; therefore be it

Resolved, That this committee does
hereby caJ upon the State Central Com-
mittee to intervene and take such action
as it may deem effectual to arrest these
threatened dangers, and to determine
beyond the power of any to question the
rightful Democratic authority of this
district; and that in order to prevent
conSict with the possible action of
the State Central Committee, which
may itself order a white Democratic

yrimarelection in this district, it isrtrther hereby directed that the Demo-
eratic primary ordered to take place on
Feb. 1 be postponed until further notice.

Resolved further, That the chairman
of this body appoint a committee of six
to transmit this preamble sad resolu-
tion to the State committee at its mee-•
ing on the 27th of this mo and to se-
cure from that body such eecttal re
liet f as. it may deem advisable .in the
premise.

MENT.

We were unfortunate enough to
niss the star-engagement of Messrs.
Webb and Estorge at Crowley last
3aturday, and now our heart ache
vith regret. We feel like hanging
)ur harp on a willow tree and
keeping tears as big as a horse-
raddish. We fortunately had a
friend present, •nd he kindly
rurnished us with a synopsis of
what happened in the main show,
[eaving out the fun in the side-
shows:

An interesting trial was in pro-
gress, which attracted a large
crowd. The "delegates" who res-
ponded to the call commingled
with the audience. Courtadjourn-
ed late in the evening, and as soon
as the Judge vacated the rostrum
Dr. Webb sprang upon it and an-
nounced to the amazed spectators:
'This convention is called to order !"
As the Doctor did not state what
"convention," the crowd remained,
curious to know..

Somebody moved that Mr. Es-
torge be made chairman. Carried
without a struggle.

Another moxed to dispense with
a committee on credentials. Went
through like a 'prairie fire;-it
would have required the services
of the Law and-.Order League. to
find'a respectabl4 handful of dele-
gates.

Moved that a eommittee on~reso-
lutions be appointed. Carried too.
Resolutions adopted unanimously
amidst the vociferous applause of
three heels.

Speeches were made which would
make a Democrat's back teeth
rattle, the convention adjourned,
and everybody went home feeling
satisfied that they had got their
money's worth.

The Alexandria Town Talk says that
a St. Landry delegate stopped over night
in that town when returning from the
Shreveport convention and placed $85
in the pillow slip at the hotel where he
slept and forgot to take the money the
following morning when he left. As a
delegate has never been known to have
$85 of his own we would like to know
who entrusted to him that amount of
mioney.-Crowley Signal.

If the Signalsmeans to insinuate
that some St. Landry delegate sold
his vote at Shreveport, it uncon-
sciously throws a boomerang, be-
cause if there .were any delegates
from this parish opposed to Foster
they belonged to the Signal's fac-
tion, and the Signal's arrow if it
strikes anybody hits only one of its
own partisans. But in truth and
in fact the allusion of Town Talk
is to Dr. Guilbeau, a delegate from
St. Martin parish, and a gentle-
men of the highest character and
standing, who stopping over at
Alexandria on his way from the
convention left his money--$103-
under his pillow at the hotel and
afterwards recovered eighty-five
dollars of it. So much for this
roorback manufactured by the
Signal. It is a fair sample of its
fairness and its friendly regard for
the class here whom it styles "a
handful of people in St. Landry,
mostly politicians."

Had there bepn a full attendance of
committeemen at the Rtayne meeting
and the Barousse-Andrus contingent
found themselves in the hopeless minor-
ity they were at the mass-meeting, there
is every reason to believe they would
have again resorted to the expedient of
bolting. As it was they were saved this
discreditable precedure.--Crowley Sig-
nal.

Politicians professing tc
be Democrats but who for the sake
of Populist votes bargain to give
the Populist party the legislative
offices and thereby place it withia
the power of that party, in conjune,
tion with the Republican party, te
tie up and possibly count out e
Democratic administration, are al_
ready engaged in knifing Gov. Foe
ter in the only effectual way opei
to them at thdt present time.

The bridge in question
is quite a poor affair, the planks not
not being nailed to the sleepers. Every
time a heavy rain falls-like the one
last Monday night--many of the planks
float away, and the ones that remain are
loose. This condition makes it danger-
ous for travel, and the overseer should
have it repaired at once.-Clarion, Janu-
ary 11th.

Editor Clarion.-Please reprint
the enclosed clipping, and allow
me to state that this is a mild des-
cription, of the condition of every
bridge, of which I have any knowl-
edge, in this parish; and as to the
roads-they would be a disgrace to
the Hotintots. With but few ex-
ceptions there has been no work on
our public thoroughfares since the
removal of Mr. E. M. Boagni from
the police jury. I do not say this
for the purpose of complimenting
Mr. Boagni but because it is an un-
disputed fact. He did take an in-
terest in the roads and bridges of
every section over which he had
jurisdiction, and only the want of
money to be used for these pur-
poses, and earnest co-operation on
the part of his associates, prevent-
ed him putting all facilities for
travel in perfect order.

I, also, saw a complimentary no-
tice of the public spirit of Mr. W.
S. Obier, of Bellevue prairie, in re-
pairing the road near Duson's
place, on the Opelousas and Belle-
vue road. The compliment was
well deserved, but the citizens of
that neighborhood were compelled
to combine and do this work or
discontinue their visits to Opelou-
sas, either for the purposes of busi-
ness, going to church, or on other
objects of pleasure bent, and was
only another evidence of the dis-
graceful neglect of duty on the
part of those in authority, and the
unnecessary waste of the money of
the parish, for purposes other than
for the comfort, safety and conve-
nience of the taxpayers.
