REPUBLICAN PROSPECTS.

Itorally Degraded and Unworth of
Support.

There are still some republicans liv-
irg who remember the great days of
their party-the days when hosts of
public-spirited and sincere men left the
ranks of the whigs and of the demo-
crats to found a new organization de-
voted to high moral and political aims,
under the leadership of statesmen of
eminent character, commanding ability,
and the courage of sincere convictions.
The contrast between the spirit and con-
dition of the republican party in those
days and its present plight calls forth
nelancholy reflections. The time for
itt national convention is approaching.
The original anti-slavery mission of the
republican party has long been fulfilled,
and new problems of great importance
are pressing for solution. The repub-
lican party still pretends that it con-
tains in its ranks the best of popular
intelligence and virtue. It claims pub-
lic confidence and support on the
ground thatby thissuperior intelligence
and virtue it is best fitted to solve the
great problems before us. What these
problems are every candid observer
knows. The business community of the
country admits that the tariff is no
longer one of them. While some selfish
interests still clamor for higher protec-
tion, the business world at large is
known to be on the whole satisfied, for
the time being at least, with the tariff
.ts it stands, and wishes it substantially
to be let alone. This is so true that even
many of the old protectionists hesitate
to touch it. They are well aware that
what prevents the revival of prosperity
is not the low tariff, but the currency
disorder. The questions really and ur-
gently demanding the attention of the
country are those of the currency, and
of administrative reform by the aboli-
tion of the spoils system.

If the republican party were still
what it once was, its leading men would
recognize it as their obvious duty t,
come forward and boldly to express
their sincere convictions on these sub-
jects. They would seek by every legit-
imate means to summon to action and to
organize the supporters of these opin-
ioss within their party, to the end of
securing from the national convention
a clear and strong approval of them,
and the nomination of candidates
known to be in accord withthem. The
convention would thus become, as the
early republican conventions were, a
truly representative body of honest cit-
izens intent upon serving the public
interest by making certain policies
prevail through party effort. What

do we behold? A large number of the
leading men of the republican party,
among them some of the most power-
ful, are open advqgates of the spoils
system with all its demoralizing effects.
and even of those who occasionally
express their disapproval of it, and
have a good word for reform, but few
are courageous enough to advocate
reform with aggressive emphasis. In
fact, in most states the regular organi-
zation of the republican party is rest-
ing upon the spoils principle and held
together by spoils methods. And there
is no prominent republican leader, at
least no prospective candidate for the
presidency, who openly demands that
fidelity to civil service reform be made
one of the cardinal tests of republican-
ism. Almost all of them are willing to
let the "boys" understand that if the
republicans win, the loaves and fishes
of party spoil will go to them as much
as possible in the old fashion.

Never since the close of the civil war
has the republican party had a finer
opportunity to render great service to
the American people by taking in band
the problems of the day honestly and
fearles4 . Never has it had a better
chance to win the support of those
citizens whose political action is de-
termined rather by their sense of pub-
lie duty than by party spirit. But
never has it appeared in so repulsive a
state of moral degradation and so un-
worthy of that support. Some time
ago it seemed impossible that the re-
publican party should be defeated in
the coming presidential election. It
seems impossible no longer.--Leslie's
Weekly.

The Country Is Safe.
The Wilson law in its first calendar

year therefore yielded a customs rev-
enue only $8,829,410.26 less than the Mc-
Kinley law in its last calendar year
(1893). As, however, in 1893 the McKin-
ley customs tariff depleted the treasury
$9,735,130.88 for bounties to the sugar
planters, the net revenue from it was
not quite as large as that from the Wil-
son law in 1895. But, apart from this
lost consideration, it seems well nigh
certain that if there had been no tariff
change and the McKinley law had been
in force during the period when the
great agricultural and commercial de-
pression was most pronounced, it would
have yielded less customs revenue than
the Wilson law did. The country need
not grieve over the defeat of the Dingley
bill, designed to revive in part the Mc-
Kinley tariff duties. With industry,
patience and the blessing of better
harvests this year the revenue of the
people will increase, and, proportionate-
ly, the revenue of the government.-N.
Y. Herald.

Backbones in Demand.
Just how much backbone a president

ought to have is a timely subject for dis-
cussion. The chief objection urged
against Cleveland is that his backbone is
too stiff and that he has too much of it.
Cullom says Allison would make a good
president if he had more backbone.
Perhaps Cullom is preparing to spring
an X-ray surprise. If the Cullom photo-
graph shows a backbone as well de-
veloped as the envy in his interview, the
Illinois candidate will be a palpable
availability.-St. Louis Republic.

THE DEFrOIENOY.
SRepublieas Resorting to Beprehea

Campaign Methods.
It is an excellent indication of how

nearly the republicans are out of clami-
paign material that they harp daily on
the deficiency of revenue caused by
the Wilson tariff act. They never men-
tion the fact that $30,000,000 of the reve-
nue which. that law was expected to
produce was cut off in consequence of a
sudden change of opinion by a repub-
lican judge of the supreme court, caus-
ing that tribunal to decide, in effect,
that Chief Justices Marshall, Taney,
Chase, Waite and their associates did
not understand the constitution of the
United States.

But the republicans are guilty of an-
other instance of suppressing the truth
that is equally reprehensible. They
overstate the deficit for eight months,
and say that at that rate the deficiency
for the year will be $30,000,000. They
might as well say it will be $50,000,000,
for nearly the whole deficit occurred
in the first four months of the fiscal
year. In November, December, January
and February receipts fell below ex-
penditures only a little more than $1,-
000,000. The situation is thus set forth
in the New York Journal of Commesee,
one of the highest authorities in finan-
cial matters:
'"The fact that there was an excess in

the receipts over the expenditures of the
government of $127,840 for the month of
February is merely another proof of what
has been frequently pointed out In these
columns, that under existing law the
treasury can get revenue enough to meet
all its current expenses. The deficit or.
the eight months of the current year end-
ing February 29 was $18,558,587; on the 91st
of January it was $18,853,867; on November
G(, it was $17,612,540, and on October 31 $17,-

189,089. In point of fact, for the last four
months, or the second half of the current
fiscal year, the government has been pay-
ing. its way. For, it must be remembered
that the increase of the deficit in Janu-
ary was due solely to the heavy interest
payments at the beginning of the year-
a charge which will not recur In any such
amount till July, and which, therefore,
should be distributed, in its relation to
the deficit, over the six months of the
fiscal year. The fact that the deficit was
reduced in the 24 business days of Febru-
ary affords a very fair guarantee that it
will be further reduced during the 26 busi-
ness days of March."

As to the surplus in the treasury, the
debt statement issued by the treasury
puts the net cash balance on the last
day of February at $162,707,006.65. Of
the money in 1,he treasury on that day
$106,222,443 were in United States notes
(greenbacks), and $30,664,730 were in
treasury notes of 1890-both legal ten-
ders. The present surplus in the treas-
ury would cover the deficiency of rev-
enue on the average of the last three
months for something like 175 years.
In other words, if the deficit should
continue at the same rate that it went
on during the winter of 1895-6, we
should need new taxes about the year
2041.-Louisville Courier-Journal.

M'KINLEY' AND THE BOSSES.

Platt, Quay and Reed Plotting Agalnst
the Ohio Man.

The indications are unmistakable
that a large majority of the republic-
ans of the west and south strongly
favor the nomination of McKinley.
Even in this state it will require all
the power of the Platt machine and
of the governor's patronage to pre-
vent the election of McKinley dele-
gates in some of the strongest repub-
lican districts. An attempt by Platt
to throw the New York delegation as
a unit against McKinley, with Gov.Morton out of the race, would surely

be futile. The Ohio leader represents
as nobody else does the policy, of high
protection, which is the republican
party's pivotal principle for the com-
ing campaign.

Yet it is equally obvious that the
most powerful bosses in the party are
against McKinley. They dislike himonly less than they did Harrison.

Platt in New York, Quay in Pennsyl-
vania, Reed and his managers in New
England and other of the most skillfulpoliticians will defeat him if they can.
it is for this purpose that they have
instigated or encouraged the candi-

dacy of various "favorite sons," hop-
ing to make the field against Me-*ln-ley so large that it can be combined to
beat him.

It is not likely that they will suec
ceed. The bosses very rarely control
national conventions. They were
against Cleveland in 1884 and in 1892,
and yet he was nominated. They
were against Harrison four years ago,
and yet he prevailed. The repub-
lican sentiment in favor of McKinley
bids fair to be irresistible.-N. Y.
World.

GOOD EARTH ROADS.
fsete to Be Remembered by The. E_-

trusted with Mlaking Them.
How to make a good country road is

a problem of widespread interest. In
large areas of the country, common
earth roads will have to answer all'
purposes for some time to come. In a
recent number of the Pittsburgh Dis-
patch, Mr. John M. Burn describes a
plan he has followed for several years
with entire satisfaction, as follows:

"Cut the ditches down three or four
feet lower than the roadway, use a
two-horse scraper to curve the surface,
and the natural forces set in opera-
tion will do all the rest. The water
drains out of the body of the roadway,
the mud surface dries and toughens
as it dries, the scraper fills all ruts
and cuts away all vegetation, the sun
end air dry a hornhard surface; rain-
storms simply wash it off clean, and
in an hour or so after the rain it is as
hard as before. I present it as thu
most effective solution of the prob-
lem of making good country roads with
little expense.

"The greater portion of clay roads
(probably 90 per cent.) are in front
of farms and owned or rented by people
who do not have the money necessary
to macadamize (stone) them. They
really cannot afford to do so, and it
is really to their assistance I desire:
to direct these thoughts. This is such
a; simple matter and so thorou.hly ef-
fective that I desire you to consider
the analysis. The existence of the open
ditch with clean bottom gives water
a chance to drain out of the body of
the roadway and run away. The tough
mud worked up by hoofs and wheeli
becomes tougher and more compact
as it drains from below and dries from
above.

"The scraper drawn by two slow draft
horses attacks the surface when suf-
ficiently dry, all loose stones are moved
into the wheel tracks, everything is
moved towards the middle of the road-
way, no vegetation remains between
the wheelways and the ditches, travel
compacts the still damp material in
its new position. A rain may soften
some of it again. So much the bet-
ter. The scraper trims it smooth again,
and about the third time the road is
smooth, hard, compact and dry. It
sheds the -water of a storm, because of
its curve, and especially because of
solid, impenetrable surface of tough,
dry material. Thus it remains and acts
until frost sets in. If the freeze-up is
rapid, the road is all right and remains
so. If alternate freezing and thawing
takes place it will roughen up some-
what, but the ditches are at work and
very little water can remain in the road-
way, and the road don't get bad enough
to speak of.

"It takes water and clay to make
mud. Get the water out as soon as
possible. The ditches do that, and it
is no longer in the roadway, therefore
not' much mud. It has been a very
interesting study to me, and I have
watched it in all its varying phases for
many years."

SALT BOX FOR COWS.

How to Get Up a Convenient Arrangement
O"+ at Small Expeneo.

Live stock should have a quantity of
salt fed to them regularly. The better

ered salt box similar to the one shpwn
in the illustration. The box is 14 inches
long, 9 inches wide, 8 inches high at the
back and 6 inches in front. The box
is firmly nailed to the fence board or to
a post or side of a building, as most
convenient. The cover is hinged, and
has a bevel-shaped piece (E) nailed at
the top to prevent splitting, also to
cause the cover to fall ba&k into posi-
tion. The front end of the box (A) is
cut away, exposing the salt, and in try-
ing to get it the cover is raised. Cat-.
tle readily learn to raise the cover
when they are salt hungry. The stake
placed under the box in front holds it
firmly in position, and the whole makes
a cheap and convenient arrangement,
as from a week's to several weeks' sup-
ply of salt can be placed in the box at
once.-Farmers' Review.

To Prevent Fires on Faras.
Too great care cannot be exercised

to prevent fires on the farm; for a fire
once started means the destruction of
a building and perhaps more than one.
The house is exposed to the usual
causes of conitagrations - exploding
lamps, defective chinmneys and careless-
ness in handling matches. All the lire
caution possible against such happen-
ings should be taken. See that the
lamps are perfect; All them during the
day, and move them from place to place
with the utmost care. Make it a rule
never to throw a match that is lighted
anywhere that ignition could take
place, until the fire on the match is
entirely out. So far as the barn is con-
cerned, never permit anyone to go into
It with a lighted pipe or cigar, and the
lantern should always be in good order
and handled carefully. The only prac-
tical thing to do in the matter of fire on
the farm is to preventit.-Rural World.

DifResenae In Apple Plekers.

There is more difference in apple
pickers than in almost any other kind
of farm work, says one who has had ex-
perience. One will pick twice as much
as another and pick cleaner and not
seem to work any harder than the other.
One knows just where to set the ladder
to get all the apples and knows by
measuring with his eye the ones he can-
not get, while the other does not know
except by trial, and thus time is lost,
Each seems to use his braine, but onebrain is educated better than the other.
