It seems to be generally under-
stood that immediately after his
inauguration and the formation of
his cabinet Major McKinley will
call an extra session of Congress for
the purpose of securing the passage
of a tariff act which will increase
the revenues of the government.
In some quarters, however, it is
claimed that President McKinley,
in his special message, will urge
the prompt enactment of financial
legislation of such a character as
to extend the use of silver as
money and prevent the agitation
of the currency question during the
coming four years. It is more than
probable we think that such a
proposition will evoke a vigorous
protest from the great corporations
and protected industries which
contributed so liberally to Hanna's
enormous campaign fund. These
it is argued will clamor for the im-
mediate passage of a high tariff
bill which will enable them to
speedily recover the money they
spent to secure the election of Mc-
Kinley and much more besides.
No matter, however, what action
is taken by Congress in special ses-
sion it is quite evident that Mc-
Kinley's administration for four
years will have a rough road to
travel and a hard battle to pass 4
either a tariff or financial bill such
as it may desire--Daily States.

TIHE NEW REGISTRA TION LA YW.

The Clarion has received many
inquiries as to the working of the
new registration law, which goes
into effect on January 1st. The
law is too lengthy to publish in
full, but a synopsis of the most im-
portant features will suffice:

"That the applicant for registra-
tion shall be required, in his own
hand and without dictation or sug-
gestion from any one, provided he
be able to write, in the presence of
the supervisor of registration or
his clerks or assistants in the par-
ish of Orleans, and in the other
e parishes throughout the State, in
the presence of the assessor or his
clerks or assistants, to fill the fol-
Slowing blank form of application,
to be filed and kept in the said
offices in their respective parishes,
? to-wit:

'My name is - , I was born in
the State of - , in the year
18-, I am now - years of age;
I have resided in this State since
18-, and in this parish since 18-;
and in ward- of this parish
since - ; and I have never been
convicted of any of the crimes or
offenses set forth in Article 187 of
the Constitution of this State.'

(The above is to be signed by the
applicant.)

"In the event said applicant, for
any cause, is unable to write, the
supervisor of registration shall
read to him the printed questions,
and he may get some other person
to fill out in the presence of the
supervisor of registration or his as-
sistants, or the assessor or his as-
sistants, said blank for him, at his
dictation, without suggestion or
any assistance whatever from the
person filling out said blank, ex-
cept writing the words of said ap-
plicant, and any person so called
on to assist said applicant who
shall alter in any manner the
answers of said applicant, or who
shall fill in said blank any words
other than those of the said appli-

cant, or who shall suggest to said
applicant any words or words
proper to fill in said blank, or who
shall in any manner or form what-
ever render any assistance to said
applicant, except to write truly the
language and answers of said appli-
cant in said blank, shall, on con-
viction thereof, be punished by im-
prisonment at hard labor for not
less than one nor more than three
years.

"And if it appears from the affi-
davit and evidence above provided
for that the applicant is a qualified
elector under the Constitution his
name shall be placed on the proper
registration books, as provided by
this act. Any register of voters,
supervisors of registration, clerk or
assistant, who shall violate the
provisions of this section shall be
deemed guilty of a felony, and on
conviction thereof shall suffer im-
prisonment at hard labor for not
less than one nor more than three
years."

The registrar or clerks of regis-
tration shall have the power to
erase names from the registration
books in the following cases:
Whenever they have reason to be-
lieve that any name or names up-
on the books are fraudulently or
illegally placed thereon; when
they know of the death or removal
of the person registered; when the
insanity of a person registered is
legally established; upon the pro-
duction of a certified copy of a
judgment of felony in full force
against the person registered; or
upon reliable information of such
conviction; upon the production of
a certified copy of a judgment di-
rectlng the cancellation to be
made; upon the certificate of can-
vassers appointed by law.

Should the registrar refuse to
register any qualified elector, or il-
legally erase the name of a regis-
tered voter from the books, such
elector or voter may proceed by ac-
tion in any court of competent
jurisdiction, without cost to plain-
tiff.

The first new and complete reg-
istration will be made after the
first day of January, 1897, andc
biennially thereafter.
