High Water.
Two breaks occurred at the Bur-

ton mills, in Baton Rouge, during
the week, and Catfish Town, a
suburb of Baton Rtouge, is under
water.

St. Landry, so far, is in no immi-
nent danger, as will appear from
the following Opelousas special to
the Times-Democrat, dated the
12th:

"Engineer Leonce E. Littell has
just arrived in Opelousas from Ba-
you des Glaizes and brings cheer-
ing news, at least for the time be-
ing. The apprehension of the peo-
ple in this section concerning the
breaks on Bayou des Glaizes, he
says, was entirely unwarranted, as
little arable lands were effected
thereby. The breaks (five in num-
ber) occurred on what is known as
the ten-mile stretch between 11am-
burg and Bayou Dan, where the
Bayou des Glaizes forms an elbow,
and the water therefrom will flow
into the swamps of Bayous Jack
and Choupique. The vast swamps,
Mr. Littell thinks, can hold all the
water that will issue from the cre-
vasses (luring several day. As the
floy, is only 3, feet deep, Engineers
Ke-r and Sylvester, who are on the
scene, have decided not to close the
breaks, except one, which was
closed the same day, until they can
ascertain the extent of damage, if
any, can result therefrom, and they I
further argue that if the water 4
from the Biggs crevasse has already
returned the water in the Bayou a
des Glaizes will be at a stand in a
few days, and th-• work of closing e
will be greatly facilitated and be s
of some use. They are satisfied
that the breaks cannot harm in a
few days. On the other hand, if c
the Biggs water is yet to come, t
they think, it would be a useless
expenditure of money and mate- s
rial to close the breaks, as the ten- a
mile stretch levee is too new and s
soft to withstand an additional rise t
of 1V foot, which is predicted by r
some engineers the return of the t
Biggs water will cause. Instead i,
they will concentrate their labor s
on the big levees between Hamburg n
and Soimsport and between Bayou ,
Dan and the highlands on the Des o
Glaizes. In these last named le- i,
vees and in the Atchafalaya levees
from Simsport to Melville lies the
danger to the parishes of Avoyelles
and St. Landry. These levees, un-
like the Ten-Mile levee, are strong
and firm, and it is believed can be
held. The pressure is all on them,
and not on the Ten-Mile levee.
The water from Red river, Old
river and Atchafalaya river comes
through a low and swampy coun-
try and flows into the Des Glaizes
at the point protected by the big cior old levees. This swamp is now
a vast sea of water 13 feet deep tl
from Bayou des Glaizes to the Red d
tvir rT

"Mr. Littell told The Times-Dem-
ocrat correspondent that the peo-
ple over there were not as much
alarmed as he found the people of
Opilousas to be, and are not in the
least disheartened. They are work-
ing day and night and putting in
effective work. They are deter-
mined that if the country does
flood they will have no cause to re-
proach themselves the4-4,hey did
npt work hard enough to avert it.
Negro hands are being dispatched
to the scene from every point, and
until Saturday arrives the negroes
work well, but on the rising of the
sun Saturday morning Sambo
wants to go home and shoot craps.
Mr. Littell says that while there is
danger lihe does not consider it im-
minent, and if the people will just
keep up the gallant fight with the
same vim and energy as in the
past all will be well, unless the
water from the Biggs crevasse
comes in unexpected proportions
and before the present water has
sufficiently receded to admit it.
Some of the engineers are inclined

Timely Suggestions.
The following report, approved

by the President of the School
Board, outlines the policy which is
iikely to be followed by the local
school authorities in the supervis-
ion and management of our High
School, and should therefore prove
of interest to our readers. We re-
gret that we were not aware of its
existence before, as it was made
a few months ago, and its sugges-
tions strike us as eminently wise
and proper:
"To A. L. Fontenot, Esq.,

President School Board.
Sir.-In accordance with your

request we, the undersigned Trus-
tees, visited the High School to-day
to investigate the case, reported to
you, of the whipping of--, one
of the pupils in that institution.

"After a careful and impartial
investigation, we are unanimously
of opinion that the chastisement
inflicted was proper and necessary
for the maintenance of at least a
semblance of discipline. The chas-
tisement was not severe and the
pupil was noisy and disobedient.

"We would add, in this connec-
tion, that a considerable `number
of the children in the room where
we found Mr.-- this morning
were both noisy and disobedient
during our presence in the build-
ing, and we are of opinion that the
enforcement of stricted discipline
is imperative there if the best re-
sults are to be hoped for. The same
remark may be made as to the
school in its entirety, i. e., that a
stricter enforcement of the ordin-
ary rules of decorum in nearly ev-
ery department that came under
our observation would redound to
the benefit of the institution.

"We would recommend that
severe penalties for disobedience
and other flagrant misdemeanors
should be imposed, such as hard
tasks, iiaprisonment, etc., before
resorting to the rod, and that if
these prove unavailing, harsher
measures, even including expul-
sion, must be employed in order to
maintain proper discipline-a thing
which we consider of supreme and I
overshadowing importance in an
institution of this kind.

B E IT KNOWN, THAT ON THE
6th day of May, 1897, before me

James J. Bailey, Notary Public duly
qualified to act in and for the above pai-
ish, in the presence of the undersigned
witnesses, personally came and appear-
ed the persons whose signatures are
hereto subscribed, who declare that,
availing themselves of the provisions of
the laws of Louisiana relative to the
organization of corporations, they do by
these presents form and . constitute
themselves a body corporate in law for
the objects and purposes tinder the
agreement and stipulations following,
to-wit:

ARTICLE I.
The name, style and title of said cor-

poration shall be the Seventh District
Baptist High School, and its domicile
shall be in the town of Opelousas, State
of Louisiana, and it shall power and
authority to exist and enjoy succession
under its said corporate name for the
full term and period of ninety-nine
years from and after this day and date;
to make and use a corporate seal, and
the same to break alter and change at
pleasure; to hold, receive, lease and pur-
chase, sell and convey, as well as mort-
gage, alienate and hypothecate under
its said corporate name, both real and
personal property; to sue and be sued
in its corporate name; to make and es-
tablish such by-laws and rules as may
be necessary for the proper manage-
ment of its affairs, and the same to
change, alter or amend at pleasure and,
generally, said corporation shall pos-
sess, exercise and enjoy all rights and
previleges guaranteed by law to corpo-
rations and all citations and other legal
process shall be served on the Presi-
dent, and in case of his absence upon
the Vice-President acting in his stead.

ARTICLE II.
The objects and purposes for which

this corporation is established are de-
clared to be as follows: To promote
generally the cause of education among
the colored people, and to establish
preparatory schools within the limits
of said association and to prepare teach-
ers for said schools.

ARTICLE III.
The affairs of this corporation shall

be conducted by a board of directors,
composed of members of this associa-
tion, and shall elect a President, Vice-
President, Secretary and Treasurer, they
shall be elected annually on the second
Tuesday in August, 1897. The board
elected in August, 1897, and every elec-
tion thereafter, shall meet within fifteen
days after the election and elect its
officers. They shall appoint a superin-
tendent, teachers, and when necessary
an attorney; they shall fix their salaries
and discharge them at will; they shall
meet quarterly or by order of the Presi-
dent.

ARTICLE IV.
The membership of this association

shall be composed of persons who are
members of the Baptist church, and
living within the Seventh District. Any
person may join by paying the sum of
one dollar; no member of this associa-
tion shall ever be held liable for the
faults or contracts of this association in
any further sum than the unpaid bal-
ance due the corporation for annual
dues or assessments levied while a
member of the association.

ARTICLE V.
The board of directors shall make an

annual report through its secretary and
treasurer of the progress and the finan-
cial condition of the association, and a
statement of the money paid in and dis-
bursed.

ARTICLE VI.
Whenever this corporation shall be

dipolved, its affairs shall be liquidated
by'three persons to be appointed from
among the members, at a general meet-
ing to be convened for the purpose, after
30 days notice in one of the local papers,
or circular letters, published in Ope-
lousas.

ARTJTIC VII.
The first board of directors shall be
