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The Wells Case.

Owing to the many reports, spok-
en and published, giving reasons
for the acquittal of E. . . Wells
for the killing of Dr. N. W. Swords
on the evening of December 23,
1896, and because of my loyalty to
one who was my kinsman and
friend, and to transmit to his chil-
dren a true statement of the occur-
ence as sworn to by the principal
witnesses, I write this article. I
give below the statmnients made
under oath before )r. O(). P. D)aly,
coroner of the parish of St. Landry,
with other testimony that I aver
was made at the trial of Wells. I
also give the statement made by
Ernest Morrow, Sr., to the court
after the jury was withdrawn. I
shall also comment on such por-
tions of the testimony as was given
before the coroner's jury, and upon
the action of those individuals who
took part In a transaction that

speaks for Itself:
Copy of the proceedings of the Cor-

onerds jury, upon view of the body of
N. W. Swords, at Morrow, St. Landry
parish, La:

An inquisition taken at Morrow, on
the 24th day of December, 185i, before 0.
1', Daly, the Coroner of the Parish of St.
Landry, upon view of the body of N. W.
Swords, whose body there lying dead.
The jurors whose names are hereunto
subscribed having been sworn to in-
quire on behalf of the State, when and
by what means said Dr. N. WV. Swords
came to his death upon their oath, do
say: That death was caused from gun-
shot wounds inflicted by a Winchester
in the hands of E.. . W'ells, three bul-
lets entering the body, two of which
would be positively fatal and perhaps
the third. Olne wound in front under
collar-hone, one in right side under arm
going through body, one from left wide
under left arm remaining in body.

In testimony whereof, the coroner and
jurors of this inquest have hereunto
subscribed their names, the day and
year above stated.

Testimony of witnesses taken on oath,
at an inquest held over the body of N.
W. Swords, on the 24th day of DIecem-
)er, l5KJ, at Morrow, bafore 'me, Dr. O. P.
DIaly, the ('Coreer of said parish, and the
jury in said inquest impannelled.

Mr. P. G. Callihan, being duly sworn,
testifies that: I was at the saloon of L.
It. Hanks, sitting between the counters
reading on the south side of saloon, be-
tween 2 and 3 o'clock p. m., Dec. 23d. Dr.
Swords was it room walking about
talking to Mr. Wells about ten or fifteen
minutes before the shooting took place.
A few minutes after that Dr. Callihan
walked off from where he had been sit-
ting near me, I heard Dr. Callihan say,
don't do that, Dr. Swords, inl a positive
way that drew my attention to Swords,
and saw Dr, Swords with his coat off
leaning against the counter that I was
sitting boblind. I saw Dr. Swords look-
ing past me at the ~window of the office
in the back of the saloon with an angry
look upon his face; that caused me to
look towards the office window to see
what Swords was looking at. I saw no
one. I then looked back at Dr. Swords.
I understood Dr, Swords to say, you
need not hide in your office. lie imme-
diately. put on his cost and advanced
one or two steps towards the office, go-
ing diagonallv across the store. I then
looked back to the office and saw E. W.
Wells with a Winchester rifle pointed
through the window towards DIr. Swords.
[lie then shot Dr. Swords. Swords fell
back to the counter. Swords straight-
ened up and advancing one step farther
in the same direction as before, when E.
W. Wells fired again. Swords threw his
band to his breast and partly fell. lie
then partly straightened up again and
advanced in the same directfon as at
first. Wells then shot him the third
time. Dr. Swords then fell on the floor.f then went to the olfice door, he was
then breaking his gun. I told him to
stop shooting for God's sake, the man is
already dead. lIe, Wells said, I can't
ptamd everything. I did not see Dr.
words mpakg any movement as if to
draw a•y weapon at any time. Dr.
Swords fell about twelve feet from
where he was first shot.

George McClarin, being duly sworn,

testitied that: I was present at Mhr.
Sanks' saloon about 3 p, mi. Dec, .ld. I

was behind the counter drawing some
liquor. Dr. Swords was sitting on the
counter. Dr. Swords got off the counter
and pulled off his spectacles. Did not
hear him, Swords, say anything. Hie,
Swords, pulled off his coat. When
Swords got off the counter Wells went
in his offlce. A few moments later I
heard the report of a gun and on look-
ing up, I was stooping down to get sugar
out of a barrel behind counter, did not
see anyone shoot. Immediately I heard
another shot. I then looked towards
the office and saw Wells standing in
office door with Winchester in his hand.
I jumped on counter to take Wells' gun
but frfore I got to him he fired again,
t4d r. Callihan thenstopped the shoot-

ing. pid nof see Swords make any at-
tempt to draw a wegpon of any kind,
When Wells fired the last shot Swords
was facing the office behind a crate of
cabbage on top of some barrels, whichl
obstacles were not sufficient for protec-
tion.

James Foote, being duly sworn, testi-
fies that: I was at Mr. Ylanks' saloon
yesterday afternoon, Dec. 23d, about 3
o'clock. "I was talking to Dr. Swords.

SDr. Swords called Mr. Wells to where
Dr. Swords and nme were talking, and
lsked me if he, bVWells, had not agreed to
take out of ordcers that Dr. Swords was
to give me for supplies, $8,15. I said,
yes. Mr. Wells then said, you are a
ldamn liar,Jimn. Dr. Swords then said to
Wells, I can whip you, taking off his
coats and laying them on the counter.
While Dr. Swords was pulling off his
coats Mr. Wells went into his oftice. Dr.
Swords stood a few seconds waiting for
Mr. Wells, and then picked up his coat
and started to put it on, saying, oh he
won't fight, he is a damn coward. I
looked towards the oHffice where I heard
a gun cocked, and through the window
I saw Mr. Wells in the act of shooting
Dr. Swords. As I was standing behind
Dr. Swords not more than two or three
feet I Jumped out of the way, and as I
did so the gun fired and Dr. Swords fell
against the counter. I heard Mr. Wells
work his gun and I run out of the sa-
loon. I had only run a few feet when I
heard two more shots. Did not see Dr.
Swords attempt to draw a weapon at
time. I saw Dr. Swords with both coats
off. I looked good over Dl)r. Swords-he
did not have a pistol on hintm.

Gilbert Blalock, being duly sworn,

testifies that: I was at Hanks' saloon
yesterday afternoon, Dec. 2il, between
2.and 3o'elock, when Dr. Swords was
killed. I saw 8words take his spectas-
cles and 6vercoat off and put them on
the oounter, then leaned against the
counter. He remained leantaing against

the counter for some time, saving noth-
ing at that time. IIe then said don't go
off without the hide. I don't know

what he meant. A few seconds before
this remark-was made Wells and Swords
had been talking together, apparently
friendly, sitting on t'ie counter. While
sitting there r heard the clerk in the
saloon say to Wells, stay there, don't
comln out, he, Wells, at the time being
in his office. Then I got off of the counter i

and walked toward the front door of the
saloon. When I reached the door I
turned. As I turned I saw Wells through
the otfice window shoot Swords twice
through the window. lie, Wells, then
stepped out of the office door into the
store, and shot Swords the third time.
Did not see Swords attempt to use any
weapon at any time. I examined Swords
body but not thoroughly-found no

weapons on his person.

Dr. M. Callihan, being duly sworn,
testifies that: I was present at L. It.
IHanks' saloon about 3 p. m., yesterday,
23d. Shortly after I got there lPr. Swords
cat3e in. lie, Swords, called Jim Foote.
After having talked some minutes Dr.
Swords calls E. W. Wells from near his
office, saying something to Wells that
I did not understand. Wells replied by
saying that Jim Foote was a damn liar.
Swords referring tQ Foote said some-
thing which I did not understand.
Swords then remarked to Wells that, I
believe that I can take off my spectacles
and overcoat and give you a whipping.
Swords then begun to get off the coun-
ter. E. W. VWells remarked, no doubt

you can, Doctor. Swords then said, I be
damned if I don't intend to do it. Wells
turned and walked back to his oflice,
when Swords had gotten off his overcoat
and spectacles, Welis still remaining in
the ollice, Swordscalled to him to come
on, he was ready for himl. Wells not re-
plyintg. SworIds then begnit to curse
and abuse Wells for a coward, continu.
ing to curse and abuse Wells, when put-
ting on his overcoat. Wells then fired
at Swords through the window of the
office. Swords was about thirty feet
from the oficee when shot first time,
Swords fell against the counter and
after straightening up, Wells fired the
second shot. Whether the second shot
came from the window or whether he,
Wells, was on the outside of the office
or not, I am unable to say. I then went
to Wells. Just as I reached Wells, he,
Wells, fired the third shot. I then took
the gun from his hands sitting it down,
and went to Swords. On reaching
Swords I found him dying. Wells then
left the saloop, Did not see Swords
make any attempt to draw any weapon.
Swords fell on the oppoit.e side of the
store from where lhe was first shot about
six feet nearer Wells' office. swords
was shot l-i feet from Wells' office door
-Wells standing Just outside the ohicee
door. The window through which
Wells fired was about 3% feet high from
fioor. I did not lear \Wells make any
remarks after the shooting about the
difticulty. I did not see any weapon on
Swords' person.

Copy of a note of ovidence upon lay-
ing of a basis for the ihttodul;9ioh! of the
testimony of the witness, 'Ed•es • or;
row, during the trial of E. "XV. Wells,
charged with manslaughter for the kill-
ing of Dr. N. W. Swords at Morrow, La.,
December 2, 189(6.

By defendant's counsel:
State what the conversation was and

where it was between you and Dr.
Swords in the room in the rear of the
'store adjoining Wells' office?

A. As near as I can say it was about
6:30( or 7 o'clock in the mporning. I was
standing oi~ Wells' gallery looking ai a
negro drawing water for my muIes
which were in the lot. I did not know
that I)r. Swords was in the village, I
heard foot-steps on the steps back of
me, I looked around and saw it was the
doctor. I said, hello doc, when did you
come in? Hie came up and shook hands
with me. I turned around and he
threw my arm over his shoulder and
turned around and went to the counter.
lie took me in the back room and told
me he wanted to see me. He told me in
the back room that Wells was a d-
thlieving s- of a b----; that he had
robbed | Jim Foote out of $9, and he said
if you 4~n't bclieye I can tell him so
walk in there, that I will schow you that
I can tell him so, that I will chyap him
up or lie will clean me up. I told hin
that Wells was a friend of mine, that
Wells and Reynolds had a difficulty the
day before, that I did not want to see
any more difficulties.

t. How far was this conversation be-
ing held from Wells' office?
A. It was about ten or twelve feet,

probably not so far.
By the Court:
q, You say this was about 6:30 or 7

A. Yes, about 6 1B$ or 7 o'clock.
Q. Were you present at the time Dr,

Swords returned from Big Cane9
A. No, sir,
Q. Do you know what hour he re-

turned from Bid; Cane?
A. I do not know. I loaned him my

horse to drive to Big Cane-him and my
son, Ernest Morrow.

Q. Do you know at what time the
shooting occurred?

A. As near as I can come at it it was
about 3 o'clock in the evening.

Cross examinatioln;
Q. Were you present wl)en Doctor

Swords left for Big Cane?
A. I was, I walked up to the buggy

with him. I invited him as lie went to
get in the buggy to stop and get break-
fast with me.

Q'. This was after the statement had
been made to you Iv Dr. Swords?

A. Yes, it was fully an hour after.
Q. Did I)r. Swords and Mr. Wells

have any unpleasant words or any fuss
before D)r. Swords left for Big Cane?

A. No. lie only made some remarks
at the counter. I thought they were for
Mr. Wells,

Q. After this conversation with you,
did not Dr. Swords and Mr. Wells driak
together?

A. o. We walked out and took a
drink' and he took me by the arm and
says I want to go to Scott's and I want
to talk to you.

Mr. Morrow recalled for further cross
examination, says:

Q. When you and Dr. Swords return-
ed into the main building of the store,
was Mr. Wells in there?

A. I think he was in his office. I do
not remember exactly where he was,
bnt I am satisfied he was in his office.

Q. Did Dr. Swords tell Mr. Wells that
which he told to you and which he said
if you would go in there he would re-
peat?

A. No, sir. I asked him not to bother
Mr. Wells, and of course he did not do it.

Q. Was not this statement made to
you out of the presence and hearing of
Ir. Wells?
A. I do not know if it was made out

of his hearing, if he was listening lie
certainly could hear it. The back door
leading into the room was open and ifhre was listening of course lie could have

heard it.
Q. Was it of a confidential nature?
A. I could not say if it was. He was

speaking to me just as he always spoke,
Q. Did you communicate this to Mr.

Wells?
A. No, sir.
Q. You and Dr. Swords were brother

Masons?
A. lie was, that is, I do not remember

of ever having met him in the lodge
but lie claimed to have been one and I
always took him to be one.

Note by the Court:
Before the takinei of this testimony,

at the suggestion of defendant's counsel,
the jury were withdrawn from the court
room, and were not returned till after
the taking of the same.

I pass over the first witness, Mr.
P. G. Calliham, as his testimony at
the trial was virtually the same as
before the coroner's jury.

George 1McClarin, the second wit.
ness, had a very fertile memory, andremembered many things at the
trial that had not occurred to him
before the coroner's jury. Christ
turned water into wine and fed the
multitude on seven loaves and a
few little fishes and took up twelve
basketsful afterward, but it remain-

ed for this modern Ananiiis to per-
form the feat of drawing liquor out
of a sugar barrel. "I was behind
the counter drawing some liquor,"
and almost in the same breath he
swears that he "was stooping down
to get sugar out of a barrel behind
the counter." His testimony shows
that he only saw one shot fired, but
afterward at the trial he saw all
three. He further swore at the
trial that the window through '
Dr. Swords was shot was an ordin-
ary size one, and described the
sash as containing nine lights. As
a matter of fact the sash runs
along the inner portion of the little
ofilce or hole in the wall, but the
hole itself (through which Doctor
Swords was shot) lacked a very
small faction of being a foot per-
pendicularly. Mr. Ernest Morrow,
Jr., aud myself measured the office
and found it to be near 5x6O feet,
and the hole through which the
doctor was shot to be about four
feet five inches from the floor. We
also found a small desk and a
Mosely iron safe in the office. Be-
hind this safe Wells was standing
when he fired the two first shots;
the last shot was fired when the
doctor was falling. The iron safe
was between Wells and the wall,
and the wall and the safe were be-
tween Wells and his victim.

The testimony of Dr. M. Calli-
ham, Jim Foote and Gilbert Bla-
lock was yly1stantially the same at
trial as before the coroner's jury.

I now come to that sweet gora=
nium, Ernest Morrow, Sr., the Dr.
Jeykl and Mr. Hyde of St. Landry,
this man reeking all over with in-
famy; for out of his own mouth
shall he be judged. When I was
informed by Sheriff Deshotels of
the killing I was at supper at the
Perrault House in Opelousas. The
train being 2 hours late I reached
it in time to go to Dubuisson sta-
tion, from where I went in a buggy
to Morrow station. After I had
bpeei there for some time I asked
Mr. Morrow whore hp was when
the shooting took place, and he ani-
swered: "I was a sitiing on them
steps," and pointed to the saloon
steps of his son Clip Morrow. I
then said: "Mr. Morrow, you will
then not be a witness;" to which
lie replied: "No, I left thar to keep
from a seeing it." Mr. B. F. Van-
noy and several others heard this.

I afterward heard that Mr. Mor-
row had said he heard Dr. Swords
throeaten Mr. Wells, and I tooi. Mr.
C. D. Cappel, of Evergreen, and Jas.
M. Jackson and B. F. Vannoy, to
the residence of Mr. Morrow and
called him on his gallery. It was
nearly one o'clock at night. I told
him what I had heard, and asked
him if he had communicated any-
thing the doctor told him to Wells,
at94 his reply was that he had not,
as what Dr'. Swords told him was
on the "square." I said "Masoni-
cally ?" and he answered "Yes,"
and that no living soul should
know it. He then proceeded to
tell us what the doctor had said,
but I told him if he had not com-
municated it to Wells it was all
we wished to know. This conver-
sation, as already stated, was be-
tween the hours of 12 and 1 o'clock
on the night of December 23, 1896,
and in the presence of C. D. Cappel
and B. F. Vannoy, Master Masons,
aql J. M. Jackison and myself, who
are not Masons, •Ir, Moi'row also
told several of us that night, among
whom the gentlemen already namn-
ed were present, that the conversa-
tion that took place between Dr.
Swords and himself was near Scott
& Scott's store. He also stated the
same at the preliminary hearing,
and up to the time of the trial
never said that it was anywhere
else, In the statement here he
says it was it the back room of
Hanks' store. On cross-examina-
tion in answer to the question:
"Was not this statement made to
you out of the presence of Mr.
Wells ?" he answered: "I do not
know if it was made out of his
hearing; if he was listening he
certainly could hear it." lie then
ventures the statement (and those
that know the build of the store
will mark the statement) "The
back door leading into the room
was open and if he was listening of
lourse he could have heard it."
Now, as a matter of fact, the back
door leading to that room goes into
the yard, and there is no door,
window, or other opening from the
hole in the wall through which
the doctor was shot and that back
door; on the contrary, it is a wall
such as is used in all frame build.
ing. The next question was: "'"Was
it of a confidential nature ?' Ye
Gods hear the answer: "I could
not say if it was. He was speaking
to me as he always sploke.'

HIow can this man, E. Morrow, Sr.,
reconcile the statements he made
at Morrow station on Dec. 23 to
the parties I have named, and
which he himself substantiated on
Wells' preliminary, with his sworn
statements before the court when
the jury was withdrawn ?

He could have saved a brother
Mason by simply putting forth his
hand, and in a few minutes Dr.
Swords would have been aboard
the train and on his way to his
wife and three little ones.

I append here the certificates of
Messrs. Jackson, Vannoy and Cap-
pel:

Big Cane, La, March 28, 1897.
This is to certify that I was with Mr,

M. L. Swords on the night of the 23rd of
December, 1896, when he (Swords) went
to the residence of Mr. E. Morrow, Sr.,
and asked Morrow if he told Wells what
Dr. Swords had said to him that morn-
ing about Wells. Morrow replied that
he had not told Wells, as Dr. Swords
had told him on' the square, and then
immediately told the secrets of a brother
Mason in the presence of two men that
he know were not Masons.

B. F. VANNOY.
Big Cane, March 28.1897.

I hereby certify that I was with M. L.
Swords on the night of Dec. 23, 1896, and
affirm that which B.F. Vannoy has cer-
tified to above. I am not a Mason.

J. M. JACKSON.

I hereby certify that I was with M. L.
Swords at Morrow station en the night
of Dee 23d. 1896, when he called on Mr.
E. Morrow at his residence between the
hours of 12 and 1 o'clock, and in answer
to M. L. Swords' question "Did Dr.
Swords threaten Mr. Wells," he stated
that what Dr. Swords told him he told
him on the square-that is masonically.
He stated that he had never communic-
ated what Dr. Swords said to anyone

for that reason, and then proceeded to I
tell us what he did say. He further
stated that the conversation he had
with Dr. Swords was near the store of
Scott & Scott. This was in the presence
of J. M. Jackson, B. F. Vannoy and M.
L. Swords. C. D. CAPPEL.

I have given some of the cold
facts in the case that laid between
the commonwealth and the accus-
ed. I now give you according to
statements made by the partisans
of the jury before whom the case
was tried, the following Opelousas
special to the Item, dated Feb. 27,
which I would not quote under or-
dinary circumstances:

"The jury after- being out about one
half hour returned a verdict of not guilty
in the case of E. W. Wells for killing
Dr. Swords. Many good people deplore
the finding, but •Wells' friends justify
the verdict upon the grounds that when
a Fosterite is found guilty in this parish
he is pardoned, therefore, no anti-i oster-
ito must be made to suffer for punish-
ment of crime however atrocious. This
is all wrong-aye it is worse than this;
it savors of anarchy and communism.
For such conduct no one, however, is
more to blame than Foster and the
Fosterites in this parish. They encour-
aged lawlessness for such a length of
time that they brought the court and its
officers into disrepute, and although the
newly elected officials are endeavoring
to maintain the majesty of the law and
have no guilty man escape, they are con-
fronted with just such difficulties as are
herein enumerated. As your corres-
pondent wired you yesterday politics is
being dragged into court. The fact that
Dr. Swords was a cousin to M. L. Swords
was of great benefit to him. Many of
the men selected as jurors could not be
induced to believe that Dr. Swords was
a good man, simply because of his rela-
tionship to our ex-assessor,M.L.Swords
prosecntiillg asn Wceudet party furnished
a shield to the defendant that was sim-
ply impenetrable. A nd whilst your cor-
respondent repeats here what he said at
the outset that "two wrongs never made
a right,?' yet he cannot shut our eyes to
the motives which prompted the jury to
set at liberty a 14ian who, according to
the evidence, was guilty of the offense
charged against him. For such occur-
rences we are indebted to Foster and
Foster's method:.'

Mr. Editor, it this published state-
ment is correct (and I doubt it not)
perjury has been distanced in the
race, infamy shelved, and the cold
fact remains that the common-
wealth itself is threatened by a
consplic'y hprn of hrtital minds,
nourished by villainous savagery,
and a keen relish that their hellish
work spites either Gov. Foster or
InO.

I will say before closing, that the
officers of the court did their full
duty, for which they have my
heartfelt thanks. When the ver-
dict was read in court District At-
torney Garland arose and made a
motion to discharge the witnesses
in homicide cases fixed for trial
until further notice, which was
done. lie explained that he could
not do the State justice with such
juries.

It may seem strange, Mr. Editor,
that after so many days have pase-
ed that JI shquid throw this case to
the public at4nii a jury had pro-
nounced on *it, but sitting here in
the sunlight of the beautiful coun-
tenance of my dead cousin's baby
boy, with the dark curls seeming
to sport with the wind, and hold-
ing In his tiny hand sweet flowers
of Peace and Love, how can the hot
blood of a true friend fall to surge
at an outrage perpetrated on one
of his family, and that too when
the reason is given,that "he was a
cousin of M. ). Swords."
