AN ORDINANCE. "
Establishing rules .fooexasmerss.a

Water and Electric Lights, Plumbing,
Wiring, Practice and Water and •Eleo-
tric Light rates.

Be it ordaine'i by the Board of Alder-
men of the Town of Opelousass, Louisi-
ana:

Section 1: All applieationfor service
attachments, wiring, tapping and dis-
tributing of water and electric lights
into any premises shall be made by the
party desiring same in writing, upon
blanks furnished by the town, and ad-
dressed to the Clerk of Board of Alder-
men, and Where premises are occupied
by lessees the application must be ac-
companied bywgt E- eoast of otmere
and the Mayor shall issue permit for
use of water and lights only upon such
written application which must in all
cases be accompanied with the does
fixed by the Board of Aldermen before
the Clerk shall issue the necessary per-
mit.

Section 2. The manager of the Eleof
tric Light and Waterworks plant shall
in no case do any plumbing, tapping or
electrical wiring, unless the applicant
shall at the same time turn over to him
a permit duly signed by the Clerk of the
Board of Aldermen.

Section 8. The Clerk, before granting
a permit either for water or electric
lights, shall cause party applying for
same to pay to him the required dues,as
fixed by the Board of Aldermen, and
shall issue therefor his receipt made
upon prescribed blanks with stubs to
'be kept in book form and which stubs
must be properly filled and kept, and
once a month, the Clerk shall turn over
to the town treas rer all dues collected
by him, less his quarterly salary to be
retained by him as compensation for his
services, and at each regular meeting of
the Board of Aldermen, the Clerk shall
present a report of all his collections
along with his book With stubs which
shall be examined by the Board of Al-
dermen.,

Sectio- 4. Nh perwdh or aMht• f eup-
plied- with electric lights or water shall
use the same for any other purpose
than that set forth in the written appli-
cation and for any violation of this rule
the water of electric light, as the case
may be, shall be cut off and not again
turned on until the person violating
this rule, shall have paid a fine of one
dollar and extr• charge for illegal use
of water or lights.'

Section 5 All .rates shal be paid
quarterly, in advanee, where.the same
is for water and monthly, where for
electric lights or power, and for the ffilk
ure of any party or parties to pay their
service rates when due, the Clerk shall
cause the manager to immediately cut
off the water or electric light or power
supply, as the case may be. -. .-

Section 6. The manipulation of all
stop cocks, stop sates and valves, shall
be by some one in the employ of the
town and the town will not lay any
pipes except mains and all tapping
pipes must be laid and paid for by con-
sumers subject to rmles and inspection
by the town, provided that persons shall
have the right to lay pipes in their own
premises as well as to place their own
electrle wiring, proided further, that
before water or electric power shall be
turned on the manager shtl examinwe
the work done, for which he townshall
charge seventy-five cents fot exPatha-
tion;of plumbi and Aiftt cents for ex-
am.inationpof .Wirng, said ehtesi i

Section 7. Consumers ofwater shall

prevent annercessay waste of water and
sha•l kee at their pwn expense in per-
fet codltion all pipes and atl attach-
ments so as to avoid all leaks and the
town sh3ll have access at all reasonatle
honrs i all parts of pemlies Where
eith~lglifts qr wLter~ir rse to insped~t
the.sriame and in no ease shall the tora
be responsible for a•• d;amage whatso-
