easiest way to drain the public road be-
tween the Chrotien plantstion on the
noril, and the Boagni and Guilbeau on
the south,

This was two months ago, yet nothing
more has been done than the passing of
the motion, and thus the road is in ne
heilor eondition than before, except

he pat into execntion, :

Sinee she action of the Police Jury
mueh yaluable time has been lost, there

There has been much discussion of
Inte as to the bestxystem of working
the public roads. Edich syetem has its
advantages and disadvantages, and no
grstem will give satisfachion, unless
properly enforeed.

An unexecuted law is worse than no
law. I feel convinced that the present
system would give as much satisfaction
as any, under intellizent supervision,
as 8 riule no one objects giving twelve
days to the public roads, if directed by
a man of judgment, who can prove that
the labor ie not lost.

A large part of the non-suceess of the
present system,is due to the improper
use of thé labor of the road hands, by
the overseers, many of them only em-
ploying thres to six of the twelve days
required by law, and in some instances
a whole year is allowed to pass withont
= road being worked at all,

Again 1tis astriking fact that even
this vear, there are miles of road which
have only been plowed flat and left in
this rough condition, to jar the nerves
of the traveling publig,and ennonraf:e
an interest in working the roads, by the
road hands, when on Saturdays and Sun-
days, they travel them with their fami-
lfes, visiting their neighbors or their
merchant,

In my opinion the hoe, the scoop and
the manner just described of working a
road, should become obsolete, 2 behind
the progress of the 19th Century.

In eonelusion I would suggest as an
aid to the present system, that the Po-
lice Jury issue yearly with the commis-
sion of road overseers, special instrue-
tions covering the prinecipal work ne-
eesiary in constructing good roads,such
as: lst, Thorough drainage. 2d. Plow-
ing the road on the sides leaving the
eenter or bed of the road, intact, 3d,
Ralslng the center by fringing plowed
ground up with ordinary levee grader
or road machine. 4th. Leveling same
with heavy harrow and roller. In brief
grading the roads.
