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The Shooting At Morrew.

A fatal fight, in which Ernest J.
(Boy) Morrow was Instantly kitled
and Willie and Ned Hudspeth and

Robert €, Morrow wounded, took
‘place at Morrow station last Bat-
urday night, betsveen nine and ten
o'clock.  The affray was bétween
the Hudspeth boys and the Mor-
rows, Of course, 48 in everything
of this kind, there are two sides or
versions of the affair, and so wide
apart are they In this case that it
is difficnlt, impossible, to give the
details as they really occurred
withont entirely discarding one
gide or tho other. There were two
encounters, one in the street in
front of R. C, Morrow & Co.'s store,
where Willie Hudspeth and Robert
Morrow were wounded, and one in
the saloon of B, Morrow, where I
J. Morrow waa kiiled and Ned
Hudspeth wounded in the head
with a ¢lub.
T'he Hudspeth’s side of the affair
ia to the effect that the bLrothers
went to the stable of Robert C.
Morrow to get 2 horse and buggy
left thers by them, in order to go
home. There they had a disagree-
ment with an impudent negro, and
proceeded to chastise him, when ho
ran, and having reached a private
yard, bis pursuit was abandoned,
the negro was safe and the troubleg

~when they were met by Robert C.
Morrow, armed with .a Winchester
Crifle, wlmi'on meeting the Hud-
apeths, tobic strong sides with the
negro and began to curse, abuse
and threaten to shoot Ned Hud-
speth, Ned Hudspeth, seeing he
was about to be_shot, eaught the
. rifle and forced it from his hands.
The voice of Ned Hudspeth weas
heard shouting “give up the gun or
I will ghoot youn,” As scon as Hud-
'speth obtained possession of the
rifie, guiet” was restored, Hud-
gpeth refuslng fo surrender the gun
and declaring that he would hold
it to prevent Morrow from usingit,
and that ha would bring it to the
Godechaux store, where the Mor-
rows ‘could get it next day. This
position was adhered to by Hud-
speth until Ernest Morrew, Sr,
asked for the delivery of the gun,
saying that he would see Lthat thery
would be no more trouble if the
gun was surrendered—this promise
- being supplimented by the prom-
ise of Mrs, R. C, Morrow that she
would lock the gun up.! Upon
these promises and representa-
tions, Willle Hudspeth told his
brother to give up the gun. He
then handed the gun fo the lady

Morrow was there, and went into
the fight with his stick, until the
Hudspeths retired to the saloon.
E. J. Morrow, who was not in the
first encounter, walked into the
saloon, where the Hudspeths were
cursing the Morrow family, using
e¢pithets that the Morrows say they
could not stand, It was then that
. J. Morrow went to Willic Hud-
speth and told him to desist, and
when the latter refused to do so,
slapped, or struck, him, when Ned
Huodspeth shot Morrow, and then
old Mr. Morrow felled him (Ned)
with his stick, The Morfows had
not gone there to renew the trou-
ble, and  were unarmed. They
deny that Robert Morrow was
there with a rifle, or that E, J.
Morrow struck Willie Hudspeth
with & pistol. ;

The affair is unfortunate in the
extreme, as all parties are prom-
inent in thatsection,

The testimony taken before the
coroner’s jury, which follows, will
serve to throw light on the matter:

J. AL SCOTT'S
testimony: “I was sitting on the
saloon galery and beard the difi-

'store. T knew it was a difficulty
by Ned Hudspetl saying: “Turn
loose that gun or Tl shoot you?
By the time I reached the store of
R. €. Morrow & Co. the shooting
begun. I ecould not see who was
doing the shootlng. One of the
Hudspeth boys passed me and went
into.tho saloon. I heard oneof the
Hudspeth boys say: Yo — ——"
I do not know whether it applied
to Mr. E. Morrow, or the family.
The one that made the remark, .
J. Morrow straock him over the
head with a pistol; When Morrow
strock him he stepped aside, when
he was shot by one of the Hud-
apeth. The last I saw of the man
that did the shooting Harry Mor-
row had him down on the ice box.”
