AN ORDINANCE.
Relative to Sidewalks, fixing the width

thereof, defining the mode of con-
struction and repairing, the material
to be used, districting the Town into
Sidewalk District, and providing for
the payment of the same by the
town and the owners of property
abutting the sikewalks.

Section 1. Be it ordained by the May-
or and Board of Aldermen, that the side-
walks or banquettes in the Town of Ope-
lousas shall be not less than eight feet
wide on streets more than forty feet
wide, and not less than five feet wide on
streets not more than forty feet wide.
The word sidewalk or banquette shall
include the curbing.

Section 2. Be it further ordained, etc,
that the sidewalks of the town of Ope-
lousas shall be divided into four classes.
The first class sidewalks shall be built
of shillinger asphalt or well laid coun-
try burned brick. The curbing of first
class sidewalks shall be of brick.

The second class sidewalks shall be of
gravel or pounded shells laid six inches
deep, or of 14x6 inch plank well nailed
crosswise to 2x4 inch stringers: string-
ers to be placed on edge, and not more
than two feet apart. The stringers to
rest on 4x6 sills; sills to be placed not
more than eight feet apart. The curb-
ing of second class sidewalks shall be
of two inch plank, well nailed to 4x4
Inch posts outside; these posts to be
stnk at least two feet in the ground.
All lumber used must be of the best cy-
press.

The third class sidewalks shall be of
dirt filled up, or levelled to the' proper
grade, and shall be curbed in the same
manner as sidewalks of second class.

The fourth class sidewalks shall be of
dirt filled up or levelled without any
curbing.

On first class sidewalks it will not be
necessary to pave the entire width of
the sidewalk, but a pavement not less
than five feet wide in center of side-
walk, with the dirt sides levelled off,
may be laid. On the second class side-
walks, where planks are used, the plank
shall be not less than five feet long.

Section 3. Be it further ordained, etc.,
that nothing less than first class side-
walks shall be built on Main St, on
both sides, from Grolee St. to Landry St;
and on Court St, from Landry St. to
Bellevue St.; on Bellevue St.,from Main
St. to Market St.; on Landry St. from
Main St. to Bayou Teeson; on Market
St., from Landry St. to Bellevue Street,
And nothing lea. than second class ide- I
walks shall be built on Main St, from
Grolee to Cheney St; and from nLandry
to Madison St; on Court St., from Belle-
vae to Cheasy Sti and from Landry to
Jefferson St; on Union St.from Chaney
to Laurent Sti on Market St., from
Bellevue to Cheney bt and from Lan.dry to Viae St; on Grole. St., from 1
Market to Union St; on North at., from tMarket to Unlon St; on Bellerue, from
Main to Lombardy, and from Market to
Rai4rop4 trsoki ! } a dry,troig galn t

to Oak St., from Bayou Tesson to rail-
road; and in other portions of the town,
sidewalks may be of the fourth grade
uentil otherwise determined by the Board
of Aldermen.

Section 4. Be it further ordained, etc..
that should the owners of real property
in this town fail or neglect to construct
or repair the sidewalks along their res-
pective fronts in accordance with the
provisions of this ordinance within
twenty days from the day it goes into
effect, then the Mayor and Board of
Aldermen, whenever they shall deem it
necAssary, of expedient, that any side-
walk or sidewalks ought to be construct-
ed or repaired, shall have the same done
in the manner hereafter provided, in
which event the town shall pay one-
third of the cost of such construction or
repair and the abutting property the
other two-thirds.

Section 5. Be it further ordained, etc,
that whenever the town shall determ-
ine upon constructing or repairing any
sidewalks as provided for in the preced-
ing section, then iit shall through the
Street Commissioner, give five days no-
tice in writing of the necessity for such
construction or repair to owners, or oc-
cupants of the abutting property, either
by personal or domiciliary service if the
property be occupied, and if not, then by
posting said notice thereon, and the
said Street Commissioner, shall at the
expiration of said five days notice, have
said construction or repair done by con-
tract, which shall be let to the lowest
and best bidder after ten daysadvertise-
ment in one or more local papers; the
bids to be sealed, and the right reserved
to the Mayor and Board of Aldermen to
reject any or all bids.

Section 6. Be it further ordained,etc.,
that' after the completion of said con-
struction or repair, and its acceptance
by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen,
they shall assess the pro rata due by
each piece of abutting property, which
shall be secured by a lien and privilege
on said abutting property, superior to
all other liens and prvileges, except
that for State and Parish taxes, and
which said pro rata shall bear ten per
centum per annum interest, beginning
thirty days after acceptance of such
construction or repair as aforesaid. In
the event that the proportiondue by the
abutting properties be not paid within
ten days after the same shall have been
fixed, then the payment thereof shall be
enforced in a court of competent juris-
diction in the manner provided for in
Section.34 of Act 136 of the Act of Lou-
isiana for the year 1898.

Section 7. Be it further ordained, etc.,
that all levels and grades for sidewalks
shall be furnished by the City Surveyor,
and cost of same shall be added to cost
of construction.

Section 8. Be it further ordained, etc.,
that all ordinances or resolutions, or
parts thereof, in conflict with this or-
dinance be and are hereby repealed.

AN ORDINANCE.
Creating Drainage District No.1, in ac-

cordance with the provisions of the
Act of the Legislature No. 12, ap-
proved and signed June 27,1900, fix-
ing the Limits of said District and
appointing Three Members of the
Board of Commissioners of said Dis-
trict as provided for by Section 2 of
said Act.

Section 1. Be it ordained by the Po-
lice Jury of the Parish of St. Landry,
that Drainage District No.1, be and the
same is hereby established under and by
virtue of the provisionsof the Actof the
Legislature of Louisiana, entitled "An
Act to authorize the Police Juries of the
several parishes to divide their respec-
tive parishes into drainage districts,
etc., etc, approved and signed June 27,
1900."

Section 2. Be it further ordained, that
the limits of the said district be fixed
and defined as follows:

Starting at a point on the line divid-
ing T 63 from 64 where said line crosses
the road between Pickens; and Burr;
thunon Inllnrine paist rnart onino t~ Patthence following said road going to Pot
Cove to a point (opposite the Gosselin
house) on section line between sections
21 and 22 of T 6 S, R 3 E; thence south
one-quarter of a mile to the quarter sec-
tion post between sections 21 and 22;
thence west through the center of sec-
tions 21 and 22 and 19 to the township
line; thence north along the line be-
tween T 62 and 63 to the NE corner T 63,
from thence continuing on the line be-
tween T 52 and 53 to a point where said
township line strikes bayou Petit Passe;
thence following said bayou to where it
is crossed by Debaillion's bridge; from
thence in a SE direction along the pub-
lie road (from Opelousas to aforesaid
bridge) to a point where said road inter-
sects the north line of the property
formerly owned by Alphonse Prud'-
homme; thence west along said line to
the NW corner of the Joseph Andrus
grant, being section 57, T54; thence SW
along the western line of grants or sec-
tion 57, T 54 and sections 47 and 48, T 64,
to a point where the said west line in-
tersects the road from Opelousas to
Gradnigo's Island; thence down said
road in an easterly direction to where
said road is crossed by township line
between T 82 and 68; thence down said
township line to the point of beginning.
And it is further ordained, that posts be
planted wherever necessary to mark
the said line by the Parish Surveyor.

Section 3. Be it further ordained, that
Frank J. Vidrine and Damon Bertrand
be and they are hereby appointed mem-
bers of the Board of Commissioners of
the said Drainage District to serve for
two years, and that Ertemon Lafleuf be
appointed a member of said Board to
serve for the period of four years from
the date of the adoption of this ordin-
ance.

Section 4. Be it further ordained, that
the Board of Commissioners of said
Drainage District, after the appoint-
ment of two members by the Governor,
and after the organization of the Board,
shall be vested with all the authority
and powers granted by the Act of the
Legislature herein above mentioned as
having been approved and signed June
27,1901.

Section 5. Be it further ordained, that
the President of this Body appoint a
committee of three resident taxpayers
of said district to obtain the names of
suitable persons residing in said district
from whom two to be selected and ap-
pointed by the Governor as members of
said Board and to serve for the period of
four years, and that said names be
transmitted by the President of this
Body to the Governor with the certi-
ficate of the Assessor as provided for by
section 2 of the said act of the Legisla-
ture, with a notification of the organiza-
tion of said Drainage District and a re-
quest that the Governor appoint from
said names two members of said Board.

Section 6. Be it further ordained, that
as soon as all five members of said
Drainage Board shall have been ap-
pointed, the President of this Body is
requested and instructed to appoint the 4

time and place for their meeting, to
give them due notice thereof for the
purpose of organization and entering
upon the performance of the duties im-
posed upon them by the said act of the
Legislature,
