succession by its corporate name for the
period of ninetv-nine years from the
date hereof.

ARTICLE I,

The purpose for which this corpora
t lion is esta•lished and the nature of th"
business to be carried on by it, are an3
one or more, or all of the following: Te
erect and operate laundries and an)
other manufacturies, buildings and es-
tablishments, to buy and sell real estate
lumber and raw materials, and operate
or lease the same. also to own stock Ii
other corporations.

ATTTCIfLE TTT

All the corporate powers of salt: corpo-
ration shall bevested in and exercisedby
a Board of lirectors to be composed of
five stockholders, which said ' Board
shall be elected annually on the first
Monday of January in each and every
year, beginning in the year nineteen
hundred and four. All such elections
shall be by ballot and held at the office
of said corporation under the superin.
tendence of twO (2) commissioners to be
appointed for that purpose byv the Board
of Directors, of which election ten (10)
days prior notice shall be given by publi-
cation in any newspaper published in the
town of Opelousas or in default of such
newspaper being published in said
town, in any paper published nearer
thereto.
