reopens them. I have nothing further
to add to that note."

Reyes to Remain.

Reyes, the Colombian envoy who came
here in the interest of the reintegra- i

tion of Panama, in a letter from New
York to Dr. Thomas Herran, the Co-
lombian charge, announced that he
had decided to postpone his departure
for Colombia, but gave' no reason for
his action nor any indication as to
when he expected to leave for home.

Denial in England That She Has Beed
Pardoned and Set Free.

London: Mrs. Florence Maybrick,
who is serving a life sentence for the
murder of her husband, has not ss.n
released, but was removed , from
Aylesbury prison on Jan. 25 pres::ma-

'bly for the purpose of recuperation.
She is still doing .entence u!,der
guard, and though apparentl' not ,n
inmate of any prison, she :till remains
as much a prisoner :n the eyes of the
law as when she was at Aylesbury.
-On authority of the Unitel States

ambassy here the Associated Press is
authorized to definitely deny that

Mrs. Maybrick has been pardoned.
In spite of the myste-y .itb wh:ch

the officia's shroud the action in con-
nection with the reported release of
Mrs. Florence Maybrick, who is serv-
ing a life sentence for poisoning her
husband, it can be deniflitely said that
she has been removed from Aylesbury
prison. At the United States ambas-
sy it was emphatically declafed that
she had not been pardoned, and that

she was still a prisoner. Where she
has been taken remains a mystery,
but reports from Aylesbury are to the
effect that she has been removed to
some institution in Cornwall. The
home office and the governor of Ayles-
bury prison refused to make any kind
of a statement on the subject. If the
ordinary course had been followed.
Mrs. Maybrick would have been ta-
ken to Holloway if her immediate re-
lease was contemplated, but she is
not there and has probably been re-
moved to some other prison of less
rigorous discipline, where she can re-
cuperate prior to her release, or pos-
sibly she has been conveyed to some
government 'home of detention or to
an asylum.

The details given in Lloyd's Week-
ly Newspaper regarding the visit of
Mrs. Maybrick's mother, Baroness de
Rogues, to Aylesbury prison, Jan. 25,
appear to be correct. She afterwards
declared that Mrs. Maybrick was sery
busy with her work and in much bet=
ter spirits and looking forward to .er
release.

No Recent Communications.
Washington: Regarding the case of

Mrs. Maybrick, interest' in which has
been revived by reports that she-has
been released from prison in England,
state department officials say there
has been no recent communication be-
tween them and the English govern-
ment in the matter. The last infor-
mation they had regarding the case,
and this is now some months old, was
that Mrs. Maybrick probably would
be released late in the coming sum-
nmer.

Mrs. Maybrick in Liverpool.
London: The Daily Mail says that

Mrs. Maybrick is now in Liverpool
and that the following conditions at-
tach to her release from prison:

"That she was not appear on the
public stage or write a book of her ex.
periences, and shall. in -no way en-
deavyor to attract public attentioii to
herself."

Mrs. Maybrick to Be Released.
London: The newspapers announce

that Mrs. Maybrick's removal from
Aylesbury prison and express the be-
lief that she 'will be released within
two or three months.

Claimed It Is Only a Temporary Affair---Flurry at

Planters and Mechanics Bank.

IHouston. Texas. Feb. 3.-The Plant-

ers and Mechanics National Bank of

this city did a lively business yester-

day, and as is generally the case with

banks, took in more money than was

paid out. The "flurry," as the bank-

ing men have termed it, grew out of a

special telegram printed yesterday in
a local paper from New York, which

stated that receivers had been appoint-

ed for the Kirby Lumber Company and.
the Houston Oil Company, both com-

panies having headquarters in this

city. Acting upon the erroneous idea
that the connection of these compa-
nies with the Planters and Mechanics

National Bank might effect it to their
damage in some way, a number of
small depositors, depositors in what is
known as the "savings department,"
lined up in front of the paying teller's
window to draw out their small depos.
its. There were quite a number at the
window when the bank opened, and
they continued there during the day.
While the crowd appeared larger than
usual to draw out their money, it did
not represent a large sum. At the next
window several large depositors came
in and made their usual.or even larger
deposits.

The telegram above referred to
from New York concerning the course
of the Maryland Trust Company in
asking for the appointment of receiv-
ers, gave the. names of parties as hav-
ing been appointed who were not ap-
pointed except in one instance, that of
T. H. Franklin of ,San Antonio, who
was appointed.

The appointments as made by Judge
A. P. MoCormick of New Orleans are
strictly with the Kirby interests.

Receivers of Kirby Lumber Compa-
ny are Frank Bonner, .assistant . to
President Kirby, and N. W. McLeod of
the. Hayne-McLeod Lumber Company,
St.i: Louis.

Receivers of the Houston Oil Com-
pany are Frank Reichardt of the
Planters and Mechanics National Bank
and Thomas H. Franklin of -San An-
toniob .

Representatives of the Maryland
Trust Company, who filed application,
stated that settlement and adjustment
will, it i, learned; be made before the
date set for hearing, which is Feb. 17.
No local Interests are involved, and

the various investments of. John H.
Kirby in' Texas are not affected.

The Planters and Mechanics Bank,
of which John H. Ki;by is president,
is in splendid shape-it has no connec-
tion with the Kirby Lumber Company.

Application is merely for the pur-
po=e of keeping properties of the two
companies-Houston Oil•Company and
the Kirby Lumber . Company-intact,
while negotiations for .a settlement are
pending.

Kirby's Statement.
New York, Feb. 3.-John H. Kirby,

president of the Kirby Lumber Compa,
ny, l now in this city.. Regarding the
court proceedings he said:'

"'The action taken in the courts is
to be deplored, but, in my opnlaion, the.
result will he beneficial to both corpo-
rations. .

ceedings.

COTTON BOLL WEEVIL.

Dr. Hunter Says He Thinks the. Insect
Cannot be Exterminated.

Washington: W. D. Hunter, special
agent in charge of the cottbn boll wee-
vil investigation for the Division,. of
Entomology, Department of Agricult-
ure, in a report issued Tuesday as an
emergency bulletip, says the work of
his division for several years "has
demonstrated that there is not even a
remote probability that the boll wee.
vil will be exterminated."

The bulletin adds:
"Although the very large yield of

cotton in former times may no longer
be possible, it is, nevertheless, entirely
feasible to produce cotton at a mar-
gin of profit that will compare favora-
bly with that involved in the produc-
tion of most of the staple crops of the
United States by following what have
been generally known as the cultural
suethods, involving changes and modi
fications of the system of cotton rais-
ing--a system made necessary by the
weevil. They were originally suggest-
ed by. a careful study of the life his-
tory and visits of the pest and natural.
ly any improvements that may be
made will be the result of the continu.
ation 'of that study. They have now
been tested successfully on. a large
scale by the Division of Entomology,
as well as by the planters, during two
very unfavorabl!e seasons.
"Of great advantage; is the destroy-

ing of great numbers of the weevil by
the destruction of the plants in the
fall. The advantage thus gained is
followed lup by bending, every effort
toward procuring an early crop the
following season."

The changes in the 'cotton raising
system urgently recommended are:

"Early planting with seed from as
far north as possible, thorough culti-
vation of the fields, which influences
the constant growth and consequent
early maturing of' the crop; planting
the rows as lar apart as feasible; and
thorough thinning out of the .plants in
the rows; the destruction by plowing
up; windrowing and burning all of the
cotton stalks in the field as soon as
the weevils bedome so numerous that
practically. all the. fruit is. belng punct.
tired,. thus destroying the .very great
proportion of weevils .developing late
in the autumn, and extensive use of
fertilizers so as' to procqur earlier
crops."
