student of the Southwestern Louis-

iana Industrial Institute, from St.

Landry parish, before the Attaka-

pas Literary Society on December

18th. Young Pitre is a son of Mr.

Jules P. Pitre, an industrious farm-

er living a few miles west of Ope-

lousas:

"I will begin by saying that our

great Institute is one of the finest

schools in the State of Louisiana.

It is proving itself so by the great

work it is doing. Every student

ought to be interested in the his-

tory of his school-to know how

this great Institution came to him

and for him, and he should be

proud of having the honor of call-

ing himself one of its students. He

should also take notice of not dis-

figuring the grounds and build-

ings or saying anything that would

cast the slightest reflection on the

good name of his school.
"The best way to tell a story is to

begin at the beginning. So I will

say that In the year 1898 a bill was

passed by the legislature providing

for another industrial Institute like

the one at Ruston, but this one to

be placed in Southwestern Louis-

iana-in what town no one then

knew. Almost every town in South-

western Louisiana 'wanted this

school, but Lafayette was the one

to have it-why? This I will des-

cribe further on, how Lafayette

won it. We should all know the

name of the man to whom we should

feel grateful for having founded

this great Institntlon. His name

is Mr. Robert Martin,of St. Martin-

ville, whose portrait now hangs on

the walls of the stage of our big

auditorium, and he is the man who

presented this bill to the legisla-

ture for a school in Southwest

Louisiana. The first meeting to

see whether New Iberia or Lafa-

yette would get it, was held in Lafa-

yette, and the second in New Iberia

and the competition between these

two resulted in favor of Lafayette,

which offered the most donations.

Mrs. M. E. Girard donated 25 acres

of land just outside of the town,

which is a very good and beautiful

tract of land. The people or Lafa-

yette parish also voted to tax them-

selves two mills for ten years and

furthermore the town of Lafayette

voted the same amount of taxes

and raised $18,000 in bash for the

school. This is, of course, more

than New Iberia could do. In June

1900 the cornerstone was laid with

an impressive ceremony and then

the workmen kept up their work-

Ing, fast and splendid, and in June,

1901, the building was completed.
In September, 1901, the school

opened with about 90 students and

eight teachers who took the great-
est Interest in teaching the students

and in making them understand
the good purpose of the State in
building so nice a school for the
young men and women in this sec-
tion of the country. Before the
end of the session the number of
students increased to 145. The first
year the highest class was the 3rd
Year Class. There was no graduate.
But In June, 1903, the Institnte
sent out her first graduates into
the world, who have been very suc-
cessful ever since, and who now can
boast and have the honor to say
that they got their education at
this Institute. Since that time
many new things have been added
to the courses, such as agriculture
study and telegraphy, and a very
fine business course is given by Mr.
Lillibridge."

Demonstration Farms.

The United States Department
of Agriculture is making prepara-
tion to establish throughout the
state before next season, demon-
stration farms to serve as object
lessons in scientific farming with
improved methods, says the Baton
Rouge Truth.

Farms will be selected in various
portions of the state, in order that
all sections may see the results.

The person whose farm is selec-
ted for demonstration purposes will
be expected to plant, fertilize and
cultivate according to the direc-
tions of the Department of Agric-
ulture, and will be expected to
keep records. The government
will in some cases furnish the seed,
and will pay the planter for his
trouble for keeping date.

At the close of the season, the
farms will be opened to inspection,
and all interested will be invited
to see what can be done by proper
methods in farming.

A number of these farms were
selected by the United States De-
partment of Agriculture for this
past season, and though the results
on these farms under government
direction were highly satisfactory,
the farms were not generally in-
spected because of the quarantines.

J. S. Evans offers the following ordi-
nance, and the said ordinance having
been read section by section, on motion
duly seconded, was adopted as follows:

AN ORDINANCE.

Providing for the levying and collection
of an annual license tax upon all
persons, associations of persons, cor-
porations, or firms, pursuing or fol-
lowing the occupation or business of
bar-room; cabaret, coffee house, cafe,
beer saloon, liquor exchange, drink-
ing saloon, grog shop, beer house,
beer garden, or other place where
anything to be drunk or eaten on
the premises is sold directly or in-
directly, or distilled, alcoholic, or
malt liquors, are exposed for sale or
sold or given away.

Section 1. Be it ordained by the
Mayor and Board of Alderman, that
there shall be and is hereby leviqd an
annual license tax upon each and every
person, association of persons, corpora-
tions, or firms, pursuing or following
the occupation or business of barroom,
cabaret, coffee house, cafe, beer saloon,
liquor exchange, drinking saloon, grog
shop, beer house, beer garden, or other
place where anything to be drunk or
eaten on the premises is sold either di-
rectly or indirectly, selling or giving
away distilled, alcoholic,or malt liquors,
whether said business is carried on by
itself, or in connection with some other
business or calling, based upon the an-
nual gross receipts of such business as
follows, viz: Class "A" where said gross
annual receipts are $100,000 or less and
over $75,000, the license shall be $4000.00
Class "B" where the said gross annual
receipts are $75,000 or less, and over $50,-
000, the license shall be $3500.00. Class
"C" where the gross annual receipts are
$50,000 or less, the license shall be $3000.00.
Provided that no license under this or-
dinance shall be less than $3000, and pro-
vided further, that whenever any busi-
ness herein-above provided for, shall be
combined with any other business pro-
vided for in the general license ordinance
of the town of Opelousas, the license
shall be equal to the license required for
each business separately. Provided
further, that no half license shall be
issued under the provisions of this or-
dinance.

Section 2. Be it ordained, etc., That
the mode of fixing and assessing the
licenses provided for in this orainance
shall be the same as is stipulated in the
general license ordinance of the town,
and the mode of collecting the license
herein provided for, either by suit, rule
or otherwise, as also the penalties, in-
terest and costs for failure to pay same,
shall be the same as provided in the
aforesaid general license ordinance;
provided, that no one shall be allowed
to engage in the business herein pro-
vided for, without first having obtained
a license so to do from the municipal
authorities under the pains and penal-
ties of the State and town laws relative
to selling distilled, alcoholic, or malt
liquors, without license.

Section 3. Be it further ordained etc,
That all ordinances adopted by this body
fixing the license tax to be paid by -he
business or occupation provided for in
this ordinance be and they are hereby
repealed, and it is furtherprovided, that
this ordinance is hereby adopted as the
license ordinance for the year 1906, and
for good and sufficient cause, shall have
effect from the 1st day of Jannary, 1906.

AN ORDINANCE.

An ordinance amending sections 2 and 8
of an ordinance adopted June
18th, 1904, and entitled "An ordi-
nance fixing a fire limit and to regun-
late the erection of buildings therein
so as to insure safety from fire, and

providing penalties for the violation
thereof."

Sec. 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and Board of Aldermeni that section 2 of
the above ordinance be and is hereby
amended to read:

That erection include removal from
one place to another, and the annexing
to present buildings now erected, or any
addition of any nature made, framed in
wood, covered either with boards, shin-
gles, tin or iron sheeting, or any combus-
tible material; and section 3 be and is
hereby amended to read: That the tire
limits in which any buildings are pro-
hibited to be erected, excepting such as
are provided in section 1st of above ordi-
nance, are defined within the street
boundaries designated: On Main street
from Littell street to Landry street; on
Landry street, from Main street to the
crossing of the S. P. R. R.; on Market
street, from Landry to Bellevue street;
on Court street, from Landry street to
Bellevue street: and on Bellevue street,
from Market street to Main street; and
on both sides of the said streets, and
within one hundred feet therefrom; and
for good and sufficient cause this ordi-
nance shall take effect from and after its
first publication in the official journal.

prisoned not exceeding twenty days,
said penalties to be enforced by indict-
ment or information before any court
of competent jurisdiction.

2. A penalty of fifty cents is hereby
imposed for the use of any vehicles sub-
ject to the payment of a license on any
of the public roads of thisparish after
such license shall have become delin-
quent without having the proper tag
thereto attached as herein provided, and
any such vehicles, when caught by the
sheriff or any of his deputies, in such use
under such circumstances, shall be by
him or them seized and sold for cost
without appraisement at public auction,
at the front door of the Court House
after ten days' advertisement in the of-
ficial journal of the parish, to pay and
satisfy said penalty and whatever lic-
ense may be due thereon, if any and costs.

The sheriff shall be entitled to charge
two dollars and fifty cents for all his
services for each vehicle so seized and
sold, exclusive of such costs as he may
incur in the removal of such vehicles
from the place of seizure to the Court
House, and for the care and perservation
of the same while under seizure.
