e

On nexﬁ Tuesday, the 6th’day of],

November, an election for Congress-
men, Members of the Board of Equali-
zation, and the adoption or rejection
of twelve proposed amendments to
the State Constitution, will be held
throughout the State.

In this District (the Seventh) there
are three candidates for Congress-
man—A, P. Pujo, Demoerat; C. C.
Duson, Republican, and W. H. Barnes,
Socialist. We are not cerfain as to
whether the latter got on the ticket.
Tf he failed to do so, there will be|¢
three columns on the official ballot,
if he is on, four—Democrat, the first
colum, represented by the emblem of
the rooster; Republican, the second
eolumn, represented by the emblem
of the elephant; Socialist, the third
column, represented by the emblem
represented by the emblem of two

- hands clasped across the world; and

the blank column.

Stamping either of the emblems
votes the ticket it represents, but
does not vote on the amendments.

To vote on the amendments one
must stamp or cross the white square
opposite each one, indicating your
choice by erossing or stamping the
“for” or the “against.” Each party
eolumn will have under it a column
of the amendments, but you must
stamp/ only ‘ome column, as each
column contain all of the amendments,

The amendments will appear in the
following order on the ballot:

1. To authorize the city of New
Orleans to issue public improvement
bonds. We in the country have
nothing« to. do- but to vote for this
amendment, as it will not cost us a
cent, and the people of New Orleans
who are “paying the freight,” want it.

2. Another New Orleans measure
—to pay school feachers back salaries.
We have nothing to do with this
either, but to vote for it. It con-
verns New Orleans, and they want it.

3. Increasing the salary of the
attorney general of the State, which
should be done, as he is now under-
paid. The office is one which requires
ability, and the people must pay for
it—or don’t get it. One single mis-
managed suit may involve the State
to more expense than the entire
proposed increase for many years.

4, Proposing for the election by
popular vote of tax collectors in New
Orleaps. Everybody will vote for
this.

5. An amendment fixing the run-
ning of the City Criminal Courts of
New Orleans to suit the people of

: New Orleans—we can have no objec-

tion to that.

6. A very important measure,
which concerns the entire State. This
is an era of drainage. Drainage has
reclaimed more. land in' this State
during the past three years than in
all previous times combined. - This is
4 proposed amendment permitting
drainage districts, and the people vot-
ing to tax themselves for them. Tt
does not put the tax on you—this
amendment don't—but it simply per-
mits you to vote a tax for drainage
if you see fit, at any time in the
future,

7. Providing an additional Judge
for the parish of Caddo. That dis-
trict seems to need an additional
Judge, as it is claimed that one Judge
can not possibly de the work. It is
an additional cost, but it strikes us
ag fair to give the Caddo people an
additional Judge—if we needed one
bad and asked for it we'd like for
cur sister parighes to give him to us.

..“I RO UI T COURT
MENT.

Much discussion has taken place
throughout the State as to the wis-
dom of the adoption of the amend-
ment providiug for a system of Cir-
cuit Courts of Appeal, and some of
the country newspapers have seen
proper to express themselves as op-
posed to it, the gravaman of their
objection being the expensiveness of
the system, and the fact that practi-
cally the same amendment was sig-
nally defeated within the past two
years by the voters of the State.

In defence of the first objection, it
has heen urged that the judiciary
syatem of Louisiana i§ more expen-
sive than the judiciary system of our
sister States, and as an evidence,
statistics have been procured appa:-
ently demonstrating the correctness
of the assertion. This angument,
however, as we are authoritively in-
formed, was shown at the recent
meeting of the bar association held
at New Orleans, to be entirely fala-
cious; the President of the Bar As-
sociation, and one of the Justices of
the Supreme Court, in their remarks
béfore that meefing, both stated that
the statistics that had been procured
did not include the cost of the Connty
Courts of the States from which they
had been obtained, and only compre-
hended the cost of the judiciary sys-
tem which the State itself paid. It
was shown that if the cost of the
County Courts which were paid by
the respective counties’ of the said
States were taken into consideration
their judiciary system would exceed
the cost of ours. One of the notable
features of that Bar Association
meeting was the declaration made
by Associate Justice Monroe, of the
Supreme Court, in the course of which
he stated that he was a member of
the Constitutional Convention of 1898,
and of the judiciary commitiee that
favorably recommended the Circuit
Court system that now prevails. He
emphasized, however, that after a
thorough observation of the workings
of that system, and of his own know-
ledge of the effectiveness of it, he
was free to admit that it was an
absolute failure and that the system
as proposed in the present constitu-
tional amendment should be adopted.

Associate Justice Land, of the
Supreme Court, was equally strong
in his disapprobation of the present
system, and urged before the meet-
ing of the Bar Association, that every
effort be made looking towards the
adoption of the proposed amendment.

In the course of the disenssion that
followed, it developed from various
members of the country bar, fhat
cases on Appeal to the present Cir-
cuit Court would remain unheard and
undisposed of for two years, and that
in fact in some of the country dis-
tricts no Court had been held for that
period. It was shown that New Or-
leans had the system that is proposed
to be insugurated by this amendment
end that its working gave absolute
satisfaction. Is was the unanimous
opinion of all the Lawyers, that the
same privileges that the State was
according to the parish of Orleans,
and several adjoining parishes, should
be accorded to all of the country
