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THE DUSON VOTE.

The fact that Mr. Pajo, the Dem-
ocratic nominee, received a majority
of only two hundred votes over Mr.
Duson, the Republican nominee, in
St. Landry parish at the late general
election, for the office of Congress-
man, has caused no little comment at
the hands of the State press, and some
anxiety on the part of Democrats
throughout the State. The Clarion
is in receipt of several private letters
from gentlemen prominent in State
party counsels, asking the meaning
of the large Republican vote in the
Bmpire Parish, and inquiring as to
the future of the party in this parish.

Especially is our learned friend,
Senator Edwards, of the Abbeville
Meridional, solicitouns about the Dem-
ocracy of St. Landry, and besides a
personal letter to us, writes the fol-
lowing in his paper:

“In the good old Radical days
when Warmoth, Kellogg and the nig-
gers run this State, there was a
bunch up in St. Landry konwn as
“Tom Anderson Democrats.” They
were Democrats in name all right,
but they voted as Tom dictated.
“Culrey” Duson lived in those diggings

in those days, and has evidently
endeavored with considerable success,

. to work Tom’s political methods in

the recent election. Tt is all right
for Duson, but the people who made
this foot ball rush were nearly all
entered in the recent Democratic
primaries as simon pure Democarts.
Now we want to know where they
stand? At the next State primary
they will be tryin% to break in and
vote against good Democrats. This
thing of getting a shot at all the
candidates iz hardly decent, though
it may be slick.”

While the vote might have furnish-
ed reason to an outsider for believing
that the “grand old party” in St
Landry was about fo take a frip to
the steam-heated regions, we, here
on the grounds, can assure them
that there is' absolutely no danger
for it.

There was nothing extraordinary
in the vote for Duson, nor in those
who voted for him doing so. Tt is
an old tale with us, and furnished no
surprise whatever. Those who voted
for Mr, Duson are not of the simon
pure Democracy of St. Landry. In
fact they compose no part of the
Democracy at all, and the Democracy
never looks up to them for aid or
support.. True some of them voted in
Democratic primaries, but this, un-
fortunately, can not be helped. We
have no doubt that you, Dr. Edwards,
have men in your parish who regard
a party obligation about as seriously
as a barnyard rooster does Sunday.
They exist everywhere, and perhaps
not more in St. Landry than in any
other parigh.

But in this last election Mr. Duson
got more voies than he would have
received had the Democratic leaders
of the parish bestired themselves in
the least. The Clarion biames them
to a high degree. Mr. Duson made a
thorongh canvass of the parish. He
went in the rice section and preached
protection for their rice; called the
attention of the voters (we are told)
that the Democrats had made no
nomination for Congress, as no
primary for that office had been held,
therefore they were under no obliga-
tion to vote the Democratic ticket.
We are told that the report in the
rice section was that the Democratic
party of this district, recognizing
that the rice industry was paramount
to party fealty, nad purposely failed

_ to nominate a candidate, and was

tacitly sopporting Mr. Duson. There
were no one to deny these reports.
Most of the people in that particular
section don’t read, and easily swal-
lowed this buncombe, and caused
some who will always, when they
understand the = question, vote the
straight Democratic ticke, to vote
for Mr. Duson.

The vote in thie parish—1156 votes
—showed that there was no exertion,
except by Mr., ‘Duson, and he got out

.' ..every vote f.hat woul& have voted for |

him in the parish, There are
four thousand qualified voters in the
parish, and it may be said that had
the entire vote been cast Mr, Duson

* !
would not have received fifty more,

votes than he did. The Democrats
stayed home, and the Republicans
and free-lancers went to the polls
and voted.

As to whether the traitors in the
party will endeavor to vote in the
coming primary elections, we do not
know, but presume that many of
them will. As to whether they will}
be permitted to vote if they attempt:
to do so, we do not know. That is
the truth of the matter, we regret to
gay. As to whether they should be
allowed fo participate—in our opinien,
most emphatically no. They have
chosen, let them abide with their
choice, If Duson was dearer to them
then the principles of the Democratic
party, let them stay with Duson and
his political party. We would a
thousand times rather have a party
weaker, in numbers and stronger in|
party principles than one stronger in
numbers and weaker in ‘party princi-
ples.

To every law of party usage, to
every law of honor, to every law of
manhood, they have closed the door

against themselves..

We have no grievance against
the Republicans who voted for Mr.
Duson, or erstwhile Democrats
who have changed belief and joined
the Republican party, and voted for
Mr. Duson. We have in mind the
shuttle-cocks who, unmindful of de-
cency and manhood and honor, vote
in Democratic primaries at one elee-
tion and against its nominees at the
next, if it suits their pr:vabe fam:y
