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TWO MURDER ACQUITTALS

And One Conviction For Man-
slaughter, Court's Record.

The second week of the jury term of
the criminal district court, up to Thurs-
day evening, disposed of three murder
cases, and a few of minor importance.
Of the three murder cases, two resulted
in acquittals, and one in conviction for
murder. The last case, that of the Lee
boys Thadius and Seven, was thehardest
fought and occupied the time of the
court Wednesday and Thursday, result-
ing in an acquittal. They were accused
of killing Meas Fontenot at a ball
in Prairie Ronde.

Monday, the 25th, Oneal Bellard, a
negro, was tried for the killing of Oliver
LeBleu, another negro, and found
guilty of manslaughter.

Tuesday Sevio Guillory was tried and
acquitted of murder. This is the case in
which Tanas Rozas was killed at En-
nice, while a crowd of merrymakers
were celebrating the advent of the New
Year. Guillory's plea was that the kill-
ing was accidental.

T. M. Toliver, was arraigned on the
charge of accepting a bribe and entered
a plea of not guilty. Bond fixed at $150,
to appear for trial April b.

The District Attorney filed a bill of
information against Fabius Dupre for
carrying a concealed weapon, to which
he plead guilty. Dupre, had been ac-.
quitted of killing the negro George Sla-
ter at Eunice.

Edward Johnson, a negro, was tried
on Friday, the 22d, and convicted of
"shooting with a dangerous weapon
with intent to kill."

On the same day (Friday) Richard
Hearley, Jim Jones and Azea Thomas,
three church elders of the colored
church at Waxia, were tried for steal-
ing a heifer from Mr. Nolan, and ac-
quitted.

Clement Hall, a negro, withdrew his
former plea of not guitly to larceny, and
entered a plea of guilty.

On Saturday Frank Freeman was
called up for arraignment on a charge
of carrying a concealed weapon. After
hearing his explanation of the-matter,
which was that he had found a dirk in
the public road, he was discharged by
the Judge.

Toby Williams plead not guilty to
shooting with tntent to kill, and his
trial was fixed for April 1st.

Julian Broussard was arraigned on
the charge of shooting into a dwelling
house with intent to murder, plead not
guilty, and his trial fixed for April 3.

Johnny Howard withdrew his former
plea of not guilty to assault and battery
and plead guilty.

Felicien Malveau, a negro, W- tried
by His Honor, Judge Lewis, on the
charge of carrying a concealed weapon.
He proved that it was a bottle of Satur-
day night whiskey he had in his pistol
pocket, and not a pistol, and was dis-
charged.

The district attorney filed a bill of in-
formation against Michel Charlot charg-
ing him- with carrying a concealed
weapon.

Sevan Brown plead not guilty to
carrying a concealed weapon, and his
trial was fixed for April 9.

Before me, the undersigned Notary Public,
In and for the aforesaid State and Parish, on
the 19th day of March, 4907, personally came
and appeared, L. E. Littell, J. . Lawler, V.
H. Sibille, RaouliLe Bourgeois, Jno. W. Lewis
and P. A. Rutledge, who declared and said
unto me, Notary, that availing themselves
of the provisions of the laws of the State
relative to the. formation of corporation,
and especially of the provisions of Act No.
