TURNED DOWN AMERIGANS.

Consular Gorps, Among Which Is Dr. Virgli
Reymelds, Get Boot of Honduras’ Pres.

The official recognition of consular
representatives of the various nations
at Ceiba, Honduras, has been with-
drawn by President Davila because
the former intervened in behalf of
the noncombatants in the troubles in
that country.

Among the American consular
corps is Dr. Virgilo C. Reynolds,
lately of St. Landry parish, who
went to Honduras shortly after the
’96 campaign in this parish under in-
dictment for killing a negro incident
upon the white supremacy agitation.
He is the Vice-Consul representing
America at Ceiba. The other mem-
bers of the consular corps are Consul
Linard, and Dr. Allen Jumel, Marine
Hospital Inspector. The latter is
also a Louisiana man, the son of Gen.
Allen Jumel.

The activity of the consuls occur-
red just preceding the revolutionary
attack upon Ceiba, about ten days
ago, when the revolutionists were re-
pulsed by the government troops.

It is a well settled principle of in-
ternational practice that a govern-
ment may refuse to issue an exequa-
tur to any person appointed to a con-
sular position, and alse to cancel an
exequator after it is granted, for
good reasons. Thiz privilege has
been exercised by this Government
on more than one occasion.

Word reached the Department last
week that considerable dissatisfaction
existed at Ceiba with the foreigh con-
guls there, but later reports indicated
that the tirade against them by the
local newspapers had ceased.

Denies Having Coerced Negro
Prisoner.

Editor Clarion.—Allow me to put
forth the facts in connection with the

news article in your issue of July
18th, pertaining to the- court sen-
tences and particularly that portion
which. referred to the semtemce of
Gilbert Laviolette, a -negro, who
plead guilty of larceny and was sen-
tenced to six months in the parish
Jail,

It was stated in your repori that
the negro informed the conrt that he
pleaded guilty because he had been
threatened “by the deputy sheriff
who had brought him to Opelousas.”

1 will say that it was not a deputy
sheriff who conveyed him to Opelou-
sag, but the constable of the 16ih
justice’s ward, who arrested him on a
warrant issued by Hon. Rene Doss-
mann, J. P. The warrant was
brought to me by Drew Guillory,
plaintiff, and Mr. Guillory showed
me the defendant and identified him
as the coon who had broken into his
store and stolen goods therefrom. I
arrested the negro Laviolette in the
presence of Messrs, Drew and Nerins
Guillory and the young son of the
venerable D. H. Quirk, at about 9
o'clock that same nighf. I kept the
darkey home, in my custody, in the
presence of Mr. Oneal Mayeaux, until
morning. In the morning I conveyed

could not go on to Opelousas on ac-
count of a trial at the 16th justice’s
court. The morning after I took
him to Opelousas, and all during the
time he was in my custody I treated
him as I do others under the same
circumstances, with the regard due a
priscner by an officer.

On my way from Ville Platte to
Opelousas I made one stop, and that
was at the reguest of the prisoner,
who wanted to ask Mr. Mason Chap-
man to bail him out. At the time
Laviolette spoke to Mr. Chapman he|
said “I only took the knife, and not
the money, of Mr. Drew Gaillory.”
Myself I did not ask a single gues-
tion of the prisioner. On arresting
him I found in his pocket a small
white-handle knife, which Mr. Drew
Guillory said was his.  Mr. Guillery
asked the darkey where he had got
the knife, and the latter's answer
was “On the chair, Mr. Drew.”

A few days after the prisoner’s
uncle, Albert Charles, gave Mr. Drew
Guillory 2 pair of suspenders, saying,
“These are yours, the Laviolette boy
stole them from you.” ' For these
articles you may look in the sheriff's
office in Opelousas and call Mr. Drew
Guillory to identify them. A plea
of guilty was not hurtful to the
darkey.

Laviolette stated in court that he
was afraid [ wonld kill him ** he did
not plead guilty. T hove never killed
any one, nor have I made any at-
tempt or threat to do so. ;
Judge E. T. Lewis stated that he
was told by & ‘good white man” of

that that good white man should be
able to prove things before utfering
them. I claim to be a white man
and a citizen of this country, and
half good myself, and I imagined I
was also a half truthful man. Con-
cerning the unfair handling of the
darkey in any manner, I hereby brand

plainly, a liar!
Judge Lewis, and the lawyer at!
the bar, (the Clarion says) said they:

monstrous case. Well, I am the man
who  arrested Laviolette and turned
him over to the sheriff in Opelousas,
and my gdctions are open to investi-
gation.  Judpe Lewis also said that
it would serve no purpose to grant a
new trial to the negro, as the white
man would deny it and the court
would have only the “poor devil's
word apgainst the white man’s word”
It seems. to me that these parties
who stated those so-called facts
should be able to back up the negro
in his testimony, or if they can not
they should close their lips.

It is not surprising that Laviolette
chould tell a lie, for it is much easier
to lie than to break open a dwelling
house and steal goods and money
therefrom.

If at any time I should do any—
thing wrong in the capacity of ar-
resting officer, or otherwise, I should
not leave the dcor open for the pub-
lic to suspect some other party of
the act, and as there has no doubt
been much speculation as to who was
meant in the negro and the court’s
statement, I desire to make it known
that it was I who did the arresting
and conveying of the darkey, and I
dare any one to say that I did not do
it like a gentleman, or they will have
to prove the same, not to me but to
the courts, and Iw:ll surrender my
commission.

Ouyr readers will remember that
some months ago the Barber Asphalt
Company brought suit against the
City of Alexandria to restrain the
City authorities from selling improve-
ment bonds, until the city paid the
Agphalt Company the amount due it
for paving.

We are pleased to announce that
the matter has heen eompromised and

during September the city anthorities
will dispose of $55,000 of bonds an-
thorized last year, and $32,000 au-
thorized to be sold this year.

The Town Talk learns that the out-
look is that these bonds will bring
good prices, considering the present
poor market for such securities.

‘The compromise with the Asphalt
Company shows that the city owes
that company $44,978.50 for street
paving, and the city authorities agree
to budget every year the sum of $10,-
000 in payment of the Asphalt Com-
pany until the entire sum is liquidated.
Nothing now stands in the way of
commencing the erection of a beanti-
ful city hall building, except the sale
of the bonds, and Mayor Turner says
that there is no doubt but what they
can be disposed of at a satisfactory
