School Board held at its office at
Marksville, La., on June 3rd, 1913, and
being ordinance for the holding of a
special school tax election in Bayou
Boeuf School District No. 31 of the Par-
ishes of St. Landry, Evangeline and
Avoyelles.

By Mr. Williams:
Whereas under authority of Section

16 of Act 214 of 1902 the parish superin-
tendents of the parishes of St. Landry
and Avoyelles laid off Bayou Boeuf
school district No. 31 composed of terri-
tory taken from the parishes of St. Lan-
