To amend Section 15 of an ordi-
nance of the City of Opelou-
sas, La., adopted Sept.
1904, entitled ''An ordinance
establishing rules for con-
sumers and users of water,
electric light, fans and elec-
tric power, fixing the rates
to be charged therefor, and
providing for the instaliation
of the meter system.”

Section 1. Be it ordained by
the Mayor and Board of Alder-
men of the City of Opelousas,
La., that Section Fifteen of an
ordinance of the City of Opelou-
sas, La., adopted Sept. 12, 1904,
entitled ‘‘An ordinance establish-
ing rules for consumers and
users of water, electric light,
fans and electric power, fixing
the rates to be charged therefor,
and providing for the installa-
tion of the meter system,’”’” be
amended so as to read as follows;
