No. 11 of 1913.

To amend Section 15 of an ordi-
nance of the City of Opelou-
sas, La., adopted Sept. 12,
1904, entitled "An ordinance
establishing rules for con-
sumers and users of water,
electric light, fans and elec-
tric power, fixing the rates
to be charged therefor, and
providing for the installation
of the meter system."

Section 1. Be it ordained by
the Mayor and Board of Alder-
men of the City of Opelousas,
La., that Section Fifteen of an
ordinance of the City of Opelou-
sas, La., adopted Sept. 12, 1904,
entitled "An ordinance establish-
ing rules for consumers a n d
users of water, electric light,
fans and electric power, fixing
the rates to be charged therefor,and providing for the installa-
tion of the meter system," be
amended so as to read as follows;

Section 15. Be it ordained,etc., That the following is es-
tablished to be the rates to be ]
charged consumers and users of
electric lights, fans, power, etc.,
from the city plant, to-wit:

10c per kiiowat hour where 0
to 250 kilowats are used permonth.

9c per kilowat hour where 250to 300 kilowats are used per
month. .

8c per kilowat hour where. 300to 350 kilowats are used per
month.

7c per kilowat hour where 350kilowats are used per month.

In no case where a meter isused for electric lights or power
shall a monthly bill be rendered
for less than

50c where I to 10 lights areused.

75c where 10 to 20 lights areused

$1.00 where more than 20lights are used.

Temporary lighting may beirranged for by agreement with
the Superintendent but in no
:ase shall the flat rate be less
than the meter rate.

Section 2. Be it further or-lained, etc., That for good and
iufficient cause this ordinance
ihall take effect from and after
ts adoption.
