fifty dollars an acre, thereby incurring an|
unneecessary expense of at least four hun-
dred dollars, without inciuding the dump.
Whilst it is true that four or five hundred,
is nothing to stop at when improving the
public highways, But the most objection-
able feature to this proposition is the faet
that this road would be out of the way for
most of the citizens west of Opelousas.

If the gravel road would be built on the
Prairie Ronde road, just beyond the Thomp-
son Henderson plantation, four and a half
miles from this eity, thencé striking the
Lawtell road, which passes in; front of the
Leon Pitre place to a point about three
quarters of a mile west and thence directly
south to Lawtell, it is our opinion that more
people would be benefited by it.

The people of Plaquemine Point would
not be inconvenienced by this plan, whilst
the people of Prairie Ronde, and all that
section of the country between that place
and Lawtell, would only have to go a few
miles to strike the good road.

The road would possibly be a mile long-
er, but g0 many more sturdy citizens of that
section of St. Landry would enjoy a good
highway that it justifies the committee to
do the work in that manner.

Those farmers living on the south of
the Lawtell-Opelousas road would not have
to go more than a mile to be on the gravel
road, and the distance between their place
and Opelousas would be identically the
same; whilst the people living on the north
of Lawtell, if the road would be constructed
on the proposed route, would have to go
south one mile and back north another mile,
in order to enjoy the gravel road, increas-
ing the distance from their homes to Ope-
lIousas by a distance of at least two miles.
The principal object of building good
roads is for the use of the citizens of that
portion of the country wherein this road is
constructed. But if a road can be erected
on either one of two routes it behooves,
those in authority to have the road by which
more people will be benefited construected,
Whilst it may seem that it is none of our
business to advise the committee on good
roads to follow our plan, it is our candid|
opinion that it is more to the interest of t‘m’:f
people to have a road which will be used by
more than three-fourths of the population
west of Opelousas, as far as Lawtell and|
Prairie Ronde. Not only that, it will cost
cheaper to construct the road in the manner
suggested by us, and at the same time please
a vast majority of the prosperous farmers!

The
first move of the jury, however, in passing
and submitting fo the people a proposed tax
for a bond issue, the proceeds of which were
to be devoted to giving us better thorough-
fares, died ‘‘abornin.’”” Later on in the
game the jury issued and sold bonds to the
tune of $100,000, and those who were
preaching the doectrine of ‘“‘good roads”
thought that their wish and hope was soon
to be realized. e

Well, the money from the bond issue is
on hand and a perusal cf the proceedings of
the last meeting of the jury shows us how
it is going to be spent. We are not going
to have ‘‘good roads,”” but simply, as some-
one expressed it, ‘‘an eight-foot sidewalk of

few roads.” The thing is 80 ridiculous that
one wonders if some horrible error has not
been made and committed to print. Who
ever heard of a modern graveled highway
only eight feet wide? Another party stated
the other day that the entireschemeof a
good road (7) eight feet wide was in the
interest of the automobile drivers and that
the other vehicles would  have to take the
ditch when the gas wagons came along. It
is a patent fact that two vehicles cannot
pass each other on a road of sucl width and
