State Number Plates Only !
On Autoes. |

Act 260 of 1914 requires own-
ers of automobiles to take out a
State license and to procure num-
ber plates to be affixed on the
front and rear of their cars.
The amount due as a license is
affixed at 25 cents for each horse-
power of the motor, and the pro-
ceeds after being collected by the
Secretary of State at Baton
Rouge are paid into the treasury
of the respective parishes from
whence the autoes are registered,
said funds to be used for good
roads,

The Police Jury and the Board
of Aldermen of this city, realiz-

ng that it would be unnecessary
now to require autos to have af-
fixed the parish and city number
tes, as now provided by law,
ave passed the resolution dis-
pensing with the parish and city
number plates as soon as the
state number plates are affixed |
to the auto. The Police Jury’s |
resolution also exempts autos;
thus registered from the payment
of the road tax. These resolu-
tions were passed at the session
of these bodies held here this
week.

Mr. MecCaffery in defending
the motion for the appropria-
tion claimed that the fourth
ward residents were probably
the most heavily taxed people in
the entire parish and that the
fourth ward was the one most
neglected in years past. IMr.
Catlett, another member of the
fourth ward, stated that since
the present administration, his
ward had reeeived more atten-
tion from the hands of the police|
jurors than ever before, but that
the most essential faetor in
brin%ing about the development
of that portion of St. Landry
was drainage. |

Last year a drainage distriet
was created in the Bayou Boeuf
section, but on account of the
parish not having sufficient funds
an appeal to the parish lawmak-
ers for funds to have the dis-
trict surveved went unheeded
until Tuesday morning.

As soon as the district can be
surveyed by Engineer Robert an
election will be called to levy a
tax for the purpose of securing
funds for the thorough draining
of the entire distriet. It is ex-
pected that the tax will carry
as the most prominent an(i'
heaviest taxpayers of the fourth
ward are enthusiastic support-
ers of this most progressive
cause.
