The Parish School Board met in
regular session on April 1. This
meeting was one of interest to the
schools as matters of grave import
came up for consideration by the
school authorities. :
Among the: subjects brought u
befare the board was the criteal sit-
yation that obtains in theschools
caused by the general exodus of
teachers for other prolessions where
they rveceive betier remuneration.
Aecording to Prof. C. A. Ives,
state high school inspector, the loss
of teachers in the public schools by
the opening of the 1918-19 session in
Begitember will be fully 2,000 for
this year.
To the regular annual loss of 1000,
which is due largely to marriage,
wijl:be added the loss of 304 already
resigned this scassion; 192 glready
drafted for military service; 112 re.
signed to take up war work and re-
lated activities. These figures a:e
gotten from the reports of forty-
five parishes received by Inspector
Ives, who estimates that the other
nineteen country parishes will bring
the loss so far up to 460, Ingpector
Ives figures about 550 other teach-
ers will desert the profession after
this session is over, ;
‘Heretofore new graduates have
offset the loss of 1000 teachers an-
pually, but this cannot be counted’
on pow, says Inspector Ives, be-
-cause the graduates will seek more
remuperative fields, Lack of funds
with which to pay teachers proper
salaries is blamed by the the State
Department of Education for the
bulk of these losses.
The local board realizing the ef-
fect that this loss of teachers would
have on the parish schools tock
steps to offset that loss. Not know-
ing the amount of money that this

for school purposes for the coming
session, the board could not figure
on & specific increase in salaries,
but they decided to give teachers
who would contract with them for
the coming term any increase that
would be justifiable un
crease of funds from the state.

Another matter that gained the
attention of the school men was of
s moral character. The school au-
thorities, having been advised that
tipietures of an unclesn and un-

lower the moral standard, are béing
exhibited to the people of the par-
ish and especially to the children,'
and seeing the necessity of preserv-
‘ing the 100 per cent efficient man,
woman and child—efficient morally
and mentally—passed a resolution
with this end in view.
The resolution follows: i
“Pherefore, be it resolyed by the
School Board of the Parish of St.
Landry, that the town councils of
all towns of the parish where such
films are exhibited are urged to
avail themselves of Act 180 of the)
General Assembly of 1914, empow-
ering all municipalities to select a
Board of Censors whose duty it will
be to exclude all pietures of an un-
¢lean or immoral character.”

The letter in question further
states that the Fuel Administration
hopes to be able to bave supplied
the domestic consumer long befoae
the winter season begins, If this
ean be accomplished the war trans-
portation problem will have been
golved, at least in part.
