e right hand curb as practicabie.

= n;:;ti?u 2—§Be it further ordained, etc., That vehicles meeting shall pass
each other to the right of the center of the street; vehicles overtaking each
other shall in passing keep to the left of the center of the street and shall
not pull over to the right until entirely cleared of the vehicle passed. The
vehicle ahead shall be required to pull over to make room for the vehicle
passing.  All motor vehicles before passing other vehicies from the rear
shall give notice of approach by horn or other signal.

Section 3—Be 1t further ordained, ete, That all vehicles turning to the
right into another street shall turn the corner as near as practicable to the
right curb; those turning to the left into another street shall pass to the
right and beyond the center of the intersecting street before turning. No

vehicle shall cross or turn on any street except at intersections, and must
turn sc as to head in the same ditection as the traffic on each side of the
street. :

Every motor propelled vehiele shall be equipped with a silencer or
muffler which shail be used at all timeg while the vehicle ig being operated
on any of the streets; and np automobile truck or similar vehicle shall be
tried out, or tested by garage owners or workmen within the limits pre-
scribed in section eleven (11) of this ordinance. :

Section 10—Be it.further ordained, ete, That every automobile or ether
motor propelled vehicle shall carry two whife lights in front and one red
Heht in the rear, and so adjusted to the vehicle as to illumine the licensze
number of the vehicle, between the hours of Sunset and sunrise. Bicycles
or motorcycles shall carry one whitg light in frent. The lights on motor pro-
pelled vehicles, placed at the front of the vehicle, shall be equipped with ap-
propriate dimmers,

Hection 11—Be it further ordained, ete., That the speed
| vihiclps operating within the eorporate limifs shall be twelvé miles | per
hour, sxcept within the distriet bounded by Bellevue Street on the North,
Eqamdry Street on the South, Market Btreet on the West, and Union Street
cn the East, within which which prescribed district or lmits it shall be un-
lawful to propel any motor vehicle truck or automobile at a greater rate of
speed than ten miles per hour.

Seetion 12—Be it further ordained, etc., That all vehicles shall be driven
carvefully and with due regard to the safety and convenience of all other ve-
hicles and pedesirians; any owner of any automobile, truck or other motor
propelled vehicle who shall permit a person less than sixteen (16) years
of ags in opirate such vehicle within the corporate lmits of the City,
whether such driver or operator be accompanied at the tima by such owner
or not, shall be subject to a fine not exceeding twenty-five ($25) dollars, or
to imprisonment not exceeding thirty (20) days, or both, at the discretion of
the City Judge. Nothing herein stated or omitted herefrom shall be con-
strued to relieve any person operaling a vehicle upan the streets of the city
for any purpose whatsoever, from the exercise of reasonable care and cau-
tion to avoid or prevent injury through collisions with other vehicles or
persons, or from their full measure of Hability for illegal or tortious acts.

'Section 13—Be it further srdained, ete, That no vehicle shall travel at
