Or'y two hundred and ine-
ty-two Opelousans went to the differ-
ent polls and registered their prefer-
ence one way or the other. It was
the quietest election ever held here,
and a stranger visiting the city that
day would never have dreamed an
election was held at the four voting
precincts. It was a good-natured af-
fair from its inception and totally de-
void of any bitterness between the
candidates or their partisans.

000, and if this estimate is corrhect,
there will be a surplus of $40,800 for
future maintenance -and repair.

The building of the upper end-of this
road being new assured, ft will mean
the opening of one of the finest see-
tions of the state. to the full develop-
ment it is entitled to. Bunkie 'has al1
ready built four miles of the road,
leading. from that progressive little
town to Bayou Boeuf, and has obligat-
ed itself to complete the job from the
end of the present gravel road to the
parish line.

As the Clarion remarked in a recent
issue, the south end of the Evangeline
Highway is not being overlooked. ,The
sub-road district of the second ward is
preparing to vote on the question of-
road improvement and part of the
sdheme is to build from Sunset to the
Lafayette parish. line at -the Bayou
Carencro bridge.
