London-Constantinople is much

less picturesque than it was before the

war; yet the extreme charm of the

East lingers as persistently about the

city as it did in the past, writes

anoymously an allied official of high

rank, in the Pall Mall Gazette.
"When I stood on the famous bridge

over the Gold Hern," he went on, "the

incredible diversity of orientals one

was always wont to see passing was

there, but at least 75 per cent of them

were dressed as Europeans. Some no

longer even wore the fez.

"A businesslike air pervades the

principal thoroughfares, not because

the Turk himself has suddenly devel-

oped high commercial instincts, but

owing to the great' influx of business

men from the allied and neutral coun-

tries.
"All commodities command the most

exaggerated prices. Great quanti-

ties of goods have, however, begun to

arrive, so that prices will soon begin

to decline.
"On the other hand, the workers

wages have reached a stupendous fig-

ure. The man who before the war

would have earned the equivalent of

five shillings, at present refuses to do

the same work for less than four or

five pounds per day.
"Cabmen reach the supreme height

of extortion at Constantinople.

"Shipping is fairly active in the

port. Several allied warships lie in

the Bosphorus. The historic Goeben

is in the Gulf of Ismit
"The British are engaged in rebuild-

ing the road to Therapia. It is sin-

gularly new and interesting to wit-

ness the spectacle of British, French

and Italian troops in the streets. High-

landers in kilts, Royal Italian Carab-

iniers and sturdy French poilus march-

ing by with their band.
"The Sultan, of whose impending

fate we hear so much nowadays, still

goes in state to the Selamlik every

Friday. The psychology of the Turks

in Constantinople appeared to me to

denote indifference in the sense that

they did not seem to care much what

political future awaited them.

"Although the Asia Minor National-

tsts were said to be more or less act-

ive, there was no evidence of their

activities in onstantinople. There

the young Turks is at least invisible.

'"Of the Germans, not one is left,

save a few invalids. The former

German hospital has been converted

into a British hospital.
"The Robert College, one of the

.foremost seats of learning in the East

continues to funcetion. The ordinary

native system of education also goes
on.

"It was rather striking to find the

big mosques free from the tourists.

The cost of travel, coupled with the

Floating Freight Train on
The Mississippi River

On a certain morning not long ago
the greatest inland waterway in the

world. after drowsing along for years
through all the din thatCa busy group
of river enthusiasts could make, awoke
like an aquatic Rip Van Winkle, to a
sudden realization of modern condi-
tions. The occasion for the quicken-

ing pulse that throbbed down the Mis-
sissippi that day was relatively small;
merely the arrival at the St. Louis
docks, of two new steel barges. Big

as they were, modern to the last en-
gineering detail, and interesting in
themselves, their real significance lay
in the fact that they were the advance
guard of a fleet of 40 smimilar barges,
and of six new, powerful towboats,
the locomotives of these latest of float-

ing freight trains.
This $6.290,000 flotilla is the govern-

ment's convincing answer to the per-
sistent prayers that have gone up for

years out of the Mississippi Valley.
It is the first official investment in
floating stock in any way commensu-

rate with the enormous sums that have
been, and are being, spent for improv-
ing the great track on which these

mammoth trains will run-the big riv-
ers of the Mississippi basin.

If the term "floating freight trains"
brings up the familiar image of a rail-
road box car or gondola, perhaps

perched on a raft, the idea may be
promptly dismissed. Each of these
new all-steel barges holds 2,000 tons
of freight-the equivalent of 20 to 100

cars. Each is 230 ft. long, 45 ft. in the
beam, with a hold 10 ft. deep surmount

ed by a 9-ft cargo box, giving a loading
space 19 ft deep, 184 ft. long, and 37
ft. wide. Trasverse and wing bulk-
heads, the latter oil-tight, divide the
hold into 18 compartments, and there
are 16 hatches, 14 by 16 ft., and 16

double sliding doors, eight to a side.
The scow-shaped hulls are designed
to offer the least possible resistance

to the water on the upstream tow, and
their draft is small. Five of these
barges and one towboat constitute
a train, with a total capacity of 10,000
tons of freight. The schedule time for
such a train from Stt. Louis to New Or-
lean is 4 1-2 days, which is actually
less than rail freight schedules.

Antagonists of the waterway as a
major carrier, however, point to the
fact that the railroad administration
has been operating freight barges on

the Mississippi for more than a year
with their total receipts less than
half their expenses, and with a rela-
tively small saving to shippers.

Perhaps it will take years to put
the rivers in position to give railroad
service to shippers, to pay reasonable

returns on their investment, and to
establish that 100 per cent use of na-
tional facilities that must be demand-
ed from now on. But that all of the
obstacles to efficient operation will

ultimately be overcome by native in-
genuity and determination, cannot be
seriously doubted.-By Paul H. Wood-

ruff, in March Popular Mechanics

rations commission, but as the Amer
ican claims before the commission will
more than offset the value of the ships
officials asserted there was little like.
lihood that the United States would
be called upon to make any payment
to the commission.

GERMAN TRIALS
FACE HUGE COST

EACH CULPRIT MIGHT CONSUME

200 DAYS OF COURT AT $30

PER MINUTE

London.-If the allies finally try the
900 Germans charged with war crimes

the trials may cost as much as $30
a minute and may last so long that
any one of the accused will have a
good chance to die of old age before

his turn comes before the court.
This is the deliberate opinion of the

e{ditor of a leading British legal jour-
nal, who, being consulted on the
subject, pointed out that, assuming
any German accussed of atrocities in
Belgium should plead not guilty, he
could occupy days in the court by
calling officers of the allies to testi-
fy regarding similar acts in recent
wars.

Besides he could read whole chap-
ters of military history concerning
past atrocities to try to show that war
atrocities are inevitable and not pun-
ishable, and he could call an army of
witnesses from Belgium and Germany
in his defense. There have been trials
in England that cost as much as $30
a minute and thta lasted as long as
188 days, with one counsel speaking
forty-five days. So, the editor of the
legal journal argues, a defiant Ger-
man could easily make his trial last
200 days, while others charged with
similar crimes might plead guilty or
refused to plead at all, hoping thus to
win the judges' clemency.

He contends also that Germans
must be tried by a special court, as
existing national courts can try only
cases for violations of their respec-
tive national laws. He declared all the
accused should be tried in the same
court, regardless of which country
claimed them, so as to insure an equal-
ity of procedure and penalties. It
would be foolish, he said, to try for-
mer German Chancellor von Beth-
man-Holweg on the charge of being
responsible for starting the war, but
it would be a good thing to make an
example of a few German officers who
were guilty of the most atrocious acts
during the war.

Ants That Plant
A species of ants living on the semi-

arid plains of Texas cultivate areas of
grass about their dwellings. On the
cultivated space, which may have an
area of ten to fifteen fett, only one
kind of grass is allowed to grow, and
it is said that the seeds of this grass
are planted by the ants. Roads are
laid out regularly, radiating from the
hill across the plain, and the shoots
of undesirable plants are promptly
nibbled off as fast as they appear
among the crops. When the harvest
of the protected grass is ripe the ants
collect the seeds and convey them
along a radiating highway to the little
rooms in their hills. Interesting and
wonderful is the economy of these
tiny insects. They may, when the col-
onies are large and numerous enoulgh
to do considerable damage to grain in
fields where their mounds are reared
and the clearings made.

[Farming in Death Valley

Death Valley-the most horrible de-

sert on the face of the earth, source

of weird mysteries and innumerable
I tragedies--has yielded to the hand of

man to make a garden therein.

Furnace Creek Ranch, as the Death

Valley farm is known, enjoys many
distinctions. Its 65 acres of cultivated

land constitutes the most isolated

Sfarnt in the world, producing food in

the midst of a desert inferno, where

temperature and atmospheric pressure

are almost beyond the limits of plant
and animal endurance.

Obviously the introduction of an

abundant water supply was the prime
'requisite to make the ranch possible.

This is obtained from '.wo large
springs far backl in the Funeral Moun-

tains, which pour their streams upon
the burned-out Death Valley soil
through two great aqueducts, one of

steel and one of masonry.
White men cannot live long in the

withering heat. Consequently all the
work about the ranch is done by In-

dians of the Piute and Shoshone tribes

under the direction of an educated
foreman. The average life of a white

man in Death Valley is very short.
Three white foremen employed on the
ranch lasted two summners each, and
perished during the third. Two oth-
ers went insane and attempted to flee
out of the valley on foot. Neither of
them lived to get out of the maze of
Funeral Mountain canons. The pres-
ent foreman has survived seven sum-
mers, and is soon entering upon his
eighth. He attributes his ability to
resist the heat to his superb constitu-

tion, temperate habits, and hygienic
living. He has attained a degree of
comfort by constructing a large fan
driven by water power. During the
hottest days of the summer he makes
his bed in front of the fan after sprink-
ling the floor and wetting his blank-
ets. For all work, is then done at
night when the temperature over
the valley floor descends to about
120 temperature.

In addition to being a sort of mir-
acle farm, Furnace Creek Ranch is
also a traveler's relief station, serving
the barren blazen wastes of Death

"alley and the Funeral Mountain
country much the same as St. Bernard
hospice does the high Alps of Switzer-
land. Its very existence has saved
the life of many a lost traveler or pros-
pector who staggered within it- btun-
daries with parched throat and speech
less swollen tongue. Assistance un-
der such circumstances is never ?•e•
fused.

AN ORDINANCE

Ordinance No. 1, of 1920.
To prohibit the use, playing or

gambling with a slot machine or any
similar mechanical device, for money
merchandise or anything whatever of
value, in any place of business, also
to prohibit the keeping of a slot ma-
chine or smiliar mechanical device in
any place of business, within the cor-
porate limits of the city of Opelousas,
La., and to provide penalties for the
violation hereof.

Section 1. Be it ordained by the
mayor and board of aldermen of the
city of Opelousas, La., that it shall
be unlawful to gamble with, use or
play a slot machine, or similar me-
chanical device, for money, or repre-
sentative of money or checks, or for
merchandise, or any prize, or any-
thing whatver of value, within the
corporate limits of the City of Ope-
lousas, La., and whoever shall violate
the provisions of Section 1 of this
ordinance shall be fined in the sum
of not less than ten ($10.00) Dollars
nor more than one hundred ($100.00)
dollars, or be imprisoned for not less
than ten (10) days, or more .than
thirty (30) days, or both, at the dis-
cretion of the city judge.

Section 2. Be it further ordained,
etc., that any owner, lessee, tenant, or
proprietor of any premises or building
within the corporate limits of the city
of Opelousas, La., wh oshall have, or
permit in or about the same, or con-
nected therewith, any slot machine or
similar mechanical device operated in
violation of Section 1 of this ordinaflce,
or any owner, lessee, tenant of pro-
prietor of any premises or building
where business of any nature is con-
ducted, who permits or allows a slot
machine, or similar mechanical device
even though such slot machine or
similar mechanical device be not in
use, to remain in such building, or on
such premises, shall be deemed guilty
of a violation of this ordinance, and,
upon conviction, shall be subject to
the penalties prescribed in Section 1
of this ordinance.

Section 3. Be it further ordained,
etc., that for good and sufficient rea-
sons this ordinance shall become effec-
tive from and after its first publication
in the official journal of this city.

Section 4. Be it further ordained,
etc., thta all ordinances relative to slot
machines, contrary to or inconsistent
with the provisions of this ordinance,
be and the same are hereby repeal-
ed.
