petitioner was threatened with being
lynched and only escaped by flight, pe-
titioner has been fully damaged in the
sum of twenty-five thousand dollars.

Eleventh
That by reason of the circulation of

said libellous article in the other par-
ishes of Louisiana, and throughout the

United States, said damages have been
aggravated in the turthre sum of ten
thousand dollars.

Wherefore, petitioner prays that the
said The Item Company, Limited, be
duly served with a copy of this peti-
tion, and be regularly cited to appear
and answer the same in the manner
and time prescribed by law; that, af-
ter legal delays and due proceedings .
had, there be judgment in favor of pe-
titioner and condemning the said The
