Article I
The name and title of this corpora-

tfon shall be the "The Goudchaux
Realty Company. Incorporated." It
shall have its domicile at Big Cane
in the parish of St. Landry, Louisiana,
where all citations and other legal
process shall be served on the Presi-
dent of the company, or on the Vice-
President or Secretary of this Com-
pany, in the absence of the president.

Article II.
The objects and purposes of this

corporation are hereby declared to be
to acquire, take over and develop the
lands and other properties belonging
to the estate of the late Leopold Goud-
chaux of St. Landry parish, and to ac-
quire by purchase, donation or oth-
erwise, any other properties, real or
personal, situated in the state of
Louisiana, or elsewhere, and to die-

pose of and sell said lands and oth-
er properties and to administer, culti-
vate and farn; any and all such lands
and to carry on generally all such
business rI to do all such acts as
may be deemed necessary to the pro-
per development of all such lands as
revenue bearing properties and to sell
and dispose of all of the crops and oth-

It shall like-
wise have power and authority to en-
gage in the business of bvly",g End
raising of live stock and fitting the
same for mar'-ct and of selling and
disposing of tie same at its pleasure.

Article 3
It shall have power and authority to

enter into any and all contracts in-
cidental to the purposes for which it
is formed, to s"'? and be sued, to make
and use a corporate seal, and the
same to break or alter ^t plta-sure, to
hold, receive, have, pu-ch'se, improv,,.
convey, sell, to borrow money and to
pledge, mortgage, and hypothecate for
the security thereof, under its corpo-
rate name any of the property to it
belonging, real, personal or mixed; to
name and appoint such officers,' direc-
tors, agents and managers or em-
ployees, as the interest or convenience
of said corporation may require; to
make and establish by-laws rules and
regulations of its affairs, as may be
deemed necessary and proper, and the
same to change and alter at its plea-
sure, and to do all other acts and
things permitted by law or as shall
or may be necessary and proper to
carry out the objects and purposes of
said corporation.

Said corporation, unless sooner dis-
solved in accordance with its chb,,er
shall continue and exist for a period
of ten (10) years from and after the
date hereof.

Article 4
The Capital Stock of the said Cor-

poration shall be Two Hundred and
Twenty One Thousand, Two Hundred
dollars, ($221,200.00) divided into and
represented by Two Thousand Two
Hundred and Twelve (2,212) shares of
par value of One 'Hundred ($100.00)
each; which said stock shall be paid
for in cash at the time of subscrip-
tion or the same be issued at not less
than par in payment or exchange for
property or rights actually received
or purchased by said corporation, or

Any stockholder may sell, assign- or
transfer his stock in this corporation
provided thirty days prior notice of
such intent to sell, assign or transfr
the same be given the corporation and
the other stockholders thereof shaill
have the first privilege of purchasing
same, after which thirty days notice
the said stock may be sold in the
open market.

The stock of said crporation may be
transferred under the above conditions
provided such transfer thereof be
made on the books of the corporation,
its office at Big Cane in St. Landry
parish, La., and on surrender of the
certificate therefor. No transfer of
any fractional part of a share shall be
made. This corporation shall comment
doing business as soon as Fifty per
cent of the capital stock shall have
been subscribed for and paid in. The
board of directors shal Ihave the right
to determine how much stock shall be
issued.

The corporate powers of this cor-
poration shall be vested in and exer-
cised.,by a board of seven directors
who shall be stockholders of the cor-
poration. The officers of the corpora-
tion shal consist of the president, vice-
president, treasurer, who may be at
the same time the president or vice-
president and a secretary. The secre-
tary may or may not be a director or
stockholder and will have no vote in
the meeting or the board of directors,
unless he be at the said time a mem-
ber of said board. In any contract en-
tered into by the corporation in which
the president or vice ,president may
have an interest or be one of the con-
tracting parties, the secretary, by reso-
lution duly adopted, may represent the
corporation and may sign such deeds,
contracts and documents as he may
be authorized to sign. At all meetings
of the board of directors, three of the
members of said board shall constitute
a quorum for the transaction of busi-
ness and their decisions shall be valid
corporate acts.

The following persons shall consti-
tute the first board of directors:
Chas. A. Goudchaux, Sylvan Goud-
chaux, Jake L. Goudchaux, Leon E.

Goudchaux, Henry Goudchaux, Abe
Goudchaux, Julius J. Goudchaux and
Chas. A. Goudchaux, shall be the pre-
sident, and Sylvan Goudchaux, the
vice-president, and Jake L. Goud-
chaux, the treasurer. The board of di-
rectors at the first meeting shall select
its secretary who shall serve in that
capacity so long as retained by said
board of directors. No person shall
be eligible as director or an officer
who is not a stockholders of this cor-
poration. This provision shall not ap-
ply to office of secretary who may or
may not be a stockholder. During ab-
sence of the president the vice-presi-
dent shall act and preside.

Said board shall continue in office
until the 1st Tuesday in January, 1922
on which date and thereafter, annual-
ly, a board of directors shall be elect-
ed on the 1st Tuesday in January. of
each year, unless the same should be
a holiday, when the election shall be
held on the next legal day thereafter.

Notice of such elecion shall be giv-
en by at least ten (10) days' continu-
ous publication immediately preced-
ing each election, in one of the daily
English newspapers of this city; and
the board of directors shall appoint
one or more stockholders to preside
at such election as commissioners.

At every election and mjeeting each
stockholder shaii oe entitced to vote
for each share of stock rbgistered in
his name, and may vote l4y proxy.

The election of directdrs shall be
by ballot, and the majorit F in amount
of votes cast, each share of stock vot-
ed upon to be counted fbr one vote,
shall elect the person or; persons for
whom they have been calt.

After each election thei board of di-
rectors shall elect from tleir own num
ber the officers of said company.

Article V.
The Board of Directors shall have

full power to fill vacancies in their
number caused by death, resignation
or otherwise, from among the stock-
holders of the corporation.

The said bard shall have full coan
trol of the property of this company,
and shall so conduct, manage and ush
the same as in their discretion they
deem fit, and that is consistent with
the objects of this company, or tha
welfare of the same.

In case of the death of one or more
of said commissioners, the survivors

Article VII
No stockholder of this corporation
