CHARTER.

United States of America, State of
Louisiana, Parish of Washington.

Be it known and remembered, That,
on this 3rd day of December, One
Thousand, Nine Hundred Twelve
before me, Delos R. Johnson, Notard
Publi¢ in and for the Parish of Wash-
ington, State of Louisiana, duly com-
missioned and gualifled, and in the
presence of the undersigred witnesses,
personally came and appeared the
persons whose names are bereunto
subsceribed, all of full age, who declar-
ed that avuiling themselves of the
provisions of the law of this State rel-
ative to corporations, and especially
Act No. T8 of 1904 of the General As-
sembly of the State of Louisiana, they
have formed and by these presents do
form, constitute and organize them-
selves, as well as such persons as may
hersafier join or be associated with
them, or (heir snccessors, into a cor-

1l poration and body politie in law, for

the objects and purposes and under
the stipulations, articles and condi-
tions, following, to-wit:

ARTICLE 1.

The name of this corporation shall
be Scott-Greenlaw Hardware Compan
and under that name shall have an
enjoy existence and succession for a
period of ninety.nine (99)years, unless
sooner dissolved by law or consent of
the stockholders as hereinafter pro-
vided.

ARTICLEIIL.

The objects and purposes for which
