The rvecent appointmenés of
black rmien as postmasters in some
Southern towns where nearly all
the mail matter issent and received
by white people have arousgd
much loeal erivicism, which in turn
has provoked no little commentain
the Northera press. In one ecise,
at Covington, Ea.,a negro was ap-
pointed who had- never been a resi-
dent, who. was unknown to the
people of “the. towny and against
whose character charges were
made, DButthe most eonspitupns
easehas begn Lthat of the =ffité at
Bay SeeLonis afsuminer ¥esort for
well-toglo people. of -New, Quleaps,
of which' it is really a saburbh.
Here @ negro was appointed Posts
master whose character is coneeded
to be good, but whose selection is
complained of solely on aceount of
his colar, The men of the families
being general]y ahsentin the city
during the day-time, - the postal
business is doie almost exelusively
by the women and children, and
the loeal press complains it is disa-
greeadle for thesgaylnte women and

«children to find” a Tlack man in

control of thy¢ offiee.

When 8uch complaints by the
local papers reached the Northy o
namber of the Republican organs
were moved to expressions of the
most violent indignation.
