Wind is tlie race problem as dis­
cussed by the press of the country Î 

Is it the political differences that 
exist be ween the whites and 
blacks in the Southern States, or 
is it a question of social equality ?

If it is the liist, and we believe 
it is tlie pi litiea1 position held by 
the negro as a voter, which makes 
him a bone ot contention, anil a 
danger to white supremacy is what 
constitutes » lie problem, more than 
all else; and Judge Fenner is cor­
rect when he says:

There is a platform upon which 
the M ilites anil blacks ot the South 
can meet and live together in peace 
and friendship. As 1 am an hon­
est man, I believe there is but one. 
Here it is: “Government for the 
WJjite—Protection for tiie Black.” 

Which means that the mass of 
the blacks must give up volnn 
tarily their right of suffrage, and 
rely upon their white friends for 
protection in the pursuit of life and 
property, and let time work out 
the “race problem” by fitting them 
liy education and bettered condi­
tions for the higher plain—the tak­
ing partit) governmental affairs, 

in Judge Fennel’s words :
Let tho nogio step boldly and 

frankly on to this platform. Let 
him abjure not the light, bat the 
fact ot suffrage. Let him say to 
the M hites of the South : “You
say von are our friends; we wish to 
be yours. You say you demand 
the right to govern this couutr.v; 
we cannot deny your power to so. 
You say our voting menaces yonr 
supremacy and makes you our eile­
nde.*; we will stop voting. Take 
the government. All we ask in 
return is that our rights shall be 
protected by equal laws, adminis­
tered by judges, and supported 
and enforced by the resistless pow­
er of public opinion.”

1 lio voluntary acceptance ot this 
situation by the blacks, would be 
far better for the peace and quiet 
of the whole country than a forced 
acceptance of it, but if they will 
not voluntarily relinquish t li e i r 
lights they must be foiced to do so 
by the p a s s a g e of a law quail* 
ifying suffrage which will d i s- 
frauchise the negro almost to a 
man, and such a law is advocated 
by the very papers that refuse to 
accept Judge Fenner’s solution.

We say this problem is a po iti- 
cal one, in its present stage, rather 
than a social or economical one, for 
the reason that its social and eco­
nomic aspect cannot be coolly and 
d*8passioinirely considered, as long- 
as lie remains so potent a factor in 
k>ur politics.» , /

As a social question, we can only 
sec its solution by two methods— 
absorption, or emigration; the lirst 
we believe will be tho only solu* 
tion. Sixty million of whites can 
and will extinguish ten millions of 
blacks, though this is the solution 
we most dislike of all, and ha'e to 
contemplate. The second, emigra­
tion—not to the Northern or West 
ein stales but to another country, 
to another continent, would be the 
best, but we believe its impractica­
ble.

The question for the statesmen 
of the country, state and national 
to consider, is how best 
to iemovc the political status of 
the negro. If he could be induced 
to follow Judge Fenner’s theory 
and volnutaryly abandon it, it would 
be best, if he vv ill not, then devise 
the best way by w liich lie can be 
removed from politics as a factor 
in the most quiet manner.—but 
remote him from the political chess 
boaid, and when he is removed the 
problem Mill be more than halt set­
tled, and the other half can be eou-

One of the first important acts of 
the Democratic party, after it had 
regained control of affairs lieiein 
1877 was the repeal of the Lottery 
Company’s charter. This repeal 
was held iiuconstutional by a Re­
publican Federal Judge.

In The Constitutional Conven­
tion of 1879 a large majority of the 
Democratic members were in ta vor 
of confirming the above mentioned 
repeal. They were opposed by a 
few Democrats who acted with ihe 
Republican members, every one of 
whom voted for the Lottery. Not­
withstanding this, the Democrats, 
forced into the Constitution Arii- 
cle a167 which prohibits the exist­
ence of lotteries in this State after 
I8D.1.

Again, in 1882, Gov, McEaery, in 
ins message to the Legislature, 
condenied the Lottery in t lie strong­
est terms, and still again, the 
Democratic convention m 1884, 
adopted, by a unanimous vote, as 
one of the planks m the platfoiiu 
of tlie party, a resolution det lin­
ing in î qually strong terms against 
tue Lottery.

In his opposition to the Lottery, 
Gov. Nicholls is not only in line 
vvith the moral sentiment of the 
United States, hut he is upholding 
the traditions and the principles of 
too Democratic psvtyin this State.
