tional progress is subject to great: im­
provement is shown in tlie* progress 
made in lower woak. -B u t w hat of 
h igher educational progress?” he asked. 
“  m fiat progress have we made in the 
past, what are the tendencies of the 
present and w hat steps ought we to 
tdke for the  f uture?
“ The progress of tfie past may be traced 
along several lines. Here are three :

-1 . In the im provem ent of school 
architecture and the progressive aims 
of education.

“ In widening the course of study and 
the tendency of free schools to cast off 
false systems of education.

“ 3. In the im provem ent of methods 
and the evolution of the teacher.

-T h e  tendencies of the present are in 
two directions, for the better and for 
worse. The four g reatesi tendencies 
toward better tilings it the present time 
are the unwonted activity and zeal of 
the educational world, the effort to as­
certain the laws of development; and to 
follow them , the desire to spend time 
and energy on the most useful know­
ledge and skill, and the doctrine that 
education, to crown all should culm in­
ate in moral character.

The tendency for worse is seen in the 
subordination of Christian and religious 
teachings in the public schools Every­
th ing  is taught in the course of study, 
but the Bible is practically  excluded, to 
the detrim ent of th a t moral training 
which is the foundation of m an's char­
acter and value in life. Among the 
steps of educational progress which the 
future demands may he stated the cor­
rection of this retrograde tendency; the 
more liberal supply of funds from pub­
lic and private sources; better teachers 
which isthe aim  of norm al schools: and 
an enrichm ent of the course of study by 
leaving out a great deal th a t is useless 
and introducing better subjects; the 
correlation of different grades of 
schools; the simplification of our m eth­
ods, in which the ana^-ses have become 
so cumbrous as to to be worse than use­
less; and finally, the im provem ent of 
those o ther schools upon which attend ­
ance is so constant and steady, viz: The 
home, the school of business and social 
life, the press and the chu rch ,”

A report of this occasion would be 
incom plete w ithout some mention of 
the magnificent chorus rendered by the 
choir composed of the N orm al students, 
under the direction of Miss Lucie Bates, 
the talented instructor of music.
