The new sU'.e should 
seize upon the first opportunity to take 
after the ani, so wise and so free. Bur. 
no, no; mat would mean hard work and 
strict economy ; that would be up-hill 
work: so when the ertip comes and old 
debts are paid, he feels about going to 
work as the man about to take medicine, 
who says: 1 might as well t ke it later 
ou; and. thoughtless does he drift into 
new debts, a slave of debts after the 
crop as before- down-hill work.

My friends, tbe God given means to 
do away with that “credit svsteiu“ that 
enslaves you and your children, is labor, 
steady labor. Labor is the independ­
ence of man; the hardy worker can go 
to his work with a proud heart, he de 
pends only on himself and on God Al­
mighty Who gives him his strength and 
willpower. Teach your children how 
to appreciate work, how- to love work, 
how to go to work with a will; and free, 
independent, they will get on. Teach 
vour children now to keep working, and 
a pure, noble life will he tbeir»: “run­
ning water does not get corrupt.”
