Highway

Des Moines, Iowa, July 14, 1919, 
Prof. V. L. Roy,

Natchitoches, La.
Dear Professor:

This is seven p. m. Sunday, in Des- 
Moinos, and .the first opportunity I 
have had to give you anytning like a 
le tte r . Everyone is kicking because 
he has not had time to get a shave or 
wri t- a postal card to .his wife. They 
claim tnat Clarkson ought to bo the 
Czar of Russia.

Ui> to this time, the run has been a 
most wonderful success, ^ o t a drop 
of rain has fallen on us since we left 
home, although we have been one itay 
behind two hard rains in Missouri. 
There are seven cars still in the run 
that made the start irom Louisiana. 
Mr. McNeely dropped at Eufaula, 
Oklahoma. The old fellow, it seems, 
had made up hie mind that if he kept 
on going he never would get back 
home.

Tfse day we left Bunkie we did fairly 
well, although it was 2 o'clock in 
the morning before we reached 
Shreveport. Since then we have been 
running pretty well up to schedule, 
although, as you know, one day late.

We found the roads in Texas gener­
ally good. About one-half the mileage 
in Texas is bard surface. Practically 
the same condition exists in Oklahoma. 
We found some stretches in Oklahoma 
that would have been impassable had 
we struck them just a t the end of the 
rainy season as we struck the Southern 
Louisiana roads. The difference be­
tween the roads in Oklahoma, Kansas, 
Missouri and Iowa and those of Louis­
iana is that in those states the dirt 
roads are practically in perfect condi­
tion. For miles and miles, hour after 
hour, we maintained a schedule of 
thirty to thirty-five miles on dirt roads 
without injury to cars or hardship to 
passengers.

If we could get the presidents of all 
of our police juries over these dirt roads 
it Would be a wonderful thing for the 
State of Louisiana. We felt we under 
stood what the Jefferson Highway is 
and means to the various towns, coun­
ties and states, but the spirit that 
pervades the communities between 
$hreveport and Des Moins, Iowa, have 
opened not only the eyes of the Govern­
or, the two Mayors and Mr. Buie, but 
of the writer, who had a far wider con­
ception of what the road meant than 
any of them, The Jefferson Highway 
up here means something, and you 
may rest assured that there will be 
four or five boosters in Louisiana after 
this run.

Day before yester- 
terday I think we had six meals. We 
never knew there was as much fried 
chicken, cake end lemonade in exist­
ence as we have consumed. Way Bur- 
man says he is being tried out on 
lemonade and coca cola for days that 
are to come. At EufdUla, Oklahoma, 
they gave us a banquet that was a 
dandy; would not let us go to the hotel 
but took us to their homes. They took 
our cars, washed them, inspected them, 
filled them with oil and gas and then 
told us that our money was made of 
tin. Many of the towns displayed the 
flag of tne State of Louisiana; had 
printed attractive souvenirs, menus 
and programs, all of which it wiii be 
our pleasure to show you upon our re­
turn . - ••

I t  is 
said that Governor Pleasant made the 
best talk of the entire trip a t Pitts­
burg. The Governor of Oklahoma could 
not join us but sent his secretary and 
Major Kersting to welcome the party 
and accompany them serves the state. 

' At Osowattamie, Kansas, we inspected 
the old horns of John Drown; a t Olalhie, 
Missouri, we met ex-Governor Hodges 
and were told that John Marshall, late 
secretary to Governor Pleasant, was 
born ana raised there.

We bad dinner 
at the country club, which included 
dancing. Hon. Thomas Johnson, Win­
nipeg, president Of the Association, 
met us there and is now one of the 
party.
